A student's records are pri-
vate and are protected from un-
authorized inspection or use. A 
cumulative record is maintained 
for each student from the time 
the student enters the District 
until the student withdraws or 
graduates. The record moves 
with the student from school to 
school. 

By law, both parents, whether 
married, separated, or divorced, 
have access to the records of a 
student who is a minor or a de-
pendent for tax purposes, as do 
students 18 years of age or older. 
A parent whose rights have been 
legally terminated will be denied 
access to the records ifthe shcool 
is given a copy of the court order 
terminating these rights. 

The principal is custodian of 
all records for currently enrolled 
students at the assigned school. 
The superintendent is the custo-
dian of all records for students 
who have withdrawn or gradu-
ated. Records may be reviewed 
during regular school hours. The 
records custodian or designee 
will respond to reasonable re-
quests for explanation and in-
terpretation of the records. 

Parents of a minor or of a 
student who is a dependent for 
tax purposes, the student, if 18 
or older, and school officials with 
legitimate educational interests 
are the only persons who have 
general access to a student's 
records. School officials include 
employees, agents, or trustees 
of the District, cooperative, or 
contractual placement facilities, 
as well as their attorneys and 
consultants who are: 

1.Working with the student. 
2.Considering disciplinary or 

academic actions, and the 
student's case,or a handicapped 
student's IEP.

Certain other officials from 

various governmental agencies 
may have limited access to the 
records. The District forwards a 
student's records without prior 
consent on request to a school in 
which a student seeks or intends 
to enroll. Parental consent is 
required to release the records 
to anyone else. When the stu-
dent reaches 18 years of age, 
only the student has the right to 
consent to the release of records. 

The parent's or student's right 
of access to, and copies of, stu-
dent records does not extend to 
all records. Materials that are 
not considered educational 
records, such as teachers' per- 

sonal notes on a student that are 
shared only with a substitute 
teacher and records on ex-stu-
dents, do not have to be made 
available to the parent or the 
students. 

Students over 18 and parents 
of minor students may inspect 

the student's records and request 
correction if the records are in-
accurate, misleading, or other-
wise in violation of the student's 
privacy or other rights. If the 
District refuses the request to 

amend the records, the requester 
has the right to a hearing and to 
place in the student's record a 
statement commenting on the 
information. 

Although improperly recorded 
grades may be challenged, par-
ents and students are not al- 

lowed to contest a student's grade 
in a course through this process. 
Parents or students may com-
plain to the superintendent if 
they feel that the District is not 
in compliance with the law re-
garding student records.

Certain information about 
District students is directory in-
formation and will be released 
to anyone who follows procedures 
for requesting it, unless the par-
ent objects in writing to the 
principal within ten school days 
after the issuance of this hand-
book. 

Directory information in-
cludes: a student's name, ad-
dress, telephone number, date 
and place of birth, participation 
in officially recognized activities 
and sports, weight and height of 
members of athletic teams, dates 
of attendance, awards received 
in school, most recent school at-
tended and other similar infor-
mation.

On Sept. 28, the park will host 
"Cowboy Campfire Evening," a night 
of Western music and poetry per-
formed around a crackling fire be-
neath the stars. 

Want to get physical? There are 
19 miles of mountain bike trails at 
Caprock Canyons. From top to bot-
tom, there is a difference of 1,000 
feet in altitude through the park. 
That can make for more of a chal-
lenge than cruising around the 
neighborhood. However, not all 
trails are for weekend road war-
riors. 

"There's a new scenic trail called 
the Canyon Rim Trail that's only 
three miles long," Hulse said. 

On Oct. 26, the Caprock Bike 
Club will host a mountain bike race 
on the park's trails. The race is 
sanctioned by the National Off Road 
Bike asociation and includes 14-
and 28- mile courses. 

Bikers, hikers and horseback 
riders also may want to take ad-
vantage of the Caprock Canyons 
Trailway, a trail extending more 
than 64 miles outside the park from 
the community of South Plaine to 
Estelline. 

"The Trailway is still being de-
veloped, but it is basically from 
South Plains to Turkey," Hulse said. 

That route goes from the smooth 
prairies down the Caprock through 
the only railroad tunnel remaining 
in Texas, according to Hulse. While 
the change in elevation can be steep, 
the trail actually descends gradu-
ally because it was designed as a 
railroad route. 

Whether you want to leisurely 
fish on the banks of Lake Theo or 
traverse country that disproves the 
notion of the Panhandle being "the 
Great American Desert," Caprock 
Canyons State Park is an autumn 
or spring get-away just waiting to 
be sampled. 

