Some medications can affect 
the way your body uses foods or 
cause dangerous reactions to 
certain foods. 

Long-term use of diuretics or 
"water pills" can lead to serious 
potassium depletion. In heart 
patients taking digitalis, the 
heart may become more sensi-
tive to the effects of the drug if 
the potassium deficiency is not 
corrected. Foods high in potas-
sium are most fruits—tomatoes, 
oranges, cantaloupes, bananas, 
raisins, prunes, etc.—potatoes, 
sweet potatoes and winter 
squash. 

According to the Food and 
Drug Administration one of the 
most hazardous food-drug inter-
actions is that between MAO 
inhibitors, drugs sometimes pre-
scribed for depression and high 
blood pressure, and such foods as 
aged cheese, Chianti wine and 
chicken livers. MAO inhibitors 
can react with a substance called 
tyramine in these foods and force 
the blood pressure to dangerous 
levels, sometimes causing severe 
headaches and other serious 
complications. 

To prevent a possible reaction, 
those taking MAO inhibitor 
drugs should avoid aged and 
fermented foods, including pick-
led herring; sausages, such as 
salami and pepperoni; sharp or 
aged cheeses; beef and chicken 
livers; yogurt and sour cream; 
soy sauce; beer; active yeast 
preparations, bananas; avocados; 
sherry, and other wines in large 
quantities. 

Oral contraceptives—The Pill 
—is known to deplete the blood's 
content of some vitamins, like 
folic acid and vitamin B-6, but 
this is not usually a serious 
problem in healthy women with 
good diets. 

Modifying the diet to include 
foods rich in necessary vitamins 
and minerals is preferable to 
taking vitamin and mineral sup-
plements.

Informal Survey Made 
By Parks and 
Wildlife Department 

Results of an informal survey 
by the Texas Parks & Wildlife 
Department to determine the 
best lakes for certain species of 
fish did not include any lakes in 
this region of the state. The 
reason was because of the nine 
species of fish named in the 
survey, smallmouth bass and 
walleye were not included. Sun-
fish were included. 

Regardless of their absence 
from the survey, smallmouth 
bass and walleye provide good 
fishing and good eating for many 
Panhandle-South Plains anglers. 
To attempt a rating of the quality 
of smallmouth and walleye fish-
ing locally, Joe Kraai, TP&WD 
fishery biologist based in Can-
yon, was contacted. 

Kraai said the Panhandle-
South Plains region of the state 
provides good to very good 
fishing for walleye and very good 
to excellent smallmouth bass 
fishing. The best lakes for both 
species are Greenbelt, five miles 
north of Clarendon, Meredith 
and White River. 

"Meredith is the best in the 
state for smallmouth bass," 
Kraai stated. "It's the best lake 
by far for the number of 
smallmouth, not necessarily 
size." He added that the walleye 
at Lake Meredith are strong and 
thriving. 

Lake Mackenzie, near Silver-
ton, has experienced an astound-
ing turn-around as a fishing lake, 
according to the fishery biologist. 
"It is becoming an excellent lake 
for crappie," Kraai stated. "The 
crappie at Mackenzie are impres-
sive in individual size and 
number, and there should be 
exceptional results this spring." 
He added that there had been 
"An incredible spawn of large-
mouth bass" at Mackenzie. 

"I'm really pleased with the 
striped bass growth at Buffalo 
Springs Lake," Kraai said. 
"Their numbers and size are 
looking very good." He noted an 
additional stocking of stripers is 
scheduled for this spring. And 
while a remnant population of 
walleye is few in number, net 
surveys indicate all of the fish 
are lunkers.

'Men tire themselves in 
pursuit of rest

Texas farmers and ranchers 
might see their sagging financial 
status begin to stabilize in the 
year ahead. 

Keys to long-run prosperity on 
the farm front include a flexible 
farm policy that can make U. S. 
crops mole price competitive 
worldwide, a reduced govern. 
ment deficit, lower real interest 
rates and an aggressive trade 
policy. 

"That's what it will take to 
turn around agriculture nation-
wide and in Texas, where the 
farm economy is at the lowest 
level since the 1930s," believes 
Dr. Carl Anderson, economist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, The Texas 
A&M University System. 

"Texas farmers facing the 
hardest times financially are in 
the intensified agricultural areas 
of the South and Rolling Plains," 
Anderson points out. "Yields in 
these areas have been poor for 
several years and have combined 
with low cotton, grain and cattle 
prices to bring on rural depres-
sion. Land prices, especially for 
irrigated farmland, also have 
declined some." 

Estimates show some 2,625 
Texas farmers have been forced 

out of business during 1985 due 
to financial reasons, and a third 
of them have been in this 
41-county region, notes the econ-
omist. An estimated 1,335 farm-
ers and ranchers left Texas 
agriculture in 1983 and another 
1,725 were forced out last year. 

