Briscoe County 
had a decline of 7.87% for the 
same period of time. Other sur-
rounding counties were 
Collingsworth with a decline of 
6.22%, Donley County had a 
decline of 16.45% and Motley 
County a decline of 20.42%.

Finally you get to 
the right party and they tell you that a company representative will 
call at your convenience! And you think, allright at last some 
service! Wrong, by now "to your convenience" would have been 
yesterday! 

These large companies still want to collect money for their 
"services" to our small communities which by the way were the 
backbone of their companies in the beginning. They do not seem to 
realize that the small 'towns are what probably put them where 
they are today! 

Is there any thing that we as an individual or as a town can do 
to stop the trend of the large companies moving their offices from 
our midst? Probably not because most of the services that they 
offer, they have a monoply on in the small towns. We can however 
let them know that we disagree with their policies to move or close 
their offices and no longer offer good service. But we need to let the 
head fellows know how we feel. The local representatives are in the 
middle just like we are, working people trying to keep a job so that 
they can take care of their families. 

We need to trade at home and help keep our local businesses 
afloat but also the local businesses that have their roots elsewhere 
need to give some consideration to the small towns who are so 
dependent upon their services!
