The Valley Tribune has been 
authorized to announce that 
Dale Ramsey is a candidate for 
re-election ofJustice of the Peace 
for Precinct 2 of Briscoe County. 

Mr. Ramsey was appointed 
by Briscoe County Commission-
ers to serve the unexpired term 
of David Brunson in September 
of 1991. 

• Justice of the Peace Dale 
Ramsey states, "I have enjoyed 
being a Justice of the Peace for 
Briscoe County and pledge to 
continue to do the job to the best 
of my ability. Your support and 
influence will be greatly appre-
ciated." 

Young men who will turn 26 
in 1992 will be reaching an 
important milestone, according 
to the Selective Service System. 

Beginning on Jan. 1, 1992, 
men who were born in 1966 and 
were required to register with 
Selective Service in 1984 will be 
turning 26 and will no longer be 
eligible for induction should a 
draft be reinstituted. Selective 
Service does not have the au-
thority to accept late registra-
tions after a man reaches his 
26th birthday. 

Selective Service officials 
warned that, with few excep-
tions, a man who fails to register 
before turning 26 will perma-
nently forfeit his eligibility for 
certain programs such as fed-
eral student aid, job training, 
and most federal employment in 
addition to facing possible prose-
cution as a felon. Some states 
also require registration for state 
student aid, entrance to state-
supported colleges and univer-
sities, state employment, and 
permission to practice law. 

Men ages 18 through 25, who 
have not yet registered, can avoid 
the risk of prosecution and loss 
of eligibility by registering 
promptly at any local post office. 
Failure to register is a felony 
punishable by a fine of up to 
$250,000, up to five years in 
prison, or both. 

A man is exempt from regis-
tering while he is on full-time 
active duty in the U. S. Armed 
Forces. Cadets and midship-
men at the service academies 
are included in the exemption. 
Members of the National Guard 
and Reserve Forces not on full-
time active duty must register 
unless they have reached age 26 
or are already registered. 

The City of Quitaque was 
honored to be the host city for 
the Texas Municipal League 
Region II quarterly meetingheld 
Januatry 16, 1992 at the Amar-
illo Civic Center. Mayor Elgin 
Conner welcomed about 200 
mayors, city commissioners and 
guests at the 7:15 p.m. banquet 
and meeting, introducing our city 
councilpersons, city secretary 
and public works administrator 
with their spouses. 

The program was presented 
by the High Ground of Texas, a 
Panhandle and South Plains 
economic development organi-
zation that has been in existence 
for four years, with the express 
purpose of luring businesses to 
build or relocate to this region. 
Jerry Hinnenkamp, president of 
the Brownfield Industrial De-
velopment Corp. and chairman 
of public relations for High 
Ground, and Ms. Cheryl Pink, 
manager for economic develop-
ment for Southwestern Public 
Service Co., gave a brief back-
ground on The High Ground 
organization. They explained 
how industries have been con-
tacted through mass mailings 

into the Los Angeles, Chicago 
and New York /New Jersey ar- 
eas.

Lawfully admitted nonimmi-
grant aliens (for example, those 
on visitor of student visas and 
members of diplomatic or trade 
missions and their families) are 
not required to register. Parol-
ees and refugees who are aliens 
residing in this country must 
register. 

Those who are unable to reg-
ister due to circumstances be-
yond their control--for example, 
those who are hospitalized, 
institutionalized or incarcer-
ated--do nothave to register until 
they are released. After release, 
they have 30 days in which to 
register. Handicapped men who 
live at home must register if 
they are reasonably able to leave 
the home and go into a public 
place. A friend or relative may 
help a handicapped man fill out 
the form if he is unable to do so 
by himself.
