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FIRE DESTROYS WORKS
DRY GOODS STORE

BAIRD- Thursday, August 2, an early
morning fire destroyed Work's Dry Good
Store and the old Griggs Hospital. About
30 firemen from Baird and Clyde re-
sponded to the fire. The fire alarm went
off at 2:40 a.m. Clyde arrived at 4 a.m.
with 3 trucks.

Glen Curtis first noticed the fire. He
was driving down the alley and heard a
rlass break. He thought someone was
breaking in. Curtis didn 't notice evidence
of a fire until he was driving down the
street to notify dispatchers.

Baird Fire Chief Pat McKennon said
the fire had been smoldering for quite a
while before firemen arrived.

The firemen entered through the front
door and said that the heat was so intense
it has melted some items in the store.
Once the fire reached the rafters, the fire-
men had a hard time fighting it.

The fire was under control by 5 a.m.
and wasout at 7a.m.

Bill Work, owner of the store, said al-
most all of the merchandise was damaged
either by fire, smoke or water.

Mr. Work said he wouldn’t rebuild.
The fire came at the worst time possible.
They had just finished restocking the
store s merchandise for the Fall.

Work had been visited three days

earlier by a fire inspecter representing his
insurance company. The inspecter had
given him a clean bill of sale.

The second floor of the building, un-
occupied since 1938, suffered extensive
smoke and water damage.

The fire started in the southwest corner
by an air conditioning unit.

This store was not the first of the
Work's to be damaged by fire. They once
owned a dry goods store in Clyde, and it
was also destroyed by fire.

Mr. Work is 78 years old and his wife
Beulah, 77. This fire has launched them
into an early retirement. Mr. and Mrs.
Work, their daughter, Patsy, and two
other employees worked in the store.

Thompson ‘s Variety Store next door re-
ceived some smoke and water damage,
but a brick firewall between the two build-
ings was credited with lessening the
damage.

Sheriff Bill Skinner said that Thursdays
fire was the first downtown fire in Baird in
20 years. The last fire broke out three
doors down from Work's, in the old Will
Boydstun building, which is currently the
First National Bank.

A special thanks is given to the Baird
and Clyde firemen for all their efforts to
extinguish the fire.

BAIRD- Parents of students who will be
in grades K-8 this year in Baird Element
ary School are asked to register their
students at the principal ‘s office between
8 a.m. & 5 p.m. on Thursday, August 16,
or Friday, August 17. If students cannot

be registered at this time please contact

the principal’s office at 854-1315 by
August 15.

All new students that will be entering
Baird High School should also register on
these two days. August 16 and 17.

Kindergarten students who registered
in May do not have to register again. If
your child will be in kindergarten or first
grade, a birth certificate is required at
registration, also all immunizations must
be updated for all school children before
school begins.

Immunizations requirements for the
1979-80 school year are as follows:

1. Polio. Three doses of oral polio are
required, provided one dose or a booster
has been received on or after the fourth
birthday.

2. Diptheria/Tetanus/Whooping cough
At least three doses of DTP are required,
provided one dose or a booster has been
received on or after the fourth birthday.

3. Measles. Measles vaccine is required
o or after the first birthday, or provide a
history of measles illness.

4. Mumps. Mumps vaccine will be
required for all students under eight
years of age. A history of mumps illness
will be accepted in lieu of vaccine, if it
has been validated in writing by a

physician.

5. Rubella. One dose of rubella vaccine
is required. Rubella vaccine is not requir-
ed past the twelfth birthday.

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Law To Change August 27, 1979

COUNTY- Frontage road traffic on In-
terstate and other multi-lane highways
must yield to traffic leaving or entering
the main lanes. That is the new law
which becomes effective August 27, 1979.

House Bill 1421, passed by the 66th
Legislature and signed by the Governor
on June 11, 1979, provides that frontage
road traffic shall yield the right-of-way
to traffic entering an on-ramp or leaving
on off-ramp on controlled access high-
ways. It also applies to rural areas where
two-way frontage roads exist.

