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Central Plains Regional Hospi-
tal in Plainview welcomes Dr. 
Paul W. Meriwether, new Ortho-
paedic surgeon, to its staff. His 
office is located in the Edgemere 
Medical Building, 2606 Yonkers 
with office hours being from 8:30 
a.m. until 5:00 p.m., Monday 
through Friday. 

Dr. Meriwether began his 
practice on August 1 having 
completed his Orthopaedic sur-
gery residency at Texas Tech 
Health Sciences Center last 
June. He will be working with 
arthritis patients, back injuries, 
sports medicine, and performing 
trauma surgery due to broken 
bones and replacing them with 
rods, plates, screws—carpentry 
work, so to speak. 

CPRH's new C-Arm equip-
ment helps Dr. Meriwether and 
Dr. Norbert Bublis in surgery as 
a photo of the bone can be taken 
and seen as surgery is performed 
rather than waiting for an X-ray 
to be developed. This enables the 
surgeon to have a direct view on 
the fluoroscope as surgery is 
being performed as he/she 
drives a rod down the center of 
the bone and does various repair 
work. 

Dr. Meriwether attended Lub• 
bock schools and was graduated 
from Lubbock High in 1972 with 
an interest in medicine. In 1976 a 
B.S. in honors studies was 
received from Texas Tech and 
postgraduate training at Texas 
Tech Health Sciences Center was 
completed in 1981 after complet-
ing his Doctorate of Medicine in 
1980.

Hay Weathering Loss 
Can Be Severe 

A demonstration in Gonzales 
County by the Texas Agricultur-
al Extension Service last year 
showed the severity of weather-
ing losses of hay stored outdoors. 

Large round bales of hay were 
stored by several different meth-
ods from July to January during 
which time about 20 inches of 
rain fell. 

Weathered parts of the bales 
were removed, weighed and 
checked for quality. Largest 
losses were in bales stored on top 
of the ground because the hay 
acted as a wick and soaked up

moisture from the ground. 
Uncovered bales on the ground 

lost 220 pounds on the average 
116 percent of their weight) while 
covered bales on the ground lost 
110 pounds. Those that were 
uncovered but stored on pallets 
off the ground lost 80 pounds on 
the average while covered bales 
on pallets lost only 35 pounds.

Most Customers 
To Begin Paying 
Monthly Charge 

Most telephone customers 
across the nation, including those 
served by General Telephone, 
will begin paying a monthly $1.00 
subscriber line charge beginning 
June 1. 

Business customers with more 
than one line have been paying a 
$6.00 subscriber line charge since 
May 1984. 

Under the Federal Communi-
cations Commission plan imple-
menting the charge, the reven-
ues of the local telephone com-
panies will not increase since 
they in turn will reduce by an 
equivalent amount charges to 
long-distance carriers for use of 
local facilities and equipment. At 
the same time, it is expected 
there will be a similar reduction 
in some interstate long-distance 
rates. AT&T has already announ-
ced plans to reduce interstate 
rates by 5.6 percent. 

General Telephone officials 
said the changes are to shift from 
long-distance users to local cus-
tomers a larger portion of the 
actual costs of providing the line 
from their residence or business 
to the telephone switching equip-
ment. It was pointed out that 
long-distance rates have been 
artificially high to pay a portion 
of these costs, keeping local rates 
artificially low. As a result of the 
shift, the local customers rather 
than the heavy users of long-dis-
tance will be paying more of the 
costs of the local network. 

Depending on the amount of 
interstate long-distance calling, 
the proposed reduced interstate 
rates could offset the $1.00 fee 
for many customers, especially 
high volume users. 

The changes are an effort to 
keep high volume users on the 
local network since artificially 
high long-distance rates make it 
pissible for them to find economi-
cal alternatives to using tele-
phone company facilities for 
completing their long-distance 
calls. When this occurs, it is 
called bypass. 

Telephone company officials 
say that if the high volume users 
leave the network. the invest-
ment and maintenance costs are 
still there and must be spread 
among the remaining customers. 
driving up local rates. 

The incentive to bypass is 
lessened when the subsidy is 
reduced and long-distance rates 
decrease. 

The $1.00 subscriber line 
charge applies to all customers of 
all exchange telephone compan-
ies providing local exchange 
service. The charge is scheduled 
to increase to $2.00 on June 1, 
1986.
