The state farm leader also not-
ed that the Farmers Union mem-
bers were on the Hill lobbying 
Congress for legislation to in-
crease the estate tax exemption 
and for the Young Farmer Home-
stead Act, introduced by South 
Dakota Senators George McGov-
ern and James Abourezk.

SCOUT FUND DRIVE HAS 

MAJOR EMPHASIS AHEAD 

The South Plains Boy Scouts 
with a $240,000 campaign goal 
are now at $130,423 according to 
John Bradford, Council Chairman. 

The District Divisions have just 
kicked off, Bradford stated. The 
Council Division, headed by A. C. 
Verner, has raised with 222 mem-
bers. The Council is still working 
its remaining prospects. 

The 35 communities of the 
Council will kick off between now 
and Starch 1. There will be over 
6000 prospects in the communities 
phase, Bradford added. The com-
munities have historically raised 
over $30,000. 

The Quitaque - Turkey Drive 
Chairman for Scout Funds is Jim 
Davidson with a goal of $1,400.00. 

The final phase, the families of 
Scouts, will kick off after March 
1, Bradford noted. The Family 
Division goal is $11,225. 

The total goal is $135,000 high-
er than last year because the 
South Plains Council is not a cur-
rent member of the Lubbock Unit-
ed Way. The United Way could 
not work out the budgeting dif-
ferences in time for the South 
Plains Council to be included in 
this year's United Way Budget. 
According to President Max Tid-
more, the Scout Council will ap-
ply for participating membership 
in the Lubbock United Way for 
1977. 

When asked if the Boy Scouts 
were going to make their goal 
this year, Bradford answered, 
"Yes, when you consider over 
half the budget has been raised 
with only 528 members and 10,000 
prospects are still to be seen. I 
expect the drive to be completed 
and over the top by April 15. The 
pleasing thing is that during this 
all-out drive, the program of 
Scouting is being carried out and 
actually expanded in the 20-county 
CounciL" 

Funds for the local Council are 
used to serve 300 churches, PTA's, 
civic clubs, veterans' organizations 
and other institutions who actual-
ly own the Packs, Troops and Ex-
plorer Posts. The Council provid-
es office services with four full-
ume clerks. The office maintains 
the registration and advancement 
records for the 10,000 boys and 
leaders currently enrolled. The 
Council has eight full-time pro-
fessionals who provide the field 
training for the leaders. In addi-
tion, the Council maintains two 
year-round camps in Texas and a 
summer camp facility at Tres Ri-
tos, New Mexico. The cost per 
boy in the South Plains Council 
which reaches from Lames& to 
Tulia and the New Mexico State 
line to Paducah, has been less 
than any other Council in West 
Texas or New Mexico.

HIGHTOWER VOTED TO 
OVERRIDE PRESIDENT'S VETO 

Congressman Jack Hightower 
said today the overwhelming mar-
gin by which the House of Repres-
entatives voted to override the 
President's veto of the Public 
Works Employment Bill indicates 
an awareness that it is just good 
common sense to take people off 
the unemployment rolls and put 
them on the tax rolls through use-
ful work. 

"I voted for the bill and I voted 
to override the veto," Hightower 
said. "I have voted against and 
will continue to vote against fri-
volous government spending, but 
I am convinced funds to be spent 
under provisions of this bill will 
pay dividends to my constituents 
and the nation." 

As an example, the Congress-
man cited eleven towns and cities 
in the district that had applied 
for federal assistance in construc-
tion of sewage treatment facilities 
—Amarillo, Borger, Canyon, Chil-
dress, Henrietta, Holliday, Megan-
gel, Spearman, Texhoma, Vernon 
and Windthorst. He was advised 
that had the bill not passed, these 
cities and towns would have lost 
any opportunity for funding in 
fiscal 1976. "In addition to these 
communities, the state of Texas 
would lose a total of $261.7 mil-
lion for construction of similar 
projects," the Congressman said. 
"These projects produce lasting 
benefits for citizens of the com-
munity and immediate benefits 
for the construction industry in-
volved in building them."

Now the board of rural 
people will interview people who 
are interested and want to go to 
medical school and who cannot 
afford to. The board has a $3,600 
contract for the ones who need 
financial assistance. For each year 
these people practice in rural ar-
eas following the completion of 
their medical schooling, a percen-
tage of the debt will be credited. 

There is also the Fifth Pathway 
Program, where people who can-
not get into medical school in the 
USA might be able to get into 
medical school in another coun-
try. 

H. S. A. is an organization for 
development of health resources 
in areas where they were not. 

There is Bill 635, better known 
as the Medical Malpractice Bill, 
which may help to improve some 
problems. Hopefully, Texas won't 
find problems that other states 
have, such as doctors on strike 
due to malpractice insurance ra-
tes, etc.

Blood Pressure 
Testing Clinic 
To Be Held Here 

There are about 200 million Am-
ericans. More than 20 million of 
them have high blood pressure. 
So, there's a one in ten chance 
that you are one of them. In an 
effort to make the community 
more aware of blood pressure and 
the health hazards that high blood 
pressure can cause, the Briscoe 
County Family Living Subcommit-
tee is sponsoring a Blood Pressure 
Testing Clinic to be held in Quit-
aque February 27, in the Commun-
ity Building from 8:30 a.m. until 
12:00 noon. This clinic is free of 
charge and is open to all regard-
less of race, color, sex, religion 
or natural origin, according to 
Linda Mullin, County Extension 
Agent. 

In some people, for some un-
known reason, the whole range of 
blood pressure goes up to unheal-
thy levels and doesn't come down. 
This condition is called hyperten-
sion, the medical word for too 
high blood pressure. 

Over the years, if not treated, 
hypertension can injure the heart, 
brain and kidneys. This injury is 
caused by constant, destructive, 
high blood pressure at work 
throughout all the miles of tiny 
blood vessels inside these organs. 

Unfortunately, a person with 
high blood pressure may feel 
good—even while the secret dam-
age is being done—and not see a 
doctor. This makes the long-term 
situation serious. 

You can find out about your 
own blood pressure with this free, 
simple check-up. Most likely, it 
will be within a normal range. 
But if it's high, you're much bet-
ter off knowing about it. Your 
doctor can then do something a-
bout it 

Your chance of having hyper-
tension is about one in ten. It's 
worth finding out by having your 
blood pressure checked on Feb-
ruary 27. It will take about 15 
minutes, it's free and it won't 
hurt. If you care about your 
health, you can find 15 minutes 
out of a busy schedule to stop by 
the Community Building on the 
27th and have your blood pres-
sure checked.
