Summertime....School's 

out...thousands of chil-
dren across this country 
thrill to the long days ad 
endless hours of playtime 
to explore their world. For 
many, that will mean an 
opportunity to hop on 
their bicycle and discover 
new adventures awaiting 
them. 

Many of us remember 
the bicycle as our first 
introduction to freedom—
the break from total de-
pendance on our parents. 
We used the bike to ex-
pand our world as far as 
our lungs and legs would 
carry us. Our bikes also 
played an important role 
in learning that growing 
up had a price tag—learn-
ing that, our actions pro-
duced certain conse-
quences. 

Of course, bicycling has 
risks, but so does . life. 
While we should try to 
always mitigate those 
risks, we should also keep 
them in perspective. Un-
fortunately, like most of 
the publicity about wear- 
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ing helmets, the recent 
Parade Magazine article 
"How a Little Headwork 
Saves a Lot of Children" 
presents an incomplete 
story. 

The article gives the 
impression bicycling is 
very hazardous but that 
simply wearing a helmet 
is all one needs to do to 
protect oneself. This is 
untrue and misleading. It 
can lull people into a false 
sense of security. A hel-
met is not a magic shield. 

Let me state up front—
I am not anti-helmet. I 
am pro-safety. The best 
approach to reducing in-
juries, all injuries includ-
ing those to the head, is to 
teach children to cycle 
properly. Neglecting to 
mention this fact may 
make parents think that 
bicycling is too dangerous 
for children and eliminate 
one of the few forms of 
physical exercise left to 
today's kids. That's what's 
unfortunate about this 
focus on bicycle helmets. 

The only way to assess 
the so-called dangers of 
bicycling is to compare it 
to other_ activities. Safe

Kids points out that there 
are more than 500,000 
visits to Emergency 
Rooms for bicycle crashes 
each year. That sounds 
scary—until you check 
Consumer Product Safety 
Commission data and 
realize that there are 
three times as many vis-
its due to stairs and floors. 
There are 300,000 visits 
due just to beds and bed-
ding. 

Motor vehicle crashes 
not involving bicycles are 
the leading cause of in-
jury-related deaths 
among children, with the 
majority suffering fatal 
head injuries. Pedestrian 
injury ranks second. Falls 
account for 90 percent of 
the head injuries and frac-
tures from playground 
equipment. 

Studies by Cook, Sh-
upack, Kaplan and 
Driessen have shown that 
a few unsafe choices by 
young cyclists cause most 
of the motor vehicle/bicy-
cling accidents. National 
Highway Transportation 
Safety Agency (NHTSA) 
data points out that over 
90 percent of bicycle acci-
dents involving motor 
vehicles are directly 
caused by children violat-
ing the most fundamen-
tal rules of the road: fail-
ure to stop at the end of 
their driveway and yield 
to oncoming traffic before 
proceeding; failure to obey 
traffic signs and signals; 
riding facing traffic; and 
failure to look over the 
shoulder before swerving  

or turning left. 
Most studies agree that 

it's a small percentage of 
bicycle accidents (10%) 
that involve collisions 
with cars. However, these 
are the most dangerous 
accidents. By educating 
our children to under-
stand and practice safe 
cycling, producing a rela-
tively small change in the 
traffic safety skill level, 
we can have a major im-
pact on bicycle accident 
statistics. The skills 
needed to avoid cars help 
riders to avoid the more 
prevalent kinds of acci-
dents as well. 

Yes, wearing a bicycle 
helmet is better for per-
sonal safety than not 
wearing one. However, 
more importantly, chil-
dren should be instructed 
on how to ride and walk 
on our roads. Teenagers 
are required to complete 
a state regulated drivers 
education program before 
they can sit behind the 
wheel of a car. Children 
are rarely given this type 
of instruction before han-
dling their first bike. A 
bicycle is not a toy. It's a 
vehicle. Thilt's why it's 
important to teach bicycle 
safety at an early age. 
Your children have 
coaches for other sports, 
why don't they have a 
cycling coach? Good pro-
grams are available; 
Texas Bicycle Coalition 
(512) 476-7433 serves as 
a clearinghouse for the 
better programs. Give 
your child a better chance.

LUFKIN --- The on-
going disaster in 
Florida should prod 
Texans, who are suffer-
ing from the driest con-
ditions in a century, to 
build a fire-safe zone 
around their homes in 
the forest, advises the 
Texas Forest Service. 

People living in or 
near the edge of unde-
veloped areas are at 
greatest risk, accord-
ing to Larry Lacox, as-
sistant head of the 
agency's fire control 
department in Lufkin. 

