Texas Dept Of Public 
Concealed handgun license hold-

ers who are stopped for traffic viola-
tions after Jan. should let law 
enforcement officers know if they 
are carrying their weapons. 

Department of Public Safety 
troopers will begin asking motor-
ists whether they have concealed 
handgun licenses, whether they 
have their weapons with them and, 
if so, where the guns are located. 
Troopers will have the discretion to 
disarm license holders if they feel 
safety is at risk. 

At the first opportunity, licen-
sees should let officers know where 
their weapons are located. If asked 
for identification while carrying 
their handguns, they always must 
present their concealed handgun 
licenses along with their driver li-
censes or I.D. cards. 

During traffic stops, citizens 
carrying guns should keep their 
hands in plain sight and cooperate 
fully with law enforcement officers 
to ensure everyone's safety. 

License holders may begin le-
gally carrying their concealed guns 
Jan. 1. As of today, approximately 
1,200 licenses have been issued by 
the DPS. More than 170,000 people 
have requested application forms, 
and more than 35,000 have returned 
their completed application packet 
to the DPS.
