A dream burst at Snyder last 
Friday night. it was a dream 
shared by the coaches and play-
ers alike, of playing for the state 
championship.

The game was closer than the 
score would indicate, as the sta-
tistics will show.

FEEDING RUMEN "BUGS" 
KEY TO CATTLE 
PERFORMANCE 

When feediri, cattle, producers 
nerd to know that they are ac-
Wally feeding little "buys" In the 
animal's rumen or stomach. 

These microscopic organism' 
turn forage Into something cattle 
can use. 

Rumen bugs need six to seven 
percent protein to function pro-
perly. 

So, U hay has thlt much pro-
tein or more, no supplemental 
feed Is necessary for adequate 
microbial activity and good diges-
tion However. with low quality 
hay or forage tf three to four  

went and a few ounces of a good 
salt-phosphorus mineral ran 
change poor animal performance 
into acceptable maintenance per-
formance on low quality forage. 

However, young cattle do not 
have the digestive capacity to use 
low quality forage effectively. So 
they need Mgher levels of pro. 
tetra and energy supplement, 
higher quality forages or both 
for acceptable growth rates.

RESIDUAL NITROGEN 
ON CORN SOILS 

Now is a good time to test 
soils for residual nitrogen fol- 
lowing corn. Some producers set 
their yield goals for 10,000 lbsia 
of corn and misied du' to a dry 
summer and in,ufficient irriga 
tion water. In some cases, the 
southwestern corn borer caused 
lodging thus preveatint harvest- 
ing Reports from area Exten 
sion agronomists indicated that 
fields suffering severe lodging 
have from 2000 to 3000 1b5 , a, of 
grain not harvested. In either 
case, our producers may have 
residual nitrogen present in their 
soil which could be utilized for 
the 1981 crop. This nitrogen is 
available and can be detected by 
soil testing. Producers are cau-
tioned about several areas In 
which to be particula:ly careful 
when taking soil samples. Slop-
ing fields which were furrow irri-
.tated had very' poor yields in the 
middle of the field. Soil estrogen 
levels will be generally higher 

when yields were lower. Produc-
ers using certain pivot irriga-
tion systems should also use care 
when sampling the southwest ed-
ges of their circles. Dry words 
depleted moisture and reduced

yield and nitrogen utilization in 
these areas 

Fields under heavy nitrogen 
fertilization should base a pro-
file sample. Recently, a corn 
field when 300 lbsia of nitrogen 
was applied for several years in-
dicated that over 300 lbs/a of ni-
trate-nitrogen was present in the 
top 18 inches of soil. Here, fer-
tilizer application can be reduc-
ed and still be adequate for a 
10,000 lbs/a corn yield. On the 
other hand, another field fertiliz-
ed at the same rate did not show 
the same level of nitrate build 
up. Soil nitrate-nitrogen levels 
were only 90 lbs/a. If the fields 
were fertilized the same, then 
the method of fertilizer should 
be changed since it appears that 
some nitrogen is being lost due 
to leaching.

SOCIAL SECURITY 
IN 

BRISCOE COUNTY 
BY 

JANICE ULMER 
This 1980 tax year the Social 

Security 	Administration 	will 
post annual wage statements for 
the third consecutive year. Public 
law mandated a change in the 
reporting of wages from a quar-
terly to an annual basis. 

Employers now submit Federal 
W-2 reports directly to the So- 

cial Security Administration. The 
quarterly reports (941's) showing 
a summary of wages, taxes and 
the tax deposit schedule are still 
required by the Internal Revenue 
Service. 

All W-2's are now sent to one 
of four data operations centers. 
The address of the data center 
servicing Briscoe County is: So-
cial Security Administration, 
Data Operations Center, Albu-
querque, New Mexico 87180. 

Employee copies of the 1980 

W-2 form must be given by Jan-
uary 31, 1981. However employ-
ers who go out of business 
should give the employees their 
copies within 30 days of the last 
paycheck. 

Copy "A" of he W-2 form 
should be submitted by Febru-
ary 28, 1981 to the data center. 
If an extension is needed, the 
employer needs to submit a writ-
ten request to the nearest Inter-
nal Revenue district director or 
service center director.

The copy "A" is designed to 
be read by an optical scanner.  
The format, three forms to a 
page, makes processing tnore 
efficient. These forms should not 
be separated even if some of the 
forms are blank. 

