Any 
producer who received a license 
betweenJanuary 10—December 
31, 1989 must take the private 
applicators training course, pass 
the TDA private applicator 
exam, and apply for a new li-
cense as this license will no 
longer be effective as of Decem-
ber 31, 1994. 4. Old Grandfa-
ther certificates that were is-
sued before 1989 will remain in 
effect as long as you receive 15 
CEU's before December 31, 1995 
and as long as you do not super-
vise employees.
