We want to j 
do that, so let us keep on trusting him , 
and get the league into operation as j 
soon as possible. Forget politics.’’

Most Americans encountered on the I 
tour have forgotten politics Rcpub- 
lican Governors and Mayors have In­
troduced the President to his audl- ! 
ence; the Major part of the local cent- j 
niittees which have met him have ! 
Lean Republicans. They have all said: | 
"W e are nothing but Americans, Mr. \ 
President.”

Mr. Wilson’s arguments for the 
league, briefly summarized, arc those: 

There can be no peace, either now 
or In the future, without It. There 
can only be a regrouping of nations 
and a new ‘‘Balance of Power," which 
is certain to lend to war. There can 
he no war In the future, with the 
league In existence, because no single 
nation would defy the united rest of 
munklud, and If It did. It could he 
brought to terms by an economic 
boycott, end without the u*e of .arms.

There can be no reduction In the j 
cogt o f living until the league Is es- 

j tabllshed, for nations will not go 
ahead with peace time production un. 
til they know that peace Is definitely 
uxcured and that production of war 
Material Is no longer necessary.

There can be wonderful prosperity, 
with the league In existence, for rel­
ations of labor and capital all over 
ihe world will be made closer and 
more friendly, and the worker will re­
ceive a fairer share of what he pro­
duces.

These declaration of the president, 
logically and eloquently put, have left 
his hearers thinking and thinking 
deeply. And then Mrr Wilson has 
pointed out, the people themselves, as 
differentiated from senators nnd politi­
cians. seem to want Just w-hat the 
president wants, which is America for

Baptist 75 Million Campaign Hes Ap­
portioned $11.0.0.000 To Be Em* 

p.oy*.J Uur.cg the Next Five 
Years in Meeting Need.

Within the eighteen dates comprising 
the t rrltory of the Southern Baptist 
convention are lU.OOO.jdO shite p-op.e 
who are act oul> :.ot id, a:Hied with uuy 
church, but wiio do not claim to be 
Christians, according to Information 
gathered by the Baptist IS .Million 
Campaign. To try and reach the.re 
I it with the gospel is oue of Ure 
aims of the campaign and to meet ihe 
problem the statu mission organi/.a- 
t.on in the various slates will ret 
themselves. To help these organiza­
tions la meeting that problem the sum 
of $11,000,000 has -been apportioned 
from tiie total o f $73,000,0011 that Is 
sought for all purposes, and during the 
r.ext five years the state mission 
tones will seek to reach these mil­
lions of people right'here at home with 
the gospel and enlist them in some 
phase of Christian work.

According to this same source of In­
formation, It Is learned that there are 
3.301 towns and villages in tire South 
with a population of 300 or more in 
which there are no Baptist church or­
ganizations or no Baptist houses cf 
worship. Inasmuch as these towns In­
fluence more or less the surrounding 
territory an effort will be made to 
reach them sud the territory sur­
rounding them during the five-year 
program of the Baptists, It is an­
nounced.

There are seventy-four county seats 
in Ihe South wnuout a single Baptist 
church oi meeting house, it lias been 
ascertained by the lampalgn head­
quarters. By reason of the large num- 
' er of public of fit ials residing there, 
<nd the large number of people who 
go th. re from every section of the 
1 ounty to attend the aessious of the 
various courts, pay their taxes end 
the like It is regarded that the county- 
s*-̂ t town* are of especial Importance j

and it is hop d that before the next 
five years hate passed there will tm 
an a itive Baptist ihurch in every 
county-seat in the South.

Engaged iu the work o( state mis­
sions at present are 1024 missionaries, 
and while tli;s may cceui like a reason­
able number, when the vaat territory 
to be served is ions dered it has M en 
found that fully l.Oou txtia  uicu and 
women aie needed at once, for In ad- 
diLoa to reacu*ng vue people who are 
••ot Christian.' .h u e art- many weak, 
struggling churches which need assurt- 
>tice and who-e members need devel­
opment. In the several states ot the 
Southern Baptist convention, fur In­
stance, there are 9,tu0 churches with 
a membership ot muuy thousand which 
give but very little to any interest of 
the denomination and which are doing 
but very small things (or the uplift cf
lilill lvinuivlllltiOb.

In addition to these very weak 
< hut.lies, many of which have ijy pas­
tor, there are iu the various states a 
total of 19,638 churches which have 
preaching services only once a month, 
3,000 churches which have serviced 
only once a month, and only about 
2.2t)6 full time churches Part of the* 
$11,000,000.(apportioned for state mis­
sions will go to the strengthening of 
the weak churches and the bringing of 
them to full-time pastorates where 
possible.

Leaders In the campaign have 
sought to care for every interest Jf 
*he denomination in the $75,000,000 
that is asked in cash and five-year 
pledges during Victory Week, Novem­
ber 30-December 7. when the final 
drive will be made, but they recognize 
that the future development ot the 
church depends In a great measure 
upon the development ot the churches 
at home which is the peculiar task of 
state missions
