PIONEER NATURAL GAS COMPAN v  glop

AUSTIN, Tex. — Gov. Preston 
Smith's decision to run for a third 
term drew sharp new attention to 
an increasingly-crowded and com-
plex 1972 political scene. 

Smith said he would seek vindi-
cation in stock-loan scandals. He 
plans to tell "over and over" that 
he killed (by veto) the bank de-
posit legislation urged by Hous-
ton banker Frank Sharp which the 
Legislature passed in 1969. 

Meanwhile, former U. S. Sena-
tor Ralph Yarborough said odds 
are now 10-to-one he will be a can-
didate—either for governor or the 
senate—next year. But he declin-
ed to indicate which race is most 
likely to attract him. 

State Sen. Wayne Connally, 
youngest brother of U. S. Secre-
tary of Treasury (and former Go-
vernor) John B. Connally, jumped 
into the lieutenant governor's 
race. Connally is a conservative 
Democrat. 

Harold (Barefoot) Sanders of 
Dallas reportedly is getting set to 
run for the U. S. Senate as a Dem-
ocrat. 

Sen. Joe Christie of El Paso in-
dicated he will reveal at a dinner 
in his home town December 7 whe-
ther he will enter the lieutenant 
governor's race or stand for re-
election. 

Republicans, calling for a "top 
to bottom cleanup" in state gov-
ernment, began recruiting prelim-
inaries, concentrating on the gov-
ernor's race. (They already have 
a U. S. Senate candidate, incum-
bent John Tower). 

The Republicans, in an informal 
statewide poll of gubernatorial 
preferences, came up with S. Ross 
Perot, wealthy Dallas business-
man, who is a political indepen-
dent, as their favorite. 

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes and Dolph 
Briscoe, Uvalde rancher - banker, 
continued full-fledged campaigns 
for governor. Sen. Ralph Hall of 
Rockwall and Houston newspaper 
executive William P. Hobby, jr. 
have been in the lieutenant gover-
nor's race for months. 

COURTS SPEAK 
Texas Court of Criminal Ap-

peals upheld a new law which al-
lows those accused of crimes to 
waive rights to a grand jury in-
dictment before trial in cases 
where the death penalty is not 
applicable. 

In other recent cases the Court 
of Criminal Appeals held: 

'That photographs of a bloody 
death scene are not automatically 
prohibited from consideration in 
murder trials. 

'That a court is not to look be-
yond a bill as passed by the legis-
lature to consider if the act creat-
ing a new trial court was duly sub-
mitted to a special legislative ses-
sion by the governor. 

COURT COST "SURTAX" 
PROFITABLE 

Sonic 716 cities and the 254 
counties collected $335,348.70 dur-
ing September from a new "sur-
tax" on court costs earmarked for 
improving criminal justice. 

Comptroller Robert S. Calvert 
reported on first collections un-
der the law. Money will meet state 
and local matching fund needs 
for federal grants under the Omni-
bus Crime Control Act. 

The new law provides an addi-
tional court cost assessment of 
$2.50 for a misdemeanor case con-
viction in a court where jurisdic-
tion is limited to a $200 maximum 
fine and specifically includes traf-
fic violations. It also directs a $5 
additional charge on other misde-
meanor convictions and $10 for 
felony convictions, to be collect-
ed as other fines or costs in cases. 

AUTO LICENSE 
OBJECTION WITHDRAWN 

A new Texas Motor Vehicle 
Commission member withdrew his 
protest to licensing of a compe-
titive auto dealer in Corpus 
Christi. 

Jack McKenzie pulled down his 
objection to TMVC's granting a 
regular license to Barton-Grubbs 
Volkswagen, which began opera-
tions in Corpus Christi three 
months ago. McKenzie, who op-
erates a VW dealership, said he 
remains convinced he proved that 
a competitor in the city was not 
needed for several years. But he 
conceded, "reasonable men may 
differ on the facts presented . .." 

December 1 was the deadline set 
by the new Motor Vehicle Com-
mission act for new car dealers, 
distributors, manufacturers and 
factory representatives to get re-
quired state licenses. McKenzie 
said the hearing before the Com-
mission November 4 was "vital" 
and served a purpose in "forcing 
the factory to justify its actions." 
HOSPITAL PLAN AVAILABLE 
A draft of the 1972 Texas state 

plan for construction and modern-
ization of hospitals and related 
medical facilities is available for 
public review at the State Health 
Department here. 

The plan is the basic document 
on which the State Board of 
Health will make recommenda-
tions for federal Hill - Burton 
grants and subsidized loans. 

Fifty applicants are requesting 
$44.5 million in Hill-Burton grant  

funds and $58.5 million in mort-
gage insurance. The requests are 
aimed at providing financing for 
construction in excess of $215 mil-
lion. Hill-Burton provides both 
grant and loan programs to build 
and modernize general hospitals 
and long-term-care facilities, out-
patient centers, tuberculosis hos-
pitals and public health centers. 

