Group Fights To Keep 
Buffalo Herd In Area

Quitaque — The Caprock 

Partners Foundation took every 
bit of two minutes to start a 
project at its first official meet-
ing on Oct. 21. 

"When the board heard the 
JA Ranch buffalo herd that 
Charles Goodnight worked so 
hard to save from extinction 
might be moved out of the Pan-
handle, they almost went into 
orbit," CPF board member 0. R. 
Stark said. 

Other board members include 
Briscoe County Judge Jimmy 
Burson, Jimmy Davidson, 
Wilburn Leeper, Weldon Grif-
fin, Maria Cruz, Bill Smith, 
Eunic McFall and Randy Stark. 

Stark said Goodnight devel-
oped the herd for more than 50 
years on the ranch. He said 
goodnight conceived the idea of 
developing a domestic buffalo 
herd as early as 1866. Ten years 
later, when the slaughter 
reached its peak, Goodnight be-
came alarmed at the plight of 
the buffalo, and he began the 
fight to save them from extinc-
tion. 

When Goodnight left the JA 
Ranch, the herd numbered about 
250, Stark said. The herd now 
stands at about 60. Stark said 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department is working with the 
JA Ranch to move the herd. 
Caprock Canyons State Park, 
located about three miles north 
of Quitaque, is one of the candi-
dates to absorb the herd, Stark 
said, but the other three candi-
date parks are down-state. 

"Everybody who has grown 
up in Briscoe County knows 
about the herd and has probably 
seen the herd," Burson said. "A 
lot of people outside of the im-
mediate area don't know we 
could lose the herd." 

Burson said the ranch has 
good reasons for wantingto move 
the herd. 

"The buffalo are used to pretty 
much going where they want in 
a range of about 40,000 acres, 
and the ranch has always kind 
of tolerated them, Burson said. 
"They go through fences and 
just about everything else, and a 
herd of old rogue buffalo running 
through fences is not conductive 
to good ranch practices." 

Jeff Hulse, manager of Ca-
prock Canyons State Park, said 
the park is ready and willing to 
manage the historic herd. 

"We have areas where the 
public doesn't hike a lot that 
would make great buffalo pas-
tures, and we have the right 
kind of range resources and 
vegetation for the herd." Hulse

This cofferdam is only the sec-
ond one ever used in the Western 
Hemisphere to excavate a shi pwreck 

and is the first where the water is 

completely pumped out," stated

workers are allowed to go down into 

the site with one of the workers to 
guide them. It was 45 steps down 
and Layne had told them to wear 
shoes and clothes that they would

The 
footing was like walking on a damp 
river bed, no mud. 

The ship wreck itself was cov-
ered with a fine ash like silt and 
each worker would mark off a three 
foot square and with square flat 
shovels life up about one inch thick 
shovel of the silt and then place it in 
five gallon buckets that were placed 
on a platform and lifted out to clean-
ing vats, covered with three layers 

of screen wire which were of differ-
ent mesh sizes .

There were barrels of small colored 

beads, hawk bells and other things 
which were brought to the U.S. to 
trade with the Indians. Already 
salvaged and in a traveling museum 
are a canon, some pottery, pewter 
plates, straight pins and lots ofbuck 
shot which was to be used in their 
muskets and various other items. 
Layne stated that the way he found 
the straight pine was when they 
stuck him!

name of a French admiral who had 
served in the French navy one year 
before La Salle left for the Gulf Coast.

mark by about 400 miles. 

After about an hour at the site 
the group climbed back aboard the 

yacht for the one and one-half hour 
return trip. Hattie Lois said that 
the day was lovely, nice and clear 
with calm water so it was quite 
enjoyable for dry land persons! 

They drove back to Austin to 
spend the night with Layne and 
Kendra. As Layne had Sunday and 
Monday off, the group had a very 
nice visit with him. At 1:30 p.m. 

Sunday the Carters and Hedricks 
started home from Austin. They 
drove in rain until they were past 
Bowie. Hattie Lois said, " I never 
saw such hard rain, all the cars had 
their lights on. Some had pulled 
over and stopped but Mozelle was 
driving and she did an excellent job. 
We would drive through almost 
blinding rain and then it would be 
lighter and then right back into the 
hard rain.

Bay and the wind and waves hit the 
barge so haid that it snapped all the 
poles off below the water and set the 

barge adrift in the Bay. 
Layne said when that happened, 

he decided he had better call the 

theLaBelle Ship of La Salle's 

base. (Thank goOdnese for cellular 

phones.) They then sent a tug boat 
to find him. After they found him it 
took about one and one-half hours 
to secure the barge to be able to tow 
it back to shore. It took most of 

Tuesday to tow it back to the shore. 
Layne said he would not have drifted 

into the Gulf as the wind was push-
ing him toward the penninsula that 
juts out into the Bay. Quite an 

experience for a Texas Panhandle 
native.
