Property Tax 
Vote, Part 1

An election on August ninth 
could reduce property taxes for 
thousands of Texans, but there's 
a chance it could also put Texas 
schools in jeopardy. Extension 
economist Dr. Judith Stallman 
says the school property tax rate 
has doubled in the last ten years. 

The proposed constitutional 
amendment would lower school 
taxes for homeowners by offer-
ing more of an exemption. It 
would increase the homestead 
exemption from five-thousand to 
15-thousand dollars. 

To figure out how much of a 
break that is, you take your 
school district's tax rate and 
multiply by 100. So if your tax 
rate is a dollar-50, then you 
would save 150 dollars annually. 

Obviously school districts will 
lose money. That's where the 
state comes in guaranteeing to 
make up the difference. But 
Stallman says that's only for the 
biennium. After that, it's un-
clear if the money will be there. 

She says homeowners benefit 
now, but may not in the long run 
if other forms of taxation are 
relied on for education funding. 
Also, this savings only applies to 
homeowners. It is of no advan-
tage to landlords and renters. 

Stallman suggests talking 
with your school officials as well 
as your state legislators before 
you decide what's best for you 
and your community. 

FM 689 Project 
Approved By 
TxDOT 

The Texas Department of 
Transportation has announced 
the completion of environmen-
tal studies for the construction 
of a new location farm-to-mar-
ket highway to be built in north-
east Floyd County. The new 
farm-to-market highway will be 
designated FM689 and will gen-
erally follow the routes of the 
existing County Roads 60 and 
30. 

Approval of environmental 
documentation marks the be-
ginning of a more advanced 
phase of planning for the con-
struction of a farm-to-market 
highway that will serve the ar-
ea's farm, ranch, and tourist 
industries. Based on previous 
planning, coordination with 
Floyd County officials, and en-
vironmental studies, work will 
begin soon on detailed construc-
tion plans. Within the next few 
months, Floyd County will be-
gin the process of purchasing 
right-of-way and adjusting util-
ities. Construction is tentative-
ly scheduled to begin in Janu-
ary of 2000, and should last 18 
to 24 months.

Property Tax 
Vote, Part 2

Older Texans could get the 
biggest tax break under a pro-
posed constitutional amend-
ment. CurrentTexas law allows 
homeowners who are 65 or older 
to freeze their school property 
tax so they are no longer effected 
by tax increases. 

But the law does not allow for 
that tax freeze to be transferred 
if the person moves. That person 
would have to pay the full taxes 
on the new home the first year, 
then they would be frozen at 
that rate. Extension economist 
Dr. Judith Stallman says that 
would change if the property tax 
constitutional amendment is 
approved on August ninth. It 
would work more on a percent-
age basis. 

So if you were paying 60 
percent of the school taxes on 
your house, you would pay 60 
percent of the taxes on your new 
house. Stallman says the pro-
posed law would offer more of an 
incentive to move to a smaller 
home. But again, as with the 
proposed homestead exemption 
increase, the school districts 
could stand to lose in the long 
run if the state cannot make up 
for the shortfall. 

Right now, only ten percent 
of the Texas population is 65 
and older. But that number will 
go up significantly as the baby 
boomer population grows older.

Preparing First 
Timers For School 

A child's first day at school can be 
an A+ if parents do a little home-
work of their own. "A parent's at-
titude about school plays an impor-
tant part in how the child reacts," 
said Dr. Lou Ann Todd Mock, a 
psychologist at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston. 

"If your child has been in day 
care, make clear that this change is 
a real accompli shment and that now 
the child is grown-up enough to go 
to 'real' school," she said.

Skin cancer is the most common 

type of cancer. The most deadly 
type of skin cancer, melanoma is 
increasing five percent each year. 
Controlling the incidence of skin 
cancer requires reducing sun expo-
sure especially before age 18. 
Avoiding blistering sunburns is 
particularly important. 

However, a 1992 statewide sur-
vey of middle school students con-
ducted by the University of Texas 
M. D. Anderson Cancer Center re-
ported that 85 percent of Children 
spend a lot of time in the sun, and 
only 5 percent said they use sun-
screen regularly. 

How can parents reduce sun ex-
posure and prevent sunburns for 
their children? First limit the 
amount of time children are ex-
posed to the sun between 10 am. 
and 4 p.m. or avoid sun exposure if 
your shadow is shorter than you are 
tall. Realize that cloudy days re-
quire precautions because 80 per-
cent of the sun's rays come through 
light clouds. Protect children's skin 
even when under an umbrella; the 
sun's rays can reflect off sand and 
concrete. Next, apply sunscreen 
with at least SPF 15. Apply sun-
screen 30 minutes before going 
outside, and reapply at least every 
two hours especially if swimming or 
perspiring. Provide children what a 
hat that shades their face, tops of 
ears, and back of neck. Children 
under 6 months of age should be 
kept out of the sun if possible. 

Teach children by being a good 
example. Practice preventive sun 
protection habits yourself as well as 
for your children. Making preven-
tive sun protection a habit during 
childhood may carry over into ado-
lescence--a time when peer pres-
sure to increase tanning increases 
substantially.

