Briscoe County 
To Receive 
Justice Funding 

The Texas Department of 

Criminal Justice-Community 
Justice Assistance Division re-

cently notified the County 

Judge's office that Briscoe 

County will receive $52,130.70 
in Performance Reward Fund-
ing for 1993. 

Statewide, 227 counties sub-

mitted data to compete for eli-
gibility in the 1993 Performance 
Reward Program. Only the top-
scoring 127 counties in the state 
received funding. Briscoe 

County was the third -highest-

scoring of the 227. 
The Performance Reward 

Program was initiated to en-
courage and reward counties to 

use alternative means to incar-
ceration --such as community 
service, pre-trial diversion, 
work-release, and other com-
munity-based justice programs. 

The funds must be used 
within the guidelines estab-
lished by the Department of 

Criminal Justice. These guide-
lines include literacy training, 
drug and alcohol rehabilitation, 

drug and alcohol education and 

intervention, and law enforce-

ment.

Immunization clinics offer-

ing vaccines that give protec-

tion against several childhood 
diseases are scheduled for De-
cember. Protection is against 

polio, diphtheria, lock jaw (teta-
nus), whooping cough (pertus-
sis), measles, rubella, mumps 
and HIB (haemophilus influen-
zae type B). 

The Texas Department of 
health is charging money to 
help with the cost of keeping the 
clinic open. The amount of 
money charged will be based on 
family income and size, and the 
ability to pay.
