Catastrophic 
Insurance 
Closing Dates 

Sales closing dates for crop 

insurance are much earlier than 

last year for fall planted crops 

and certain perennials. Accord-
ing to the Briscoe County CFSA 
Office. 

"Last year, sales closing dates 
were extended to accommodate 
producers because the crop in-

surance law was changed dur-

ing the growing season. This 
year's sales closing dates are the 
standard 'old dates" The sales 
closing dates for crops in this 

area are: September 30, 1995—

wheat and oats, March 15, 
1996—sorghum, soybeans, corn, 

cotton and peanuts. 

In most cases, crops insured 

last year are automatically in-

sured this year. Producers 

planting insurable crops that 

were not planted last year need 

to obtain at least the catastrophic 

level of insurance by the sales 

closing date to be eligible for 

many USDA farm programs 
and loans. 

Catastrophic coverage may 
be obtained at the local Con-

solidated Farm Service Agency 
office or from a crop insurance 

agent. Only crop insurance 
agents can sell coverage in excess 

of the catastrophic level of pro-

tection. 
Producers wanting to change 

their insurance provider or con-

tract need to make the change 
before the applicable crop's sales 
closing date.

Junk Vehicles Hot Issue

During the past two weeks the tension has been high and 

debates heavy over the Junk Vehicle Ordinance in Quitaque. Once 
again the rumors are flying. Part of this is due to not understanding 

the law. 

First, a junk vehicle is a public nuisance if it is located in a place 
where it is visible from a public place or public right of way (this 

includes alleys). 
Next: A city, town or county within this state may adopt 

procedures for abatement and removal of a junked vehicle or part 

of a junked vehicle as a public nuisance, from private property, 
public property, or public right-of-way. A notice to abate has been 

given and hand delivered in accordance with law. 
The third point in law is that s person authorized by the city  

town or county to administer the Procedures may enter private 
pronerty  for the purposes specified in the proceedures to examine 

a vehicle or vehicle part; obtain information as to the identity of the 
vehicle; and remove or cause the removal of a vehicle that consti-

tutes a nuisance. 
This ordinance has been researched and procedures set up by an 

attorney in accordance with state law. The city manager, city 

council,nor myself dreamed up any of this procedure. It is the Law„ 

and has been enforced in other cities for years. 
Another rumor is that I am enforcing this ordinance for personal 

gain. People, I don't want your junk cars, don't care what you do 

with them and am not making anything except grey hair and ulcers 

from this. 
Until the court orders removal of the vehicle, you can sell it, give 

it away, whatever you wish, it's your vehicle! I don't care who gets 

it! A person does not have to he a salvaee dealer or have a wrecker  

license to buy a car from it's owner  
If and when the court orders its removal, then a licensed wrecker 

must remove the vehicle to a licensed scrap yard. Until that time 

it is entirely at the discretion of the owner how or to whom he lets 
have his vehicle in order to comp.y with the law. 

I agreed to assist with this ordinance because, first, Quitaque is 

a relatively clean town compared to some other small towns, I am 

proud of that fact. 
Second, it is the law, and the city council and city manager went 

to great labor and expense to insure that the ordinance was within 
legal guidelines and administered fairly. We have had very few 
owners complain, and have invited them to discuss the alterna-
tives. Most have understood and been satisfied with the fact that 
the ordinance is being enforced fairly. 

A good many junked vehicles have been removed, drive around 
and see how much better it looks in town. I can survive the personal 
attacks on my motives because, first they are unfounded misrepre-

sentations with no basis in fact at all and because I believe this to 

be for the benefit of the community. 
We have given everyone additional time because of the weather. 

Wednesday, October 4, 1995 however, I will begin processing 

complaints against allwassmavhglaytiaisamplikd, 
Bear in mind that the persons you elect to serve as city council 

and mayor receive no compensation and must consider the welfare 
of the community as a whole. Therefore at times they must make 

unpopular decisions just as I do. There is not one junk vehicle here 

or anywhere else worth losing a friend over. 
We have no personal gain and this is not a conspiracy by myself 

and city officials to corner the funk market.

Effects Of Cold Weather On Cotton 
Dy: Rebel Royal! 

With the type of weather we have been having for the last week, 
we are all worried about what is happening to the cotton crop. I got 
the following update from Kater Hake-Extension Agronomist in 
Lubbock, Thursday evening. 

It reads: I would like to update you on the impact of cold 
temperatures on cotton. No hard and fast rules can ge given 
because of the high variability in temperature reached in different 
parts of the plant and stages of boll development. When it gets near 
freezing, slight temperature difference compared to 45 to 55, or 15 
to 25. 

Leafs are much more vulnerable to injury than bolls dure to their 
greater surface to mass ratio and the sensitivity of photosyntesis to 
stress. When temperatures drop below 55, the leaf is injured by 
chilling and it takes 3 days for full recovery. Below 45 degrees, the 
leaf starts to be permanently injured. Below 40, permanent injury 
to the leaves is expected. If the leaves turn purple-red-yellow (no 
green leaf) then they have been permanently injured and are 
starting to senesce. When this occures we expect approximately 50 
heat units of dry weight transfer from the senescing leafs and 
stems, maybe a weeks worth. 

Stems have a smaller surface to mass ratio than leaves but more 
than bolls. Carnage to stems, is largely below freezing when ice 
nucleation tears apart the stern and makes barky cotton very 
likely. I suspect that phloem injury in the branches will also occur 
below 40 degrees, restricting sugar movement to the bolls. 

