Dealing With 
Rabid Animals 

ors are expected in Texas this fall 
and winter Many will head for the 
Texas Hill Country where deer may 
not provide their only wildlife an-
counter 

Fox rabies cases have been 
cropping up across, much of the 
states prime deer hunting area. Tom 
Green and McCulloch counties have 
been hardest hit with 69 and 67 
animal raises confirmed this year. 
respectively. 

Dale Rollin.., wildlife specialist 
for the Texas Agricultural Extern-
mon Service in San Angelo. said 
that with a little common sense and 
caution the hunt shouldn't be 
spoiled. 

Odd behavior in wildlife should 
be your biggest red flag, -  he said. 
Be a w are of an im ale that don't show 

fear of humans. Any nocturnal 
animal seen during daylight hours 
should be suspect. 

- If confronted, shoot the animal, 
but don't touch it unless there has 
been some human exposure. The 
Texas Department of Health re-
ceives a flood of specimens for test-

ing. To lighten their load, don't 
send them more unless there's been 
a possible exposure. 

- If bitten, treat the situation as 

if the animal were rabid. These tips 
offered by the health department 

could save your life. -  
1. Indentify the animal. 
2. Immediately cleanse the 

wound with soap and water. Rinse 
and disinfect w ith alcohol, iodine or 
other disinfectant. 

3. See a doctor immediately. 
The physician will decide your best 
course of action. 

4. Report the incident to the 
local lealth officer and animal con-
trol agency. 

5. If possible, have the biting 
animal tested for rabies. 

"If you are a bird hunter or run 
hounds, have your dogs vacillated 

annually by a licensed veterinar-
ian," Rollins said. 

"There's other things to watch 
out for besides rabid animals," he 
added. - Don't be in such a hurry to 
enter your deer blind the first time. 
Cautiously check it out first. Alot of 
animals including snakes, bees, 
yellow jackets, spi dens an d even bate 
view these queer structures as prime 
nesting boxes. 

"With a little horse sense this 
year's hunt should be the best yet.

PROSECUTING 
FUGITIVES WHO 
CROSS THE BORDER 

When suspected criminals in 
Texas use the 900-mile Texas-

Mexico border to escape justice. it 
is frustrating for prosecutors, 
peace officers, and crime victims. 
If the perpetrator is a U.S. citizen 
who has fled south, a prosecutor 

can request extradition through 
the U.S. Departments of Stare 

and Justice. which is usually 
granted by Mexican authonnes. 
But if the suspect is a Mexican na-

tional. the case is more compli-
cated, and extradition is nor a 
likely option. 

There is, however, another way 

ro apprehend and prosecute a fugi-
nve Mexican national -  Article 4 

prosecution. Article 4 of the Mex-

ican Penal Code refers to the pro-
vision that allows Mexican au-
thorities to prosecute Mexican Mi. 

rionals in Mexico, under Mexican 
law and in Mexican courts, for 

crimes they may have committed 
in other countries At the request 
of the Office of the Attorney Gen-

eral (OAG), a suspect who has 

fled across the border can be tried 
under Article 4 if he has not al-

ready been tried and convicted in 

the United States, and if the act is 
a crime in both countries. 

Since Article 4 is part of Mexi-

can law and not of an interna-
tional agreemnt. the OAG may 

file a request for prosecution in 
Mexico directly with Mexican 

diplomats and federal officials 
without the assistance from U.S. 
federal authorities 

AN EFFECTIVE TOOL 

In 1992, the Texas-Mexico 

Border Task Force was established 

within our office to improve co-

operation between the State of 
Texas and Mexico, especially in 
legal matters. As part of our mis-

sion, we set out to address law en-
forcement issues, including the 

problem of criminals fleeing 
across the border. 

Specifically, we set out to im-

plement Article 4 prosecution 
here in Texas for cases where the 
fugitive is a Mexican national. 
Article 4 prosecution has been 

used with great success by Califor-
nia law enforcement officials 

since the mid-1980's. To date, the 
Los Angeles Police Department 
reports having directly filed more 
than 200 requests for Article 4 

prosecution in Mexico, netting a 
65 percent arrest rate for crimes 
which would have otherwise re-

main unpunished. 
WHEN AND HOW DOES 
ARTICLE 4 WORK: 

Although applicable to all of-

fenses outlined in the Mexican 
Penal Code, Article 4 prosecution 
has traditionally been used for 
prosecuting senous crimes, such as 
murder and kidnapping. when a 

strong case points to an identified 

suspect who is a Mexican national 
believed to have fled back to 
Mexico. In such cases, stare and 

local law: enforcement officials 
can provide evidence and legal 

documents to the Texas Attorney 

Genenl's International Prosecu-

non Unit (IPU). IPU staff mem-
bers, all of whom are fluent in 
Spanish and familiar with Mexi-

can law, serve as consultants and 
liaisons between Texas law en. 

fiircement officials and Mexican 

prosecutors IPU contacts the ap- 

propriate Mexican authorities, 
presents a case file to be submit-
ted to a Mexican judge, and for-
