The Texas Department of 

Agriculture warns Texas con-
sumers that out-of-state pesti-
cide distributors are selling 

products that are not properly 
licensed for purchase and use in 
Texas. 

These companies are 
telemarketing their products 
and seem to be focusing on 
farmers, local governments and 
school districts. Allegedly, the 

companies are recommending 
uses of their products that are 
inconsistent with label direc-

tion. 
TDA has classified several 

pesticide products containing 

certain active ingredients as 
state-limited-use pesticides be-

cause they could affect other 
plant and animal life if not 
properly used. To use state-

limited-use pesticides, an ap-

plicator must be licensed by 
TDA 

TDA reminds consumers to 

always read and follow the in-

structions on pesticide labels to 
ensure safe use of the product. 

To report suspected misuse of 
pesticides or unauthorized sales, 
call a regional TDA office or toll 

free 1-800-835-5832 (TELL-

Because of the severe weather conditions during the 1994 

growing season and carry-over effects of 1993 disasters, the growth 

Ind yield of hay and pasture have been affected; and the Secretary 

determined it appropriate to authorize emergency haying and 

grazing of CRP 

CRP participants in this county who own or lease livestock and 

have suffered a 40 percent loss of normal production of hay and 

pasture may use hay harvested and grazing from CRP acres. They 
may also sell harvested hay or rent or lease standing CRP acreage 

to a livestock producer in an approved county, who has suffered a 

40 percent loss of normal production of hay and pasture. 

Prior to haying or grazing this acreage, the producer must -  (I) 
obtain prior approval of the County Committee; (2 ) maintain cover 

so the land is adequately protectred from wind and water erosion; 
(311eave at least 25' of each field or contiguous fields unhayed and 

ungrazed for wildlife cover; (41 only take 1 cutting of hay for 

haying), or follow the stocking rate approved on the Forage Inven-
tory and Annual Grazing Plan (for grazing). 

There will be a Thri reduction in the CRP rental payment for the 

current year, and haying and grazing of the acreage must be 

completed by September 30, 1994.

Inspection Begins On 
Pesticide Records "Color it RPft  The Independ-

ence day weekend of 1994 was 
one of the bloodiest for traffic 
accidents on record," said L. B. 
Snider, Public Information Offi-
cer for the Texas Deportment of 
Public Safety in Amarillo. 

Sixty-five people died from traf-

fic accidents in Texas, a record 

for a 78 hour Independence day 

period. The 43 deaths on Sun-

day set a 24 hour record. -Three 

wrecksclaimed 31 lives, of which 
one, which claimed 14 lives and 

a second claiming 11 lives are 

now the 6th and 7 deadliest 

single accidents by D.P.S. rec-

ords," stated Snider. 
Snider said. "Nearly all of 

these fatalities were caused by 

driver errors such as: failing to 

yield right of way, wrong side of 

road, and turning movements. 
Twenty-six of those killed were 

aged 15 or younger of which 10 

were age 5 or younger. "Most of 

these were not secured by a 

safety belt. Nine were riding in 
the back of pickups. One of the 

accidents was in the Panhandle 
area near Tulia in which excess 

speed and alcohol were sus-

pected as causes.

Heat Dangerous 
For Elderly 

For elderly people, summer's high 
temperatures can take the good out 
of the good of summertime. 

Heat illness can be devastating 
for the elderly, particularly in areas 
with high humidity, said Dr Janice 
Zimmerman of Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston. 

Heat exhaustion, caused by heat 
overexposure, can lead to heat 
stroke. Early signs include weak-
ness, fatigue, dizziness or dehydra-
tion. 

Antihistamines, antidepres-
sants, laxatives and heart medi-
cines can contribute to dehydration. 

To minimize chances of heat ill-
ness, Zimmerman recommends: 

*Wearing loose, light-weight 
clothing. 

*Drinking waterfrequently, even 
when not thirsty. 

*Using air conditioning or open-
ing windows and using electic fans. 

*Taking frequent breaks from 
outdoor activities.

Suggestions For 
Great Grilling 
by Ronda Alexander 

Do you hatte problems using your 
grill? Do you sometimes get the meat 
a little charred on one side? Well, 
hopefully the following suggestions 

from grilling will improve your re-
sults: 
*Choose meats that are low in fat to 
avoid flare ups from dripping fat. 
* Avoid marinades or basting sauces 
that contain a lot of fat. 
* Cover the grill with aluminum 
foil. Punch a few holes in between 

the grids to let juice drip out. 
*If dripping fat causes heavy 
smoke, move the food to another 

section of the grill, rotate the grill or_ 
reduce the heat. 
*Learn to control the fire. Cook 

meat until it is done, but without 
charring it. Remove any charred or 
burned material that forms on the 
food. Do not eat it. 

*Wrap foods such as fish and veg-
etables in foil to protect them from 
smoke. 

*Reduce grilling time by pre-
cooking many foods, including 
poultry and ribs, by boiling or 

cooking in the microwave. How-
ever, immediatley place precooked 
foods on the grill to complete cook-
ing and give it that grilled flavor. 

Partially cooked foods may develop 
bacterial growth that causes 
foodborne illness.Make your sum-
mer grilling experiences safe, fun 

and healthy!
