According to Hergenroeder, many 
new injuries occur as a result of past 
injuries that are not detected or 
properly rehabilitated. Athletes of-
ten suffer loss of strength, flexibil-
ity and endurance as a result of 
injuries that are ignored and not 
treated. 

"The best way to prevent injuries 
is to rehabilitate old injuries," he 
said. "In addition, watch for the 
'stars'. An athlete who is successful 
at a high level is more likely to 
return to competition before he is 
fully recovered." 

Sports with the highest number 
of injuries include football, softball, 
gynastice and girls' cross country 
running.
