Legislature has approved 
legislation we sponsored 
which calls tor changes in 

the states social stork 

certification process. 
The lieu measure allows 

the 1 exas Department of 
Human Resources to 

consider experience and 
degrees which are closely 
related to social work vi hen 
a person applies for social 
w ork certification. 

Under the new provision. 
a person can become a 
Certified Social Worker. 
which is the highest level 

of certification. if he or she 
has a Ph.D. or master's 
degree in a social work 
related field and two years 

of experience. In addition, 
an individual can qualify as 
a Certified Social Worker if 
he or she has a bachelor's 
degree in social work or a 
related field and five years 
of experience. or a 
bachelor's degree in any 
field and ten years of 

experience. Previously, a 
person 	applying 	for 

Certified Social Worker 
status was required to have 
a Ph.D. or master's degree 

in social work. 
To become certified as 

a social worker, which is 
the second highest degree of 
certification. a person will 
now be eligible if he or she 
has at least an associate's 
degree and ten years of 
experience or a high school 
diploma and fifteen years 
of experience. Previously. 

a person would be consid-
ered for Social Worker 
Certification only if he or 
she had a bachelor's degree 
in social work. 

The new provisions in-

cluded in the Social Work 
Certification process will 
only he in effect until 1985. 
After that time, the 

standards for certification 
will revert back to the 
original educational require-
ments, and the "grand-

fathering" period will be 
over. 

The grandfather clause is 
necessary to protect those 
workers who are highly re-
spected in the field of social 
work and who are ex-

tremely competent despite 
the tact they may not have 
a Ph.D. or a master's degree. 
We believe the grandfather 

clause is important to allow 
for certification of those 
individuals who have 
worked in the field of social 
work for ten, twenty, thirty 
years or more and contrib-
ute a great deal towards 

understanding and respon-
sibilities of child care. 

We believe this legislation 
is significant to Boys Ranch 
and Girlstou n as well a.

His love 
for music caused him to answer a 
classified ad run by Bray calling 
for a singer and guitar player 
interested in country and gospel 
music. In January he teamed up 
with Bray and they began 
working on the two songs.
