er-priced margarines better than 
thus,' selling for half their price? 

There is no simple yes or no, 
answers Gwendolyn Clyatt. Exten-

sion consumer marketing special-
ist at Texas A & M University. 

The more than 20 kinds of mar-
garine fall into six types: regular, 
whipped, soft, premium. unsalted 
and low-calorie. 

Each contains 80 percent fat 
blended with milk or cream. Each 
is fortified with vitamin A and 
some with vitamin D. Other in-
gredients, such as salt, may be 
added to improve the product. 

The most common type is reg-
ular margarine. Generally it is 
made from soybean and cotton. 
seed oil and costs less than the 
other types. Prices range from 
30 cents a pound for national 
brands to 18 cents a pound for 
the store's private label brand.

TREE TRIMMING
