Silverton's New Health 
Clinic Opens August 1 

South Plains Health Provider and the Briscoe Medical Founda-
tion are proud to announce that primary health care has returned 
to Briscoe County after many years of absence. The opening of a 
Community Health Clinic, operated by South Plains Health Pro-
vider Organization is scheduled for today August 1. 

The new clinic was made possible through a Rural Health Out-
reach Grant provided by the Health Resources and ServicesAd-
ministration and is one of 50 being opened nationwide this sum-
mer. The grant initiative is a follow through on a campaign prom-
ise made by the Bush Administration to open 1,20O new health 
center sites, sites needed to provide primary health care for the 
growing numbers of uninsured and under-served people in 
America. 

The Briscoe County Community Clinic is unique in that all pea 
sons will be. seen, regardless of incotfie, race, ethnicity or insuJ' 
ance status. Medicare, Medicaid, CHIP private insurance and 
those without insurance will be treated. A federal sliding fee scale, 
based on family income and size, will be used to determine actual 
charges. 

Staff of the clinic will be employed by South Plains Health Pro-
vider Organization. Dr. Ontai, a Plainview family practice physi-
cian, will provide direct supervision of the PhysicianAssistant or 
Family Nurse Practitioner and in this capacity will be a referral 
source for inpatient care and more complicated outpatient care. 
Dr. Ontai will visit the clinic at least once every two weeks. He 
also plans to instal tele-medicine equipment in the clinic, which 
will reduce travel requirements for patients and provide direct 
access to a physician form the Briscoe County Community Clinic. 
Other specialists will be available via the tele-medicine technol-
ogy as well. 

Covenant Hospital in Plainview will provide inpatient, physi- 

cal therapy, occupational therapy, radiology services and other hos-
pital-based services. Central Plains Center Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation (MHIMR) out of Plainview will provide be-
havioral health services at the clinic on a limited basis each month 
as needed.

1 cup buttermilk 
Beat shortening, sugar, salt and 

eggs until light and fluffy. Stir in 
freshly cooked, hot mashed pota-
toes.

Peas And Sunflowers, A Perfect Match 
Continuing drought in North Texas is causing farmers to rethink crop 

choices. The best alternative was found to be peas when rotated with 
sunflowers. The combination is a winner because peas use little water , 
and sunflowers are a deep rooting crop. So peas leave behind more water 
in the soil when grown first, and sunflowers can go deeper into the soil to 
reach that water. It promises high sunflower yields, about 1,490 pounds 
per acre. At this rate, farmers can see predicted gross earnings of $134 
dollars per acre at the typical price of nine cents per pound yielding an 
estimated net return of $42.41 dollars for the rotation. 

What The Beet Armyworms Want 
USDA scientists are researching what host plant the beet armyworm 

prefers for its offspring. It is a fact that armyworms use pigweed, cotton, 
peppers, sunflowers, and cabbage as host plants. But, armyworms have 
preferences. Researchers experimented on individual leaves, and in green-
house studies using potted plants. They found that beet armyworms laid 
eggs four to five times more often on pigweed than sunflower or cabbage, 
and half as often as cotton and peppers. Also, beet armyworrn larvae 
grow faster and larger on pigweed because it provides a nutritional ad-
vantage. Pigweed has much higher amino acids than other host plants. 
It has nine of the ten amino acids beneficial to insects.

Haptics Allows "Feeling' Through Computers 
Medical break throughs are made possible thanks to haptic technol-

ogy. Haptic is a Greek word meaning "to feel". It is a new field of com-
puter graphics, and the next step in graphic interface. The device in-
cludes a hand-held baton that indicates what is being felt as it interacts 
with an image on the computer screen. Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station researchers study atomic particles in hopes of curing diseases. 
Haptics allows them to see and feel how a chemical compound fits to-
gether to design a new drug. Also, studies are being made to enable doc-
tors to perform surgeries via the Internet using the baton to "feel" the 
difference between bones, soft, and hard tissue. 

Too Much Cadmium Can Be Harmful 
USDA scientists report that adequate intake of iron, zinc, and calcium 

retard cadmium absorption into the body. Cadmium is a bluish white 
toxic metallic element used in protective planting, and absorbed through 
the kidney and liver. Staple grains such as rice, wheat, and maize differ 
in their levels of the three minerals that counteract the absorption of 
cadmium. Researchers fed test rats a rice-based diet contained iron, zinc, 
calcium, and cadmium at various levels that actually occur in foods. Sci-
entists found that rats with low levels of the minerals retain eight times 
more cadmium. The study has serious health implications for people on 
rice diets low in zinc, iron, and calcium because they are at risk of absorb-
ing too much cadmium.

