Killed April 30 
In Grinding Crash 

James "Chip" Smith, 50, and

Statewide, taxpayers spend 
more than $8 million annually 
replacing signs damaged by nat- 
ural disasters, accidents, and 
vancals. 

Wood and metal signs cost 
approximately $10 per square 

foot to produce. The costs to in- 
stall replacement signs vary de - 

 pending on the amount of time 
and equipment needed. 

People are reminded that in 
Texas it is against the law to pos- 

sess a sign without a permit, and 
the state does not sell signs or 
issue permits to possess them. In 
addition, if the loss to TxDOT is 

more than $1,500, it is a felony 
Motley and Hall Counties are 

in the TxDOT Childress district.

Mesquite manufacturer Doug 
Florence is pleased to hear his wood 
is holding up so well. He's among 
many ranchers looking to find a use 
for acres of mesquite trees that 
blanket their pastures. He's says 

he's tried making everything from 

furniture to golf clubs out of mes-
quite and he welcomes this new op-

portunity. Extension forest science 
marketing specialist Dr. Judd 
Michael says the platform maker 
was originally going to use another 
type of wood, but the Aggie athletic 

department convinced him to use 
native Texas mesquite. Coach 
Clark says the wood seems to have 
almost a launching pad effect for 

weightlifters. Manufacturers and 
ranchers hope this launches mes-
quite into another niche market.

Jonathan takes his work 

seriously indeed, but rarely takes himself seriously. His tongue is firmly tucked in 

his cheek when he claims that his artistic success is due to 50% aspiration, 50% 

inspiration and 50% perspiration. 

Rankin's aspires to make people laugh. He says that since people were going 

to laugh at him, they might as well have a reason other than the ones that had to 

do with the '85 Suburban he was driving. He also aspires to become a member of 

that formidable group of persons who don't ask the waitress at the café if she has 

change for a dollar so he can leave her a good-sized tip. 

Rankin's inspiration comes from his roots, which are firmly planted in the land and lore, the history and 

art of the West. Some little boys grow up roping dogs, chickens and little sisters. Rankin grew up drawing 

them. He savored the cowboy tales of a great-uncle, and poured over library books about C.M. Russell, from 

whose works came Rankin's attention to the telling detail. Rankin always knew he would become an artist, 

following in the footsteps of his grandfather, father and older brothers. 

The final component in Rankin's work is perspiration, although he tries not to leave sweaty spots on his 

final drawings. After three hours of formal art school training in a coffee shop in San Antonio, Rankin's 

intensive apprenticeship in caricature art, illustration and cowboy cartooning has taken him all over the world, 

participating in shows and entertaining people with the magic that flows from the tips of his pens. 

Rankin has also done some humorous illustrations for American Cowboy and Cowboy Sports and 
Entertainment magazines. Rankin now resides in the Texas Hill Country with his wife Saundra, daughters

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Water usage can triple during 
the summer as we take more show-
ers, wash the car more often and 
water the lawn and plants more. 

But if you plan ahead, you can plant 
flowers, trees and grass that make 
better use of their water. 

A concept called xeriscaping can 
help curb the demand for water. 
According to Extension Horticultur -

1st Dr. Doug Welsh, it does not cen-
ter around planting cactus; however 
it is quality landscaping that con-

serves water and protects the envi-

ronment. 
—The example Ill give is: its as 

inappropriate to put cactus in Hous-

ton as it is azaleas in El Paso, 
Welsh said. 

"We're trying to choose those 
plants that are adapted to the en-
vironment we live in. And if we do 
that in Texas particularly, if they 
can take the heat, take the strange 
winters that we have, take the 
drought conditions, take the soil 
conditions in many cases and take 
sometimes our very hard water, 
then we want to use them." 

There are seven principals in-
volved in xeriscape, Welsh said. 
These are planning and design, soil 

analysis, appropriate plant selec-
tion, practical turf areas, looking at 

what the function of the turf is in 
the landscape, the use of mulches, 

efficient irrigation and appropriate 
maintenance such as lawn mowing 
and the management of insects and 
disease. 

Texas is blessed with an abun-
dance of beautiful native plants that 

are becoming more available in re-
tail nurseries and garden centers.

Peal Offered 

pru'uided by Bob Givens 
This year's High Plains 

wheat grower is facing a mixed 

future. So far, the 1998 wheat 

crop is the best in years, possi-

bly the best since 1973.
