Rylander Delivers $187.7 Million 
in Sales Tax Rebates 
State wide returns up 6.2 percent for the year. 

AUSTIN-Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton Rylander today de-
livered a total of $187.7 million in monthly sales tax payments 
to 1,097 Texas cities and 118 counties, a 3.9 percent increase 
over the $180.5 million allocated in September 1998. Year-to- 
date, payments to clues and counties are running 6.2 percent 
ahead of last year. 

"Sales tax collections continue to expand as Texas communities 
gain new businesses and new jobs,' Comptroller Rylander said. 

September sales tax rebates include local sales taxes collected 
in July and reported to the Comptroller in August. 

The sales tax rebates include $172.5 million to Texas cities. 
Thus far in 1999, rebates to cities are 6.8 percent higer than for 
the same period in 1998. 

Texas counties received September sales tax rebates of $15.2 
million. Year-to-date rebates to counties are virtually identical to 
the first nine months of 1998. Another $6.1 million went to 44 
special purpose districts around the state. Texas' six Metropoli-
tan Transit Authorities and two C)ty Transit Departments re-
ceived a total of $226 million in sales tax rebates. 

In Hall County, Estelline was down 7.09%; Lakeview down 
91.58',,; Memphis up 13.13% and Turkey was up 2.94%. While 
in Briscoe County, Quitaque was up 22.65% but Silverton was 
down 30.55%. Motley County's total for Matador was down 
0.13% and Roaring Springs was down by 38.29%. Paducah in 
Cottle County was up 3.13% 

The Comptroller's next sales tax allocation will be made on Fri- 
day, October 8th.

Football season opened last week at Valley School, and the game began as usual — ex-

cept for the tradition of opening with a prayer or invocation. Due to a February ruling by 
the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals, such invocations and benedictions at high school foot-
ball games "violates the Establishment Clause of the United States Constitution." 

The court made it clear that a school district violates the Establishment Clause if it 
allows someone to recite a prayer over the loudspeaker at a football game. It does not mat-
ter whether the person leading the prayer is a school district employee, a member of the 
clergy, or a student. Because the Fifth Circuit Court has jurisdiction over Thxas, Louisiana, 
and Mississippi, this decision is binding on all Thxas School districts. 

Although this decision has been appealed to the United States Supreme Court, all school 
districts must comply unless the Supreme Court rules otherwise. 

School districts that continue to allow school-sponsored prayer at football games are 
taking legal risks...and the consequences of disregarding the court's order could be very 
serious. 

Students may, however, pray on their own (individually or in groups) at football games -
- as long as they aren't leading the entire crowd in prayer, and as long as school district 
employees aren't involved. Students can spontaneously pray among themselves at any 
time, even at school-sponsored events, as long as no school district employee (teacheg coach, 
aide, janitor, or otherwise) is involved in any way. 

School Districts are to discontinue school-sponsored prayer at all school-related activi-
ties, except at graduation. 

School officials of Turkey/Quitaque ISD said the decision for Valley School's response will 
be made by the school board in its regular meeting this month.

Speed Limit The Same For Cars 
And Trucks On Most Texas Roads 

Texas Department of Thansportation (TxDOTi began removing 
the 60 mph day/55 mph night truck speed limit signs on all intee 
state, U. S. and state highways on September 1, 1999. This is a 
result of House Bill 676 passed by the Thxas Legislature 76th Ses-
sion. The new law applies to both rural and urban areas and states 
that large truck (including 18 wheelers) will have the same speed 
limit as cars on interstate, U. S. and state highways. 

This new law does not impact Farm-to-Market (FM) and Ranch-
to-Market (RM) roads. The maximum truck speed limit on these 
roads will remain at 60 mph during the day and 55 mph at night. 
There are approximately 41,000 miles of FM and RM in lexas. 
The maximum speed limit for cars on these roadways will remain 
at 70 mph day and 65 mph at night. 

Having all vehicles traveling at a uniform speed is considered 
safer than having vehicles traveling at a variety of speeds on the 
same roadway. The uniform speed reudces the t  chance of conflict 
between vehicles. 

Motorists are reminded that they should always drive at a speed 
that is safe and appropriate for the conditions. Speeds should be 
reduced during bad weather and during other poor driving condi-
tions. 

Crashes can be prevented if motorists practice safe driving hab-
its. They should obey the speed limit, use safety belts properly 
pay attention to traffic and nevera drink and drive.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

HJR 44 - HJR 44 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would ensure a clear suc- 
cession in event of vacancies in the offices 
of Govemor and Lieutenant Governor. Spe-
cifically, the amendment would provide that 
if after qualifying for the office, the Gover-
nor is temporarily unable to serve, the Lieu-
tenant Governor shall act as Governor until 
the Governor is able to serve; but if the Gov-
emor is permanently unable to serve, the 
Lieutenant Governor shall become the Gov-
emor for the remainder of the unexpired term. 
The amendment would require a Lieutenant 
Governor who becomes Governor to forfeit 
the office of Lieutenant Governor. The 
amendment would also provide similar suc-
cession procedures when a vacancy occurs 
in the office of Governor before the newly 
elected Governor qualifies for office, and 
when the newly elected Governor is tempo-
rarily unable to take office. The amendment 
also would provide that if there is a tempo-
rary vacancy in the office of Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, the President pro tempore of the Sen-
ate will fill the position; but if there is a per-
manent vacancy in the office of Lieutenant 
Governor, the President pro tempore of the 
Senate shall serve as Lieutenant Governor 
only until such time as the whole senate can 
convene to elect one of its members to per-
form the duties of Lieutenant Governor. Fi-
nally, the amendment would provide that if 
the Lieutenant Governor, while temporarily 
exercising the powers of the Governor, be-
comes temporarily disabled or unable to 
serve, the President pro tempore of the sen-
ate shall exercise the powers and authority 
of the office of the Governor until such time 
as the Governor or Lieutenant Governor re-
assumes those powers and duties. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment to revise the provisions for the filling 
of a vacancy in the office of governor or lieu-
tenant governor." 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT 

