Farm Tour 
Views Crops 
In Motley Co. 

Area farmers recently gath-

ered at test plots in the Folley 
Community to assess produc-
tion practices and potential 
yields for this years crops. The 

tour was hosted by Joe Edd and 
Kenneth Helms, and Ronald and 
Joe Ike Clay. Their cooperation 
with Motley CountyAgent Rocky 
Vinson allowed those that at-
tended to gain vital information 
in producing better peanut 
yields. 

Motley County peanut pro-
ducers did make excellentyields 
last year for the most part. This 
year however, estimates are 
slightly lower due in large part 
to the cold weather that the area 
experienced two weeks ago. 

According to records at the 
Motley County ASCS Office, 
1990 crops yielded an average of 
2,299 pounds to the acre. 

With just at 4,000 acres being 
planted annually now in Motley 
County, many producers feel this 
isnow their main cash crop. Most 
of these acres will benefit from 
4.5 million pounds at the quota 
market. It also shows that this 
area has the possibilities for fur-
ther crop diversification.

October 6-12 Na-
tional Fire Pre-
vention Week 

The week of October 6-12 is 
National Fire Prevention Week, a 
period set aside to focus on the need 

for fire prevention in the home, on 
the job and in our fields and forests. 

Forest and grass fires normally 

increase during the fall months, 
according to Bobby R. Young, head 
of the Texas Forest Service Fire 
Control De partm en t in Luficin. Most 
are caused by carelessness, as prop-
erty owners clear fall garden plots 

and burn trash, brush and fallen 
leaves. 

"Much vegetation, particularly 
grasses, will become dormant fol-

lowing the first hard frost," says 

Young. No longer able to take up 
soil moisture, this vegetation will 
dry out quickly during even short 

periods of dry, windy weather. To 
burn trash or debris around such 
vegetation without taking precau-
tions is just asking for trouble. Every 
year all too many people find out 
just how much trouble careless 
debris burning can be." 

Not all forest and grass fires start 
accidentally, however, some are 
deliberately set. Though the rea-
sons vary, the results are still the 

same. Resources are damaged or 
destroyed. Always report suspicious 
fire activity to the nearest law en-
forcement agency. 

When forest and fields burn out 

of control, everyone suffers. Wild-
life lose their homes, woodlands lose 

years of tree growth, and soils lose 
their protective covering of vegeta-
tion and leaf litter. With urban 
encroachment into wooded areas, 

wildfires increasingly threaten lives 

and high value property as well. 
Please help your local firefight-

ers protect your lives and property. 
Practice good fire prevention both 

indoors and out. It's far less expen-
sive to prevent fires than it is to 

replace property damaged or de-
stroyed by fire and some things 

just can't be replaced

Helpful Tips To 
Avoid The Flu 

Not much is more miserable than 
a case of the flu. The fever, head-
ache, cough and fatigue seem al-
most unbearable. The flu is caused 
by a virus for which there is little 
effective treatment. 

As with many other conditions, 
prevention is better than treatment. 
Flu shots are recommended yearly 
for people over 65 and for those with 
chronic illnesses such as emphy-
sema, heart disease, diabetes, 
asthma chronic bronchitis or kid-
ney disease. Also people who come, 
in contact with those in these high-
risk groups should be inoculated. 

A pneumonia vaccine (Pneu-
movax) has been recommed for 
patients with chronic health prob-
lems such as diabetes, heart die-
sease, lung disease and malignancy 
and for healthy individuals older 
than 50. Side effects are lilmited to 
minor discomfort at the injection 
site. A single vaccination should 
provide lifetime immunity. 

Those in high-risk groups should 
be vaccinated soon and certainly 
before Thanksgiving as two weeks 
are required before the shot can 
provide maximum protection.

Cotton farmers across the Texas 
High Plains, confronted with a late-
planted and late-developintg crop, 
may want to consider using a har-
vest - aid chemical to help induce 
boll opening before a killing freeze 
occurs, according to the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service. 

"Although not fully mature, some 
late set bolls could contribute to 
yield if the boll opening process is 
initiated or occurs before a hard 
freeze," said Dr. James Supak, Ex-
tension Service cotton agronomist. 

More than half the High Plains 
cotton crop was planted or replanted 
in June. Where moisture was gen-
erally adequate and insect damage 
minimal, the crop fruited up well 
and retained a relatively high per-
centage of bolls. 

Below average heat units in July 
and August, coupled with excessive 
rains and cool, cloudy conditions in 
September, further slowed crop 
development. Consequently, white 
blooms that occurred after mid-
August in the northern counties 
have a low probability of developing 
into mature bolls before a killing 
freeze. 

Still, those late set bolls may 
possibly contribute to yield if they 
begin to open before the freeze. 

If by early to mid-October, the 
crop has only small percentages of 
open bolls, and relatively large 
number of bolls at 5 and 6 nodes 
above the uppermost cracked boll 
that are still watery, then the har-
vest-aid chemical treatment may be

economically justified. 
If chemical application is decided 

upon, Supak suggested that treat-
ment be delayed until 14 to 20 days 
before the normal frost date. This 
will provide as much time as prac-
tical for boll development, and yet 
allow time for the harvest-aid 
treatment to initiate the boll open-
ing process. 

Immature bolls also can be forced 
to open through the use of a plant 
growth regulator called Prep. This 
chemical is a strong formulation of 
ethephon, which releases the plant 
hormone ethylene into the plant. 
Where natural aging isn't condi-
tioning the crop, Prep could possi-
bly be used to force opening of im-
mature bolls to avoid risk of their 
destruction by a hard, killing freeze. 

The use of Prep could save im-
mature bald. However, two factors 
need to be considered, including the 
crop yield potential and the number 

of bolls that are sufficiently high in 
moisture to be susceptible to freeze 
damage.