"When it gets hot, West Texans 
head for the mountains, and I don't 
blame them," Hulse said. But people 
around Amarillo need to know 
there's another place to go besides 
Palo Duro Canyon State Park when 
it gets cooler."

Will Prevent Tragedies 

New clothes, backpacks, lunch 
boxes, school buses. The first day of 
school is exciting for students, but 
the new school year can bring trag-
edy if school bus safety rules are not 
followed. The Texas Department of 
Public Safety reminds motorists to 
obey traffic laws and watch for 
children boarding or exiting school 
buses. Parents and teachers should

children about school bus 

In 1995, no school bus drivers or 
passengers were killed while riding 
on school buses in Texas, but 1,370 
people were injured while traveling 
on them. Seven people were killed 
in accidents directly or indirectly 
involving school buses, while 2,556 
were injured. 

The most common time for acci-
dents is when school buses are 
loading or unloading students. 
Students should be taught to follow 
safety rules and to watch for traffic 
before crossing streets. Students 
also should watch for vehicles ille-
gally passing stopped school buses 
on either side of the bus. According 
to the National School Bus Loading 
and Unloading Survey, most chil-
dren injured or killed while getting 
on or off buses are under the age of 
10. 

A safe, reliable and efficient sys-
tem for transporting children to and 
from school is part:of the total edu-
cational program. To ensure the 
proper operation of school trans-
portation systems, the DPS over- 

sees and updates the state's school 
bus driver training program. 

"Practicing good school bus safety 
requires a combined effort of the 
motoring public obeying the traffic 
laws, parents and teachers educat-
ing children to be safe and school 
bus drivers being properly trained 
to decrease the number of school 
bus related accidents," said Debbi 
Goertz, DPS program administra-
tor for school bus transportation.

Visitors from Finland, Pennsyl-

vania, Florida and California have 
experienced the colorful, craggy 
cliffs the Caprock Escarpment and 
the rugged canyons of a Panhandle 
treasure. Yet that treasure remains 
undiscovered by many of the area's 
own residents. 

The Texas state park system 
preserves and provides access to 
some of the state's prime natural 
settings, and it's done just that at 
Caprock Canyons State Park and 
Trailway. 

Nestle against the Caprock, as 
the High Plains tumble down red 
cliffs to the Rolling Plains near Qui-
taque, the park features events, a 
variety of trails and a peaceful but 
dramatic landscape. While the 
scenery could have been the setting 
for a John Ford/John Wayne movie, 
the park system has added a few 
modern conveniences while pre-
serving the feeling of the wild fron-
tier. 

Camping facilities in the almost 
14,000-acre park range from the 
luxury of 35 recreational vehicle 
hook-up's to unlimited primitive 
campsites where it's just you and 
nature. If neither extreme suits 
you,try pitching a tent at one of the 
31 campsites-they all have water 
and some include shaded shelters 
and tables. 

If you want to ride the range, 
Caprock Canyons offers 12 eques-
trian campsites with pens and wa-
ter for your equine companion. 
Humans must provide their own 
water. 

For those who Prefer a little en-
tertainment with their dose of na-
ture, Caprock Canyons State Park 
offers tours and outings perfect for 
families. These include "Canyon 
Ramblings," a ride up North Prong 
Canyon in an open truck, and "Nose 
to Nose With the Buffalo," a close 
encounter with the park's 14 head 
of buffalo.

2. No re-entry for any reason dur-
ing the first 48 hours following an 
application. After the first 48 hours 
a worker must wear protective 
clothing if prolonged intimate con-
tact is expected for the remainder of 
the 14 day posting period. This 
protective clothing includes rubber 
gloves. (Consultants and scouts fall 
into this category.) 
3. Application must be made with a 
closed delivery system. Furadan 
from 2 1/2 gallon containers can not 
be used. 
4. Applicators and those who are 
responsible for the field must have 
in their possession a label and a 
copy of the Section 18 for Furadan 
4F. 

Please follow these guidelines. 
Furadan is a very dangerous sub-
stance, tht has been earmarked by 
the EPA. If it is not properly used, 
we could loose the use of it foreverin 
cotton. Above all, be careful with 
chemical. Do not ask your workers 
or consultant to look at the cotton 
during the 14 day posting period. 
Change water and get out of the 
field. Don't put your worker or 
yourself in a possible exposure 
situation. A life is worth more than 
what you will get out of the work 
being done in the 14 day period.