Anderson expects crop prices 
to remain under intense supply 
pressure during 1986, so farmers 
will likely make heavy use of 
government loan programs just 
as they did this year. 

Since U. S. crop prices are still 
considerably higher than world 
prices, the Secretary of Agricul-
ture may be given the authority 
to lower prices to the world level. 
If that happens, cash market 
prices for rice, wheat and cotton 
will drop even lower and far 
below the variable cost of 
production, Anderson points out. 
Thus, price insurance using 
commodity options may offer 
help for some producers. 

"Current provisions of the 
proposed farm bill should offer 
some financial support to farm-
ers in 1986," contends Anderson. 
-Target prices likely will be 
frozen at current levels, and that 
would ensure large deficiency 
payments to producers. Howev-
er. the $50,000 payment limit, if 
allowed, will be a possible 
limiting factor for many Texas 
producers. 

"These large deficiency pay-
ments will help most producers 
through the current period of low 
market prices, and with an 
effective export enhancement 
program, the stage could be set 
for a return to farm prosperity in 
a few years," says the economist. 
"Efforts to reduce the federal 
deficit will also tend to lower 
interest rates and boost ex. 
ports. -  

As far as livestock producers 
are concerned. Anderson fore 
sees market prices strengthen 
ing some in 1986 as meat 
production, mainly beef and 
pork. continues to decline, part, 
cularly during the first half of 
1986. Increased poultry produr 
lion should lead to somewhat  

lower turkey and broiler prices. 
Milk production is up and sup-
port prices should determine the 
overall price level. 

On the farm credit front, 
agricultural lenders are working 
to develop an orderly transition 
to a sound lending program 
based on reduced levels of farm 
income, says Anderson. Farm 
lenders have returned to a more 
conservative posture. That 
means outstanding credit will 
decline. 

"Credit will be available to 
credit worthy operations, but 
good records and financial state-
ments are a must," Anderson 
emphasizes. "The basic factor is 
for debt to match earnings. 
Funds earned outside of agricul-
ture and part-time farming will 
play an increasing role in furnish-
ing capital for agricultural in-
vestments." 

Fewer Female 

Veterans Applying 

For Benefits 
A much smaller percentage of 

female veterans are applying for 
Veterans Administration bene-
fits than their male counterparts. 

According to Billye Kesler, 
Veterans Service Officer for 
Briscoe County, women veterans 
are entitled to the same rights, 
privileges, and benefits as men 
veterans who served during the 
same period in the Armed Forces 
of the United States. 

A woman is a veteran for all 
benefit purposes if she served on 
active duty with any of the 
Armed Forces of the United 
States and if she was discharged 
or released under conditions 
other than dishonorable. A wo-
man's service counts toward 
eligibility for benefits if she 
served in the Army, Navy, Air 
Force, Marine Corps or Coast 
Guard. She is also a veteran if 
she was a member of the 
Women's Army Auxiliary Corps 
(WAAC) in 1942-43; if she was a 
member of the Women's Airfor-
ces Service Pilots (WASPS) in 
World War II; if she was a 
telephone operator, clerk. dieti-
tian or reconstruction aide with 
the U. S. Army in Europe during 
World War I. 

As a veteran, a woman may be 
entitled to a wide range of 
Federal and State benefits, such 
as: 

1. Disability compensation or 
pension 

2. Admission to a VA Hospital 
for medical care 

3. GI home loan 
4. Veterans preference in 

Federal employment 
5. Texas State Veterans Land 

Program and Housing Assistance 
Program.

Cattle numbers should contin-
ue at a low level in 1986 and that 
should help bring some strength 
back to market prices, says a 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service economist. However, cat-
tlemen must deal with a number 
of factors that will have a direct 
bearing on market prices in the 
year ahead. a major one being 
the declining demand for beef. 

Dr. Ernie Davis outlines five 
factors that he feels will have the 
most effect on cattle prices in 
1986: 

1. Poultry supplies and prices. 
Expansion of the poultry indus-
try probably has had the great- 
est impact on beef demand. 
Davis expects per capita poultry 
consumption (75 pounds) to sur-
pass per capita beef consumption 
for the first time in 1986. In 
addition to the growth of the 
poultry industry, broiler prices 
relative to beef prices have 
changed dramatically since the 
1950s. In 1950 retail beef prices 
were only 15 cents per pound 
higher than retail poultry prices. 
Currently, beef prices are $1.50 
to $2.00 per pound higher than 
poultry prices, and this has 
caused a lot of consumers to 
switch from beef to poultry. At 
the same time, beef production 
and marketing costs have far 
outpaced these same costs for 
the poultry industry. 