The change may cause problems on

two-way frontage roads for motorists who
have grown accustom to main lane traffic
doing the yielding at exit ramps. A
problem could be in store for other front-
age road drivers who think vehicles about
to enter the main lanes must yield.
Although the State Department of
Highways and Public Transportation will
have new YIELD signs in place by August
27, the habits already formed will be diff-
icult to break. Careful observance of high-

Cattle Vaccination
Important Step

COUNTY - Vaccinating
beef herds to protect them
against infectious diseases
is a vital step to a profitable
operation, says Greg Gern-
gross, county agent with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

Diseases may cause sick-
ness or death in calves as
well as death or abortion in
pregnant animals.

Gerngross outlines some
of the vaccinations needed
for improved herd health.

At four months of age,
vaccinate for blackleg, mal-
ignant edema, novyii and
sordelli with a 4-way vac-
cine. Other vaccinations
may be needed such as
IBR-PI-3, lepto or redwater
if these have been a prob-
lem. Booster shots in 1 year
are needed for replacement
animals,

If the first injection is
prior to three months of age
a second shot at 7-8 months
to stimulate immunity is
recommended.

A modified live virus in-
tranasal vaccine at four
months will help prevent
infectious bovine rhinotra-
cheitis (IBR) and parainflu-
enza. No booster is requir-
ed for these diseases. The
intranasal vaccine can also
be used in cows and heifers
to help prevent the disease
or in the face of an out-
break.

Vaccinate beef and dairy
heifers at two to six months
for brucellosis in high risk
areas of Texas. Vaccinatin
of adult cows with Strain
19 vaccine can now be used
under veterinary supervi-
sion in problem herds.

Vaccines are also avail-
able to prevent anaplasmo-
sis, vibriosis and bovine
virus diarrhea. Vibriosis
vaccine is generally recom-
mended for all breeding an-
imals with natural service
whereas anaplasmosis and
BVD should be used on the
advice of a veterinarian.

The principal diseases

causing abortion in Texas
are brucellosis, bovine vi-
rus doarrjea. infectious
bovine rhinotracheitis, lep-
tospirosis, trichomoniasis
and vibriosis. Anytime an
abortion is suspected or
an aborted fetus is found,
an early diagnosis of the
cause 1is essential. Live-
stock producers can pre-
vent additional losses by
contacting their veterinar-
lan immediately. Blood
damples, tissues from the
placenta or aborted fetus,
plus an accurate history of
previous vaccinations and
management are all needed
to help in a diagnosis.

Gerngross recommends
that producers contact their
veterinarians who can give
advice on herd health
programs designed to pre-
vent disease. The Texas
Veterinary Medical Diag-
nostic Laboratory is staffed
and equipped to assist the
veterinarian solve livestock
health problems.
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Lone Star Proposes Rate Hike

COUNTY- Lone Star Gas
Company filed an applica-
tion with the Texas Rail-
road Commission Wednes-
day seeking to increase its
authorized city gate rate to
$2.21 per Mcf (thousand
cubic feet) of gas--a 15
percent increase in the city
gate rate in effect Decem-
ber 1978.

If the request is granted,
the company would realize
an additional $40.9 million
in revenue annually.

"The increase is neces-
sary,” says Donald W.
Williams, senior vice presi-
dent of Lone Star, "because
of the sharply higher costs
of buying gas in the field
and the increase in the gen-
eral costs associated with
operating any business.”

The city gate rate is the
amount Lone Star Trans-
mission Division charges
the company's Distribution
Division for gas delivered
to residential and commer-
cial customers and for dis-

tribution company-used
and unaccounted-for gas.
Transmission is the seg-
ment of the company that
buys, cleans, stores and de-
livers gas to the cities.

The increase, based on
the city gate rate in effect
last December, is 29 cents

Lone Star’s current city
gate rate, established by
the Railroad Commission in
1977 and based on a test
year ending December 1975
allows Lone Star to recover
only 85 percent of the in-
crease in gas costs above
$1.1802.

As part of the application
filed Wednesday, Lone Star
IS again requesting a 100
percent flow-through of gas
purchase expense consis-
tent with the rule-making
request presently pending
before the Railroad Com-
mission. "As a result of the
85 percent flow-through
restriction, Lone Star ab-
sorbed approximately $13
million in gas costs in 1978
alone,” Williams says.

The proposed rate in-
crease will only affect res-
idential and commercial
customers.