"Homeowners 
should clear flam-
mable brush, tall grass 
and weeds to a distance 
of at least 30 feet from 
homes," says Lacox. 
"They should also 
prune lower tree limbs 
up to a height of 15 feet 
and keep trees spaced 
well apart in their 
yards." 

Other fire safety rec-
ommendations include 
removal of limbs over-
hanging roofs and 
chimneys, cleaning 
leaves and limbs from 

roofs and gutters, and 
storing firewood well 
away from the house or 
other buildings. 

The dry conditions 
also dictate some other 
common-sense precau-
tions, said Lacox. He 
indicated that charcoal 
from barbecue grills 
and spent fireworks 
should be dumped into 
metal buckets filled 
with water. Homeown-
ers should also have 
garden hoses hooked up 
and keep shovels, 
rakes and a ladder 
close at hand. 

"Rural homeowners 
should think strategi-
cally," Lacox advised. 
"Residents should 
make sure that their ac-
cess roads and drive-
ways are wide enough 
for fire engines and 
any bridges are strong 
enough to support 
heavy, water-laden fire 
trucks. Pruning limbs 
on trees along drive-
ways will help ensure 
that fire trucks can 
pass under the limbs 
and have quick access

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When it comes to firsts, Julia Morgan has sure had her share. 

Born in 1872 in San Francisco. Morgan received a degree in civil 
engineering from the University of California at Berkeley. She was the 
first woman to be licensed to practice architecture in California, and 
the first woman admitted to the architectural studies program at the 
Ecole des Beaux-Arts in Paris. 

Morgan returned from Paris in 1902 and worked for a well-known 
architect in California before opening her own office in 1904. 

Morgan designed many private homes and institutional buildings. 
She became known for reinforced concrete projects. and one such 
project made her reputation. Morgan's bell tower on the campus of 
Mills College in Oakland, California, withstood the 1906 San Francisco 
earthquake. - 

La Cuesta Encantada' (The Enchanted Hill") was Morgan's most 
famous rvntorced concrete project It was William Randolph Hearst, 

nS./rie'fiii'firs- rilbunt'aintop paiacelh:Californid:""-- 

Hired by Hearst in 1919. Morgan was to design a main building 
and guest houses to replace the tents at Hearst's ranch. San Simeon. 
The construction of the estate continued until 1947. During that time, 
Morgan supervised almost every detail of the construction, including 
the purchase of moss to feed reindeer on the estate. The project 
included 127 acres of gardens, terraces, pools, guest houses (each 
a mansion) and the 137-toot-high mansion. Casa Grande, which had 
130 rooms. 

During her career. Morgan designed more than 700 projects in 
Hawaii and throughout California. She retired in 1951 and died in 1957.

Have you ever 

thought about the 
" WAVE". No I'm not 
talking about the wave 
of the ocean, or the 
wave on one's hair, or a 
permanent wave.

The Railroads 
The contact for the 

completion of the Thxas 
and Pacific two hun-
dred and fifty miles 
west of Weatherford is 
let to the Old 
Con struction 
Company. This will 
open up a beautiful and 
rich country and will 
be a highway for im-
migrants that will be 
used as much for that 
purpose for a few years 
as any road on the con-
tinent. 

The contact for the 
building of the Dallas 
& Cleburne Railroad 
will be let on the 15th of 
December. The compa-
ny has paid the expense 
of surveying the line, 
and claim to be out of 
debt. This road will 

pass through one of the 
richest sections of the 
state and the now iso-
lated sections around 
Cleburne will have a 
railroad market sec-
ond to none in the state. 

It is now a pretty 
well settled fact that the 
railroad interests of 
Texas are beginning to 
"boom". We under-
stand that the survey-
ors on the Texas 
Pacific Railroad were 
a few days ago camped 
on the south survey of 
this road and that this 
line has been adopted 
by the company; if so 
Belle Plain cannot 
dodge it as the line 
passes through here. 
The Waco Tap also is 
pushing now as rapid-
ly as possible to get to 
Belle Plain. 

A Mason's Story: 
The Dimmer Party 

In 1848, James Reed 
decided to mover from 
Illinois to California. 
the James Reed family 
joined a wagon train 
heading west under the 
leadership of a farmer 
named George Donner. 

The wagon trained 
called "The Donner 
Party" ran into diffi-
culties when it left the 
established track of the 
emigrant trail to follow 
a newly discovered 
shortcut 

Mr. Reed, returning 
from a hunting trip to 
find John Snyder a 
driver of oxen beating 
his cattle over the head 
with the butt end of his 
whip. the oxen collided 
and their trace became 
fouled while one team 
was trying to pass an-
other on the side of a 
hill. 