To enable the scanner to read 
the W-2's, they must be neatly 
typed with no white out correc-
tions, erasures or strike-overs. 
Any defacement of the W-2 re-
sults in the W-2 having to be 
manually keypunched. This es-
calates the processing cost to the 
government, and eventually to 
the employer, in the form of tax-
es. The optical scanner reads 120 
W-2's per minute. To keypunch 
120 W-2's manually requires one 
and a half hours. 

The copy "A'' Is printed in 
optical scanner blind ink. This 
appears light red to the naked 
eye. Copy "A" is shaded to fa-
cilitate optical scanning. All en-
tries on the W-2 must be made 
in the unshaded areas. Only copy 
"A" is shaded. 

The 1980 W-2 format was chan-
ged to improve scanning accur-
acy. The biggest change appears 
in Block 5 which includes eight 
ballot boxes. Depending on the 
record, none of the boxes may 
need to be checked or as many 
as five may apply. 

In addition to the Subtotal, 
Correction and Void boxes, em-
ployers will need to familiarize 
themselves with the definitions 
for Statutory, Deceased, Pension 
Plan, 942 Employees and what 
constitutes a Legal Representa-
tive. 

Employers who have a comput 
er capable of preparing magnetic 
tapes, diskettes, or disk cart 
ridges have an option they can 
apply for. The copy "A" data 
can be reported by this method 
instead. A wage reporting special 
ist can provide all the necessary 
information concerning reports 
by magnetic media.

Recent legislation has made 
several changes in Social Secur-
ity's disability program. They are 
effective this month, December 
1980. 

Many disabled workers are, 
and have been for several years, 
eligible for a trial work period. 
This is a nine month period dur-
ing which a disabled worker tests 
his ability to work. Benefits con-
tinue during this time regardless 
of the amount of earnings. 

At the ends of the trial work 
period, a decision is made as to 
whether the work is substantial 
and gainful. If it is, benefit 
checks will still be paid for an 
additional three-month adjust-
ment period. If it is not, pay-
ments will continue. 

The 1980 changes in the law 
now allow that if a person's bene-
fits are stopped after a trial work 
period and within a year he be-
comes.unable to work again, the 
checks will be started again. No 
new application will be required. 

Medicare coverage, available 
after 24 months of disability ben-
efits, will continue for three 
years after the checks stop due 
to work activity. 

Most impairment-related work 
expenses can now be deducted 
from earnings in determining if 
the work is substantial. These ex-
penses include medical devises 
and equipment, attendant care, 
and drugs or services required 
because of the impairment. 

Furthermore. if a person, who 
has recovered from a disability 
and returned to work, becomes 
unable to work within five years 
after benefits end, be will not 
have to undergo another five-
month waiting period before his 
checks begin again. Medicare will 
also pick up Immediately.

EXCERPTS FROM SENATOR 

BENTSEN'S NEWSLETTER 

Congress on Wednesday appro-
ved and sent to the White House 
legislation co-authored by Sena-
tor Lloyd Bentsen that will pro- 
vide relief to small royalty own-
ers hit hard by the so-called 
"windfall profit" tax. Bentsen's 
bill will benefit the small royalty 
owners immensely. 

More than a year ago, Senator 
Bentsen called for a tax cut, be-
coming one of the first senators 
to do so. Since that time, Presi-
dent Carter, members of the Sen-
ate Finance Committee and 
countless other members of Con-
gress have joined him in calling 
for a tax cut effective in 1981. 

Senator Bentsen has been in-
strumental in helping the small 
hospitals (including Lockney 
General) to keep in operation 
by being able to get legislation 
to override federal regulations 
that threatened the existence of 
rural hospitals in Texas and oth-
er states. The Bentsen bill, in-
cluded in the Budget Reconsilia-
lion Act sent by Congress to the 
White House for the President's 
signature, renews exemptions for 
rural hospitals from Medicare 
regulations which demand a cer-
tain number of registered nurses 
be on duty around the clock 24-
hours a day. This often was un-
feasible and impossible for the 
small hospitals. 

The Senator is also seeking to 
end new Federal Paperwork Pro-
gram requirement estimated to 
add $1.66 million to college tui-
tion costs.