The Texas plan also contains a 
complete inventory of most health 
facilities in the state, a delineation 
of 134 service areas, determina-
tion of area needs and priorities 
and methods of administration. 

BOLLWORM WARNING ISSUED 
Unles the pink bollworm is con-

trolled within the next few weeks, 
heavy losses, if not complete ruin, 
can be expected for the cotton 
crop in North and North Central 
Texas, the state agriculture depart-
ment warns. 

Commissioner John C. White 
said farmers must take immediate 
steps to destroy cotton stalks and 
plow under debris as quickly as 
rains will permit. End of Novem-
ber was the plowup date for more 
than 40 counties in the North-
North Central area. 
VETS PROTEST NEW SCHOOL 

Creation of a new veterinary 
medical school at Texas Tech in 
Lubbock will contribute to an 
oversupply of veterinarians in the 
state, Texas Veterinary Medical 
Association stattd. 

TVMA said the money could be 
spent better in aiding medical pro-
fessions which have a shortage of 
doctors. Vets educated in Texas 
are already having to go out of 
state to get jobs, the association 
argued. 

SHORT SNORTS 
A Democratic fund-raising re-

ception here December 6 will cost 
$1,000 per—to bob-nob with Sen. 
Hubert Humphrey and Congress-
man Wilbur Mills. A $25-a-plate 
dinner follows. 

State Republican leaders de-
manded removal of Secretary of 
State Bob Bullock.

Elm Tree Inn Is 
Historic Landmark 
In Tulia Area 

The Elm Tree Inn has been des-
ignated as a historical landmark 
by the Texas Historical Society. 
The history of the Inn has been 
preserved in its furnishings and 
hospitality. It was first opened in 
1906 as the Tulia Hotel and was a 
meeting place for cattle buyers, 
cowboys and travelers of the Pan-
handle region. The Inn has chan-
ged owners several times and has 
had both good and bad days, but 
residents of Tulia can't imagine 
what it would be like not to have 
the Inn. 

About 10 years ago, the L. Dean 
Butlers of Tulia completely restor-
ed and redecorated the Inn at a 
cost of $200,000. It is furnished 
throughout with valuable antiques, 
and the decor is reminiscent of 
the turn of the century days when 
the Inn was first built. A guest 
takes a step into the past when he 
enters the crystal chandellered, 
red carpeted Inn. The register 
desk was once a saloon bar, and 
other decorative furnishings in-
clude Tiffany lamps, flocked flor-
al wall paper, an ornately carved 
buffet, brass spittoons, antique 
velvet chairs, brass beds, and wat-
er closets. 

The two-story hotel can accomo-
date 40 guests. Reservations may 
be made for daily, weekly or mon-
thly guests, with prices ranging 
from $6 to $14 per day, depend-
ing on the room. 

The first floor dining room is 
decorated with a huge Tiffany 
lamp, stained glass divider, and 
fancy red tables. Meals are ser-
ved at the Inn from 6:00 a.m. un-
til 10:00 p.m. every day except 
Wednesday. All the meals are ser-
ved homestyle, with charbroiled 
steak being a specialty of the 
house. Guests are invited to come 
as they are, and children are wel-
come. The management also gives 
tours of the Inn so that guests 
may view the full charm of yester-
year.

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News From The 
Extension Service 

Lt. Governor Ben Barnes has re-
ceived the first returns of a one-
year continuous survey of legis-
lative and economic issues affect-
ing independent businessmen in 
Texas. 

George Cates, Texas division 
manager of the National Federa-
tion of Independent Businessmen, 
presented to Lt. Governor Barnes 
the 1,075 responses of the survey 
containing questions ranging from 
"hot check" law reform to pari-
mutuel betting in Texas. 

Cates commended Lt. Governor 
Barnes on his cooperation with the 
NFLB in working to determine 
and solve the needs of indepen-
dent businessmen throughout the 
state. 

Barnes stated, "Independent bu-
sinessmen make up 60% of Texas' 
economy in terms of number of 
employees, retail and wholesale 
sales and the results of this poll 
are invaluable in showing their 
needs to us in Austin. 

"I encourage every State Rep-
resentative and Senator to come 
by my office and examine the find-
ings." 

Welfare problems emerged as 
the number one concern among 
those mailing back the forms. An 
overwhelming 95% replied "yes" 
to the question: "Do you favor re-
quiring all able - bodied persons 
who receive welfare pyaments to 
perform some work for the state 
in exchange?" 

Eighty - eight percent favored 
paying no unemployment compen-
sation or welfare benefits to work-
ers while out on strike. 

Parallelling the concern with 
welfare problems were the res-
ponses connected with what form 
a future tax raise should take. 