Economic Injury 
Businesses depending on 

farmers and ranchers in 
Armstrong, Briscoe, Carson, 
Collingsworth, Donley, Gray, 
Hall and Wheeler counties can 
now apply for low interest Eco-
nomic Injury Disaster Loans 
from the U. S. Small 
Business Administation (SBA). 

These loans are available to 
help businesses meet normal 
operating expenses that cannot 
be met due to the effects of a 
disaster. Excessive rain which 
occurred April 2 through April 
30, 1997 caused many farmers 
and ranchers to ex perience re-
duced incomes which may have 
had an adverse economic effect 
on businesses depending upon 
these producers. Farmers and 
ranchers are not eligible for this 
loan program but may be eli-
gible for disaster assistance 
through other Federal agencies. 

To obtain an application or 
receive additional information, 
interested business owners may 
call the SBA toll free-at 1-800-
366-6303 or TDD817-267-4688 
for the hearing impaired. The 
deadline for filling an applica-
tion is March 2, 1998. 

Due to the excessive rain, 
many producers experienced 
crop losses and were not able to 
purchase goods and services at 
normal levels. Businesses that 
are dependent upon these pro-
ducers may have experienced 
decreased sales, reduced gross 
profit margins, increased ac-
counts receivable or difficulty in 
moving inventories at normal 
levels. To the extent these prob-
lems have caused the business 
difficulty in meeting its normal 
obligations, these loans may be 
of assistance. 

The loan can help a business 
meet installments on long-term 
debt, accounts payable and 
overhead expenses that would 
have been met had the disaster 
not occurred. Refinancing of

Disaster Loans 
long-term debt, however, is not 
eligible under this program. 

The loan is designed for those 
businesses with substantial di-
saster-related needs and is in-
tended to supplement monies the 
business owner can provide from 
other sources. 

Loans may be approved for up 
to $1,500,000 for actual disas-
ter-related financial needs of the 
business. Interest rates are four 
percent (4%) and terms may ex-
tend to thirty (30) years, de-
pending upon the repayment 
ability of the individual appli-
cant. To quailfy, businesses must 
be small by SBA's size standard. 
Businesses which can meet their 
financial needs through other 
sources are not eligible.

Using Mulch To 
Fend Off Insects 

provided by Pam my Millican, 
CEA-AG 

People are always looking for new 
ways to keep insects out of then-
hluse and yard. The latest approach 
is using cedar mulch. Some folks 
line the outside walls of their home 
with cedar mulch or use it as a 
barrier around the yard to keepout 
fire ants, crickets and other creepy 
crawlers. 

Sure, it's organic, so there are no 
chemicals to worry about, but Ex-
tension urban entomologist Dr. 
Roger Gold says it doesn't work as 
well. He says the cedar loses its 
resin after a few weeks of exposure 
to air and water. And he says even 
at its best, it's not much of a deter-
rent for most bugs because they can 
fly or hop over it. 

Gold says mulches, in general, 
do a better job of attracting insects 
than of repelling them. That's be-
cause they keep the ground moist 
making it attractive to crickets, 
roaches, termites and other insects. 

Most tornadoes last less than 
an hour and travel a distance of 
about 20 miles at speeds of ten 
to 25 miles an hour.

Assessment Due Date, 
August 15, 1997 

The Rolling PI sins Central (RPC) 
assessment due date has been set 
for August 15, 1997 asrecommended 
by the foundation's board of direc-
tors and approved by the Commis-
sioner. 1997 RPC assessments will 
remain at $10.00 per acre. The 
Foundation is offering discountrates 
for early payments: a two percent 
discount if the payment is received 
30 days prior to the due date and 
one percent if received 15 days pri or. 

Due to a July 15, 1997 FSA certi-
fication date, the Foundation will 
be unable to issue timely billing 
statements to allow growers to re-
ceive early discounts. However, the 
Foundation suggests that RPC 
growers wishing to take advantage 
of the early payment discount should 
calculate an assessment estimate 
based on 1997 planted acres and 
send the payment directly to the 
Foundation at P. 0. box 5089, 
Abilene, TX 79608. Failed certified 
acres destroyed and plowed-up prior 
to the first diapause application in 
the zone will be eligible for an as-
sessment refund. In order to qualify, 
growers in this situation will need 
to contact their Foundation field 
unit supervisor to schedule a 
physical inspection and then mail 
FSA form number 574 to the 
Foundation headquarters office. 

"We anticipate that this year's 
diapause program may consist of 
spraying the same amount of cotton 
acreage as we would have with a 
full-season program," said Osama 
El-Lissy, acting executive director 
for the Foundation. "The costs of 
this year's diapause program ver-
sus the originally planned full-
season program were extremely 
close in comparison, therefore it was 
suggested that the assessment re-
main the same to stay within the 
budget. "I believe the 1997 diapause 
program we have developed will put 
the zone in an ideal position to start 
full-season eradication in 1998."