Due to the mass of a boll, injury occurs below freezing. Although 
bolls may only mature for 50 additional heat units when leaves 
senesce, if they do not freeze and kill the separation zone thay can 
open and produce low mike cotton. Temperatures at or near 
freezing can blister the boll epidermis and stimulate boll opening, 
but colder temperatures risk freezing the bolls shut that have not 
started to form an abscision zone. Since bolls seem to be more 
mature than NACB predicts (NACB of 5 generally shows some seed 
coat color and no jelly), I expect micronaire damage to occur 
starting at NACB of 5 and above, with the potential for bolls 
freezing shut at NACB of 7 or larger,f if temperatures drop below 
freezing.

Nitrate Accumulation In 
Forages 
By: Rebel Royal 

Nitrate poisoning in cattle has 
been recognized for many years. 
Several species of cultivated for-
ages in addition to several common 
broadleaved and grassy "weeds" will 
accumulate nitrates. Livestock are 
always consuming some level of 
nitrate from drinking water and 
forages. Nitrate consumption be-
comes a problem when the quantity 
consumed overrides the capacity of 
the ruminal microbes to completely 
convert the nitrates into ammonia 
and microbial protein. 

Forage sorghum, grain sorghum, 
sudangrass and pearl millet are 
common forage crops that accumu-
late nitrates at high levels.Johnson-
grass, pigweek, Russian thistle, 
sunflowers and kochia are other 
weedy species that accumulate ni-
trates and may be present in and 
around pastures and fields. 

Nitrates are usually higher in 
young growth. Highest are in the 
bottom one-third of the stalk. Ni-
trates are low in the leaves of pl ants 
and seeds contain very little if any 
nitrate. 

During the growing season, 
plants will continually absorb ni-
trate from the soil except under 
extreme drought conditions. Ni-
trates accumulate in the plant 
during periods of slow growth be-
cause conversion of nitrate to amino 
acids is also slowed. Dry weather, 
cloudy overcast days, low tempera-
tures, and disease, frost or physical 
damage, individually or in combi-
nation with one another can lead to 
nitrate accumulation. Dry, hot 
weather will increase plant nitrate 
levels but levels will increase fur-
ther when the extended dry period 
is followed by rain and/or wet, over-
cast weather. Following a period of 
nitrate accumulation, it will require 
4-8 days of good environmental 
conditions before plant nitrates are 
metabolized to low levels. 

Nitrogen fertilization increases 
the quantity of nitrogen available to 
the plant and can increase nitrate 
levels. Poor availability of other soil 
nutrients such as sulfur, phospho-
rus, and potassium can also retard 
plant growth and perturb nitrate 
utilization by the plant. 

Nitrate concentrations will not 
decrease in forages harvested for 
hay. However, ensiling forages will 

decrease the nitrate concentrations 
by 40-60% as a result of microbial 
activity. 

Even though a forage may con-
tain high nitrate levels, the nitraten 
the hay harvest. Recall that most of 
the nitrate accumulates in the bot-
tom of the stalk. So, a great deal of 
nitrate can be left in the field if the 
plant is cut 10-12 inches above the 
ground. 

Any forages that have a ques-
tionable nitrate concentration 
should be analyzed by a testing 
laboratory. Hay bales are best 
sampled using a core sampler. 
Samples should be taken from sev-
eral bales to characterize the ni-
trate levels in the entire stack. 
Samples of standing forage should 
be taken by cutting the whole plant 
at the same height the plant would 
be cut during haying. Again be 
certain that the entire field is 
sampled and that the samples are 
representative of the leaf and stem 
mixture in the forage. 

Steps to reduce toxicity: 
1. Be certain cattle are full prior 

to exposing the cattle to nitrate-
containing forages. This will pre-
vent initial high levels of nitrate 
intake and also dilutes the nitrates 
in the rumen. This is especailly of 
concern when nitrate containing 
forages are used on wheat pasture 
during snowstorms and other peri-
ods when wheat forage is limited. 

2. Adapt cattle to nitrates. 
Rumin al microbes can adapt to high 
nitrate feeds. Feeding small quan-
tities of nitrate containing forages 
promotes adaption. When grazing 
nitrate-containing forages, limit 
grazing for the first 6 to 8 days, 
increasing grazing time from 1-2 
hours to full time grazing by day 6 to 
8, will allow the cattle to adapt. 
Also, grain feeding provides addi-
tional energy to the microbes and 
promotes the conversion of nitrates 
to nontoxic compounds. When feed-
ing hay, either slowly increase 
amounts fed daily, or dilute the hay 
with nontoxic hay and gradually 
increase the proportion of the ni-
trate-containing hay. 

3. Dilute high nitrate feeds with 
low nitrate feeds. This is probably 
the most effective way to utilized 
forages with high nitrate concen-
trations. 

4. In grazing situations, release 
the cattle when risk of high nitrate 
levels are low. For instance, do not 
graze immediately following 
weather conditions that stimulate 
nitrate accumulation. 

5. Stock lightly when grazing so 
that cattle can select the low-ni-
trate portions of the plants. Also, do 
not force cattle to consume stalks, 
even in the winter when the forage 
is dormant. 

6. Be sure adequate amounts of 
drinking water are available. 

7. Use a direct-fed microbial 
product that contains propioni-
bacteria. A commercially available 
produce, Bovipro, is a propioni-
bacteria product that can be ad-
rninisteredby oral gel or top-dresaed 
on feed.