Our Pledge Of Allegiance & 
National Motto Under Attack

The amendment is being sponsored by Congressman Chip Pickering. 
"The on-line petition gives easy access to those who support this amend-
ment to express their opinion," said Donald E. W ildmon, chairman of 
American Family Association which is sponsoring the W epledge.com  drive. 
'We expect this to be the most signed petition in history ." Individuals can 
sign the petition by going to W epledge.com . 

The proposed legislation would protect the Pledge and Motto from ac-
tion like that taken by the 9th Circuit Court in San Francisco which said 
the Pledge was unconstitutional because it contained the words "under 
God". The amendment will write the Pledge and Motto into the Constitu-
tion, making it impossible for two judges to rule it unconstitutional. The 
three-man court made the ruling following a suit by an atheist.

the Republic for which it stands, one Nation under God, indivisible, with 
liberty and justice for all."

Late Farm Reconstitution Deadline August 1 
Producers wanting to make changes to their operation through the 

addition of a spouse as a partner in the operation have a short window 
left to make the change effective for the 2002 crop year . 

The addition of either a husband or wife as a separate "person" for 
program participation purposes must be based on their individual contri-
butions to the operation of the farm. 

To designate a spouse as a separate "person" for purposes of farm pro-
gram participation they must meet the requirements for recognition as a 
separate person under current FSA rules. 

Also, should a spouse be designated as a separate "person" and be-
come eligible for payments in 2002 any payments already issued to the 
"person" designated as the program participant prior to the change would 
have to refunded before revised payments could be calculated and reis-
sued to the joint operation or members according to the designated shares 
if all other program and payment eligibility requirements were met, in-
cluding the August 1, 2002 deadline for PFC signatures. 

It appears that in order to make this type of change a grower will have 
to show their spouse meets the minimum criteria established by USDA 
to be classified as an equal participant in the operation and show that the 
situation existed prior to the normal April 1 cutoff date for making such 
determinations. 

Texas FSA Officials Set To Begin Training, 
Sessions On New Farm Program 

The first phase of bringing State and County Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) personnel up to speed on the new Farm Program began last week 
when State level FSA employees received their first official training ses-
sion from National USDA personnel. 

State level FSA personnel will now begin the process of transferring 
their new knowledge to the county level and move everyone that much 
closer to the actual sign-up phase for the new Farm Program. 

In Texas the next step in the process begins next week when county 
FSA personnel form the southern part of the State will meet in College 
Station to receive their first Farm Bill training. 

FSA employees from the northern half of Texas will meet in Lubbock 
the week of August 6 to receive their training as well. 

If all goes well the process will culminate the opening of the sign-up 
period for the new Farm Program possibly even as early as the end of 
August. 

County FSA offices have begun receiving new software that will allow 
them to begin processing and mailing notification letters concerning bAe 
acres as well as pulling together FSA generated "Summary of Acreage" 
reports that will show producers what FSA records indicate their 1998-
2001 planting history was. 

Altogether the start of the training cycle indicates that FSA is closing 
in on the goal of getting all the new rules and regulations that come with 
a new Farm Program completed and sign-up started in time for the first 
payment scheduled under the new law .

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Texas Landowners: 
Partners In Preservation 
(This article was written by Brett Cruse, regional arche-
ologist in the THC's Archeology Division. He is the son of 
Lawana Cruse) 

Since more than 95 percent of Texas land is privately owned, property 
owners are crucial to preserving significant historic and prehistoric sites. 
Landowners are the caretakers of cultural resources on their property , 
and it is only through their cooperation that important archeological sites 
are documented and investigated. 

The Archeology Division of the Texas Historical Commission (THC) 
works hard to help landowners across the state identify and preserve their 
archeological sites. Staff archeologists travel to assess newly discovered 
sites and help record, document and develop plans to preserve them. 
Members of the Texas Archeological Stewardship Network - volunteers 
called "stewards" - assist THC archeologists, often acting as liaisons be-
tween the agency and landowners. 'W e work off a hand shake and our 
work," said steward Doug Wilkens of Perryton. "Building a trusting a 
personal relationship with local landowners is a vital part of being a stew-
ard." 