SIR 12 - SJR 12 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would resolve conflicts be-
tween the Texas Constitution and federal law 
relating to the definition, rules, and proce-
dures of reverse mortgages. The amendment 
would define "reverse mortgage" in part as 
an extension of credit made against the home-
stead of a person who is 62 years or older, or 
whose spouse is 62 years or older. It would 
expand the list of circumstances under which 
payment of principal and interest become due 
and the procedures involved in foreclosure, 
and would require certain advances to be 
made according to specific terms in loan 
documents. including advances by the lender, 
on behalf of the borrower for payments nec-
essary to protect the lender's interest. Finally, 
the amendment would require the Texas Su-
preme Court to promulgate rules of civil pro-
cedure expediting coup-ordered foreclosures 
of reverse mortgage hens.

The amend-
ment would exempt from ad valorem taxa-
tion the property of any organization engaged 
primarily in public charitable functions, and 
it would allow such an organization to con-
duct additional activities to support its chari-
table functions. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the legislature to exempt 
property owned by institutions engaged pri-
marily in public charitable functions from ad 
valorem taxation." 

PROPOSITION NO. 5

SJR 26 - SJR 26 proposes an amendment that 
would remove the restriction prohibiting state 
employees who receive all or part of their 
compensation from the state from serving as 
members of a governing body of a school 
district, city, town, or other local governmen-
tal district unless the state employee receives 
no salary for such service. The amendment 
would allow state employees to receive com-
pensation from the governing bodies of 
which they are members. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment allowing state employees to receive 
compensation for serving as a member of a 
governing body of a school district, city, 
town, or other local governmental district. 

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT 

SIR 22 - SIR 22 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would increase the maxi-
mum size of an urban homestead, which is a 
homestead in a city, town, or village. from 
one acre to ten acres and require the urban 
homestead to be composed of either a single 
lot or several lots that arc adjacent to one an-
other. The amendment also would provide 
that the urban homestead must be used as a 
home or as both a home and place of busi-
ness. whereas current law does not require 
that an urban homestead that is used as place 
of business be used also as a home. 

Current law further allows a person to se-
cure • home equity loan on their homestead. 
provided that the loan does not overburden 
the homestead. That is, the principal amount 
of the home equity loan, when added to the 
total of the outstanding principal balances of 
all other indebtedness secured against the 
homestead. does not exceed 80 percent of the 
fair market salon of the homestead 011 the 
date the extension of credit is made.

ON THE BALLOT 

FUR 36 - HIR 36 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow spouses, by an 
agreement in writing, to convert all or part 
of their separate property into community 
property. Separate property is primarily the 
property - roperty Owned or claimed by the Spouse 
before marriage and the property acquired by 
the spouse during the marriage by gift or in-
heritance. Community property consists of 
the property, other than separate property, 
acquired by either spouse during marriage. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment permitting spouses to agree to convert 
separate property to community property. 

PROPOSITION NO. 16 
ON THE BALLOT 

HJR 71 - HJR 71 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow a county with 
a population of 50,000 or more, rather than 
30,000 or more, to be divided into four to 
eight justice of the peace and constable pre-
cincts. The amendment also would allow a 
county with a population between 18,000 and 
50,000 to have two to eight justice of the 
peace and constable precincts, rather than the 
current maximum of five precincts. Further-
more, the amendment would limit Randall 
County to not less than two and not more than 
six precincts. Finally, the amendment would 
set a minimum of four precincts for any 
county that as of November 2, 1999, is di-
vided into four or more precincts. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that certain counties shall 
be divided into a specific number of pre-
cincts." 

PROPOSITION NO. 17 

ON THE BALLOT 

FUR 58 - HJR 58 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would require the board 
of regents of the University of Texas System 
to manage investments of the permanent uni-
versity fund (PUF) according to the standards 
of a prudent investor. Generally, earnings 
from the PUF are distributed to the available 
university fund (AUF) and then ultimately 
distributed to the public university systems 
of Texas. Under the amendment, the amount 
distributed to the AUF would consist of dis-
tributions, as determined by the University 
of Texas System board of regents, from the 
total return on all investment assets of the 
PUF, instead of consisting only of the divi-
dends, interest, and other income of the PUF 
minus administrative expenses. The amend-
ment also would provide guidelines for mini-
mum and maximum amounts to be distrib-
uted to the AUF, and require that the board 
of regents manage distributions to the AUF 
in a warmer that will provide the AUF with a 
stable and predictable stream of annual dis-

tributions and maintain the purchasing power 
of the PUF investments and annual distribu-
tions to the AUF. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 

ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment relating to the investment of the per-
manent university fund and the distribution 
from the permanent university fund to the 
available university fund."