2. Cheap grain. In 1985 cheap 
grain impacted the beef market 
more than any other factor. 
Feeders were expecting fed 
cattle prices to improve so they 
kept feeding them cheap grain. 
This produced carcasses that 
were too heavy and wasty and 
led to price discounts of up to $18 
per hundredweight. 

3. Overfinished cattle. If feed-
ers continue to pump cheap grain 
into cattle in 1986 at levels that 
will produce overfinished carcas-
ses, the same price discounts will 
continue. 

4. The retail marketing mar-
gin. Retail marketing margins 
reached record levels in 1985 
while retail beef prices remained 
relatively stable. These stable 
prices were actually a problem 
because they did not decline as 
prices to producers fell. Thus the 
retail marketing margin increas-
ed to $1.09 per retail pound. 

5. Beef supplies. Although 
cattle numbers will be down in 
1986, beef supplies could increase 
if cattle feeders continue to feed 
cattle to heavier weights. Also, if 
the liquidation phase of the cattle 
cycle continues, more and more 
cows and heifers will be moving 
to market. 

So what does 1986 hold as far 
as cattle prices are concerned? 

"Fed cattle prices for the 
fourth quarter of 198.5 should 
average $61 to $63 per hundred-
weight. For the first quarter of 
1986 fed cattle prices should 
average $2.00 to 53.00 higher. 
The second quarter should see 
fed cattle prices continuing to 
inch up. However, I do not 
expect fed cattle prices to reach 
the $70 level by mid-year despite 
cheap grain prices." says Davis. 

As far as feeder prices are 
concerned. the economist fore-
casts 600 to 700 pound feeder 
st eers to average $63 to $67 per 
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hundredweight for the last quar-
ter of 1985. During the first 
quarter of 1986 those prices 
should average $67 to $70, with 
the second quarter bringing 
about a 51.00 increase. 

Weaner calves, or 400 to 500-
pound steers, should average $75 
to $78 per hundredweight during 
the last quarter of this year. 
Prices should improve to $77 to 
$80 during the first quarter of 
1986 and to $80 to $84 during the 
second quarter. 

"Although cattle prices might 
move even higher in 1986, I don't 
think this will happen due to the 
factors I have outlined," Davis 
says. 

Reminder to 
VA Pensioners 

Certain recipients of Veterans 
Administration benefits must 
submit Eligibility Verification 
Reports (EVR) by January L 
1986, to avoid interruption or 
suspension of their benefits, 
according to the Waco Regional 
Office. Completion of the form is 
required by law. 

Approximately 32,500 veter-
ans, surviving spouses, and child-
ren under the pension program 
in effect before 1979 and parents 
who get Dependency and Indem-
nity Compensation (DIC) bene-
fits in Texas were sent an EVR 
on October 1 in the first phase of 
a change in VA's income report.  
ing procedures. "To date, 7,500 
recipients have not submitted 
the required verification." said 
Dr. Stephen L. Lemons, Director 
of the Waco VA Office. 

The EVR replaces the old 
Annual Income Questionnaire 
which used to go to all VA 
pensioners at the same time. The 
VA is now cycling income reports 
throughout the year. 

Beginning December 1, and 
running through, September 1, 
1986, EVRs will be mailed to the 
nearly 700,000 recipients of VA 
"improved" pensions nationwide 
at the rate of 70.000 a month. 

In all cases, the VA encourages 
an early return of the form to 
avoid last minute processing 
bottlenecks. 

CREDIT COUNSELING CAN 

HELP WITH DEBT PROBLEM 

Effective year-round manage-
ment of spending and credit use 
can keep consumers from being 
overloaded with debt. Yet some 
people find themselves in finan-
cial trouble from uncontrolled 
credit spending over the holi-
days. 

If you're facing a financial 
crisis from credit spending, there 
are services which can help you 
work out a plan for getting out of 
debt, says family economics 
expert Dr. Marjorie Smith. As 
part of these services, a counsel-
or studies your financial situation 
and makes suggestions for more 
effective money management, 
explains the Texas A & M Univer • 
city Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice home economist. 

For example, the Consumer 
Credit Counseling Service is a 
non profit agency which does not 
charge clients for their services. 
notes Dr. Smith. They have 
offices in some Texas cities and 
suburbs which can be located by 
looking in the phone book.

The Superintendent's 
Corner 

by Wilburn Leeper 

One of the far-reaching effects 
of House Bill 72 requires that 
each school district in Texas 
develop, adapt, and implement a 
discipline management program. 
The program, represented by a 
discipline management plan, has 
been adopted by the Board of 
Trustees of the Turkey-Quitaque 
ISD and will be implemented 
next school year. The plan has 
been submitted to the Texas 
Education Agency for final ap-
proval. 