Mr. Reed tried to stop 
the beating of oxen, by 
Mr. Snyder. Mr. 
Snyder turned on Mr. 
Reed and started beat-
ing him with his whip 
stock. 

Mrs. Reed tried to 
stop the fight only to 
have Mr. Snyder turn 

the butt end of his whip 
on her. This enraged 
Mr. Reed. While blind-
ed from blood stream-
ing from his head, he 
whipped our his hunt-
ing knife, fatally 
wounding Mr. Synder. 

The members of the 
Donner Party held a 
formal meeting to de-
cide how to deal with the 
crime. There was talk 
of hanging but there 
were no trees. It was de-
cided to banish him 
from the party. Mr. 
Reed refused to leave. 
Only after his wife 
Margaret convinced 
him that he should 
leave, did he. He could 
go on ahead and buy 
food and supplies and 
carry the food back to 
the party possibly sav-
ing them from death 
and starvation, she 
reasoned. 

On the nineteenth of 
October 1846 while 
trudging along the 
Truckee River, Mr. 
Charles R. Stanton, ap -
'mooched the party with 
seven mules laden with 
provisions. He had left 
the party when Mr. 
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Gatorade

Snyder was killed in 
the desert south of Salt 
Lake, fearing that the 
emigrants might 
starve to death before 
reaching thier destina-
tion. 

Mr. Stanton had 
news for Margaret, he 
told her that he had run 
across her husband 
half dead from starva-
tion. Mr. Stanton sup-
plied Mr. Reed with 
food and he continued 
on toward Sutter's Fort. 

Stanton warned the 
Donner party that they 
must travel faster be-
fore the passes were 
sealed by heavy snow. 
Snow began falling, 
scouts were sent out to 
try and find an open 
pass, but the snow had 
already blocked all of 
the passes. The party 
camped that night three 
miles from the summit 
at what is now known 
as "Donner Lake." the 
party set up camp in a 
cabin that had been 
built two years before by 
the 	Murphy 
Schallenberger Party. 
Other cabins and shel-
ters were built. The 
camp became a camp of 
death as food was 
scarce and many froze 
to their deaths. 

In December, Mr. 
Stanton and two Indian 
guides led a party of 
seven men and five 
women across the pass 
on snowshoes. 

On the evening of 
February nineteenth 
1847, a relief party of 
seven men from 
Sutter's Fort reached 
Donner Lake. 

They had news that 
Mr. Stanton had per-
ished of hunger. The 
other white members of 
the party had survived 
by murder and canni-
balism, killing the two 
Indians who were try-
ing to save them. 

Mrs. Reed was in-
formed that her hus-
band was leading a 
second relief expedi-
tion and was expected to 
arrive soon. 

The rescuers told the 
party that they carried 
only limited supplies 
and that every one able 
to travel must leave 
quickly. Twenty-three 
started their journey 
while seventeen others,  

too weak to walk re-
mained at Donner 
Lake. Mr. Reed and 
her children started for 
Sutter's Fort with the 
rescue party. they had 
not traveled far when 
eight year old Patty and 
two year old Tommy 
gave out. 

Mrs. Reed informed 
Mr. Glover, leader of 
the rescue party that she 
would return to Donner 
Lake with her children 
and wait for her hus-
band's party. 

Mr. Glover promised 
Mrs. Reed that he him-
self would return for 
the children if she 
would agree to go on 
with the rescue party. 

Mrs. Reed asked Mr. 
Glover, "Are you a 
Mason?" 

He replied that he 
was. 

She asked, "will you 
promise me on the word 
of a Mason that if we do 
not meet my husband 
you will return and 
save my children?" 

He pledged that he 
would. She informed 
him that her father was 
a member of the Mystic 
tie and that she had 
faith in the word of a 
Mason. 

It was a sad parting. 
The party suffered 
much hardship on their 
way to Sutter's Fort. 
They hung a cache of 
food in the branches of 
trees only to find that 
animals had eaten the 
provisions leaving 
them again facing 
starvation on their re-
turn. 

Mr. Reed and his 
rescue party found the 
Donner Party after 
much joy and feeding 
the starving survivors, 
the rescue party split. 
some went with Mr. 
Reed and others contin-
ued on to Sutter's Fart. 

Mr. Reed and party 
pressed on to Donner 
Lake and arrived 
March First. He found 
his two children barley 
alive. Both he and his 
party accompanied by 
fifteen refugees left for 
Sutter's Fort. 

Caught in a storm, 
Reed and his group suf-
fered extreme hard-
ships before reaching 
safety on the west side 
of the mountains.