When asked what tax would be 
the lease objectionable, 36% fa-
vored an increase on selective tax 
items such as alcoholic beverages, 
tobacco products, amusements, etc. 
Twenty - nine percent okayed ap- 

required and that retention of the 
material is not a problem. 

Another distinct advantage of 
fall application is the availability 
of equipment and better weather 
conditions.

The Extension Service's Soil 
Testing Laboratory in Lubbock of-
fers West Texas producers a com-
plete soil testing program. In ad-
dition to the routine analyses for 
soil reaction and the major ele-
ments, tests are also made for 
salt, sodium and the anicronutri-
ents. 

The final report also includes 
fertilization suggestions for the 
yield goal the producer specifies 
for the individual fields that were 
sampled. The County Agricultur-
al Agent's office can supply infor-
mation on soil sample collection 
and mailing.

The withdrawal time of diethy-
lstilbestrol (DES) from livestock 
rations prior to slaughter has now 
been extended to seven days. The 
Withdrawal time for the growth 
promoting hormone had previous-
ly been 48 hours. 

The extension of the withdraw-
al time stems from recent findings 
of DES residues in beef liver sam-
ples. However, no residues have 
been found in muacie tissue from 
these cattle.

SEVEN ACCIDENTS 

REPORTED IN OCTOBER 

The Texas Highway Patrol in-
vestigated seven accidents on ru-
ral highways in Briscoe County 
during the month of October, ac-
cording to Sergeant Vernon Caw-
thon, Highway Patrol Supervisor 
of this area. 

These crashes resulted in two 
persons injured and no one killed. 

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for this county during the 
first ten months of 1971 shows a 
total of 32 accidents resulting in 
one person killed and 20 persons 
injured. 

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for the 60 counties of the 
Lubbock Department of Public 
Safety Region for October 1971 
shows a total of 595 accidents re-
sulting in 19 persons killed and 
294 persons injured. This was 96 
more accidents, 14 less fatalities, 
and 26 more injured than during 
September. 

The 19 traffic deaths for the 
month of October 1971 occurred in 
Carson, four; Kent, Lubbock, Wise, 
Roberts and Wheeler, two each; 
Crosby, Hale, Parker, Stonewall 
and Hemphill, one each.

Quail Hunters May 

Have To Work Harder 

For Birds This Year 
AUSTIN — Quail hunters will 

probably have to hunt a little har-
der for their birds this year. 

Bird dogs and their masters will 
find the going rough, especially 
early in the season. 

The weather double-crossed the 
hunters—first by being too dry in 
early spring to allow good hatches 
of birds, then by bringing heavy 
summer rains to trigger rank ve-
getation. 

Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment officials across the state 
rate the quail populations from 
"about average" all the way down 
the scale to "very poor." 

Some areas of the state—notably 
South Teras—will have less than 
half the number of birds as were 
seen the year before. In almost ev-
ery quail area around the state 
the birds remained on the nest 
through the summer, and some 
hatches were noted as late as Oc-
tober. 

Overall, the situation in the wes-
tern third of Texas looks reason-
ably good, especially in the range 
of the hardy blue quail. The blues 
enjoyed some successful late hat-
ches, thanks to added vegetation 
and insects for food. 

The best areas for quail in West 
Texas probably will be the Per-
mian Basin and the lower portion 
of the Edwards Plateau toward 
Lake Amistad. The quail picture 
in the Trans-Pecos and Panhandle 
regions is expected to be poorer 
than last year.

Fall applications of fertilizers 
for next year's crop has advan-
tages over waiting until spring. 
Anhydrous ammonia and other ni-
trogen carriers can be applied any-
time after the soil temperature 
falls 'below 50° Fahrenheit with 
little worry about nitrogen loss 
through leaching. 

This is because of a drastic slow-
down in soil microbial activity 
that is necessary for changing the 
immobile ammonium ion to the 
highly-mobile nitrate form of ni-
trogen. This slowdown begins at 
50° and the action stops entirely 
at about the freezing point. 

Most irrigated grain sorghum 
fields have soil moisture condi-
tions that are favorable for am-
monia application right after har-
vest. This means that less power is 

plying sales tax to all items sold 
at retail. 

Twenty - seven percent favored 
an increase in the state sales tax 
while 16% favored placing the 
sales of all commercial real estate 
transactions under the present 
state sales tax. Only 3% favored 
adopting a state personal income 
tax law. 

Under the broad heading of go-
vernmental reorganization, 63% 
favored annual sessions of the Tex-
as Legislature while 44% favored 
adopting a new State Constitu-
tion. 

Eighty - four percent of those 
polled favored a garnishee law 
to collect "hot checks," while in 
another area, an even 46% favor-
ed the existing daylight saving 
time schedule and 46% voted to 
discontinue the April to October 
time difference. Nine percent 
were undecided.