One landowner in the Panhandle has been particularly instrumental 
in documenting and investigating archeological sites on his property . John 
R. Erickson, rancher and author of the Hank the Cowdog books, first be-
came involved with the THC in 1991 when he permitted staff archeolo-
gists to record a number of prehistoric sites on his property as part of the 
Canadian River Breaks Reconnaissance Archeological Survey Project. Af-
terward, steward Wilkens maintained a close relationship with Erickson, 
helping him to document other sites and catalog artifacts found on his 
ranch. 

Their efforts paid off when in July 2000 the two men discovered half of 
a prehistoric pithouse ( a semi--subterranean house) in a creek cutbank. 
The stream had sliced the structure in two. Erickson arranged for an all 
volunteer team of professional and amateur archeologists to excavate, 
with Doug Boyd of Prewitt and Associates Inc., Wilkens and THC arche-
ologist Brett Cruse leading the investigations. The structure turned out 
to be one of the earliest known houses in the Panhandle ( dating to about 
A.D. 1150), and it also contained the earliest evidence of corn cultivation 
in the region. 

In April of this year, Erickson invited archeologists to investigate an-
other extremely significant site on his ranch known as the Indian Springs 
Site. Lead by Cruse, more than 20 volunteers investigated what appear 
to be the remains of three prehistoric houses. Age estimates received 
from the laboratory indicate that the houses date from about A.D. 1400 -
1600. This suggests that the houses are probably associated with the 
Plains Apache. Further work is planned for later this year . 

"Like most ranchers, I want to be a good steward of my land," Erickson 
said, "and I have come to realize that part of my stewardship involves the 
protection and development of archeological sites on our ranch." A few 
years ago, he considered arrowhead hunting and even amateur digging 
nothing more than harmless hobbies, just "picking up artifacts, tossing 
them into a coffee can, spending a pleasant afternoon with the kids." 

But his association with the THC and its stewardship network opened 
his eyes to the importance of archeology as a scientific discipline. "An 
arrowpoint or a shred of pottery out of context in a cigar box or a coffee 
can tells us nothing," Erickson now realizes. 'A prehistoric habitation 
site that is dug by undisciplined amateurs yields no information, and far 
worse, the information it might have yielded is destroyed forever . Once 
the context of a site has been plundered, its treasure of knowledge has 
been erased from human memory." 

The THC instituted a new program to reward landowners who, like 
Erickson, make a real effort to preserve archeological sites on their prop-
erty. The Historic Texas Lands Plaque is awarded to those who allow 
archeological investigations on their property, arrange for the designa-
tion of sites as State Archeological Landmarks, pegobate conservation 
easements with the THC or make other significant contributions to T exits 
archeology by granting access or preserving archeological sites on their 
property. For more information on how landowners can work with the 
THC, call the Archeology Division at 512-463-6096.

Wagon" To Motley County Library 

The Last Matador Wagon, a pictorial history of the employees who„ 
worked for the Red Lake Corporation of the Matador Ranch fame, was 
presented to the Motley County Museum recently by Johnny and Mina 
Jean Perkins Davenport of Post. 

One of seven books created by Davenport from photographs taken 
within the window of September, 1958 to February, 1959 the volume de-
tails the last season the hoodlum and chuckwagons were used before re-
tirement and final breakup of what was once the gigantic Matador Land 

& Cattle Co., Ltd. The young cowboy was hired on as part of that last 
crew byJohnny Stevens, former superintendent of the Scottish based syn-
dicate. 

With wit and insight, Davenport has documented a nostalgic period in 
Motley County's history, while shedding light on this little understood 
era of the ranch's history. 

Just 21 when he hired on with Red Lake Corporation, the North Caro-
lina native has worked at many ranches all over the country . "It would 
take a page or two, just to name the ranches I've rode for ," he writes. 

When he quit punching cattle in 1984, he started shoeing horses. Now 
semiretired,•Davenport, with the help and encouragement of his wife Mina 
Jean, a native of Turkey, Texas, took the time to organize his box of old 
photographs into a lively and interesting account. 

Davenport's account, the Last Matador Wagon, may be enjoyed at the 
Motley County Museum. Two of his other books are also on display, one 
at the Texas Tech Ranching Heritage Museum in Lubbock and one at the 
National Cowboy Hall of Fame in Oklahoma City.