Although there were several 
attempts during the last legisla-
tive session to smooth out the 
rough edges prescribed in HB 72, 
all efforts failed. The most 
accurate explanation for the 
revision attempts is probably 
that HB 72 had been around for 
less than a year, and many 
legislators were simply unwilling 
to mess with it. The State Board 
of Education, however, has since 
made some corrections through 
its rule-making process and the 
provisions are much more man-
ageable. 

The discipline management 
plan, as adopted by the Turkey-
Quitaque ISD, is a statement of 
school policy which pertains to 
school life and the general 
discipline within the school. 
Included within the plan is a 
detailed description of the rights 
and responsibilities of students, 
parents, teachers and adminis-
trators. 

A student code of conduct has 
been developed and represents 
an essential part of the plan. The 
code of conduct includes rules 
related to student conduct and 
specifies the consequences of 
violating the rules. In the plan, 
the school explains what it 
considers to be serious or minor 
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misbehavior and the punishment 
which may be applied in each 
case of infraction. The infractions 
as described are clear and 
concise and leave no doubt about 
what is expected in the area of 
student conduct. 

The plan also calls for parent-
teacher conferences during the 
school year for parents of stu-
dents who have become a discip-
line problem. Additionally, the 
plan expects closer relationship 
between the parent and school 
by requiring the school district to 
conduct voluntary parent train-
ing workshops to provide par-
ents with skills to assist student 
home study. Each parent will be 
asked to review the disciplinary 
plan sometime early next school 
year. 

The punishment phase describ-
ed in the plan for serious or 
continued misbehavior is very 
specific. The major goal, how-
ever, is not centered upon 
punishment but rather upon 
eliminating disruptions. A major 
function of the school will be to 
make efforts to provide for the 
continuing education of students 
even though they have been 
removed from the normal educa-
tional classroom. If serious dis-
ruptions occur the student may 
be placed in an alternative 
educational environment such as 
in-school suspension, reassign-
ment of classes, or home-based 
instruction. In such occurrences, 
the student will continue to 
receive credits earned. More 
serious infractions may call for 
expulsion from school and forfeit-
ure of all credits in progress. 

A more detailed description of 
the various articles of the 
discipline plan will follow in 
future Superintendent's Corners. 

Valley School is again the 
recipient of donations and gifts 
from those in our community 
who see a school need and 
respond generously.

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Anti-Litter Program 
To Be Enforced 
On Texas Rights-of-Way 

Better think twice next time 
you start to trash the highways. 

The eyes of Texas are upon 
you. 

And it just might mean a fat 
fine as Texas law enforcement 
officers focus keen attention on 
litterers under a new highway 
department program. 

The new antilitter enforce-
ment program invites municipal-
ities to enter into year-long 
contracts whereby they are 
reimbursed for issuing citations 
to persons who dump trash on 
state highway rights-of-way. The 
amounts awarded for contracts 
are based on populations, and 
will be approved on a first-come, 
first-served basis until the $1 
million set aside for the program 
is depleted. 

The enforcement effort is part 
of the department's $4 million 
antilitter "Don't Mess With 
Texas" campaign that was laun-
ched last fall to reduce litter 
along Texas highways by 20 
percent. Litter cleanup cost 
taxpayers $24 million in 1985. 

The antilitter enforcement 
program will reimburse a city 
$20 per citation. "We have to get 
tough with these litterers, and 
that's exactly what we're going 
to do through this program," said 
Craig Steffens. head of the 
department's landscape section. 

"There is nothing more effec-
tive than to have a police officer 
stop you and give you a ticket." 
said Steffens. "We especially 
want to ticket persons who 
create illegal dump sites by the 
side of the highway." 

The program is intended to 
provide an incentive to increase 
enforcement of existing litter 
laws. During the first six months 
of 1985, 237 citations for litter 
violations were issued statewide. 

The department will provide 
reimbursement for the ticket, 
not for the *conviction. The 
maximum penalty for littering 
has been raised to $400. 

"Our goal is to reduce the 
overall litter in the state, but we 
know from research and past 
experiences that you don't re-
duce it by picking it up. You 
reduce it through public aware-
ness," said Steffens. 

In addition to the $1 million 
enforcement program, the cam-
paign includes a $2 million public 
education and media program, a 
$300,000 subsidy for the state-
wide Keep Texas Beautiful, Inc. 
organization, and $700,000 in 
landscaping projects for winners 
of the annual Governor's Com-
munity Achievement Awards for 
Clean Communities. 

Keep Texas Beautiful, Inc. will 
be contacting cities and furnish-
ing contract documents to solicit 
participation. City officials inter-
ested in the program may 
contact Keep Texas Beautiful, 
Inc. at 1512) 478-8813 or they can 
call their local highway district 
office. 

Reimbursement for litter cita-
tions will be made quarterly. The 
population of a city will deter-
mine the total amount of the 
contract.
