HIGHWAY PATROL REPORT FOR 
MONTH OF MAY IN BRISCOE CO. 
The Texas Highway Patrol in-

"Horn flies irritate cattle by 
piercing the skin and sucking 
blood." Fighting the flies drains 
an animal's energy and interferes 

with feeding resting. The flies usu-
ally attack in the backs of animals 
and when the air is cool they often 
rest on the base of the horns. 

An animal may lose as much as 
half a pound a day during fly sea-
son. Milk production may be re-
duced as much as 20 percent. 

"A number of materials give 
good control of the horn fly. Ap-
proved insecticides include Cio-
drIn. coumaphos diox-
athion (deb:ay) and toxaphene. 
The key to effective horn fly con-
trol is for cattle owners in a com-
munity to band together in a 
spraying program. Then less spray-
ing of insecticides will be neces-
sary during the season. 

Insecticides can be applied in 
various ways and the method of 
application depends on the mater-
ial used. Effective methods of ap-
plication include spraying, dust-
ing, dripping, dust bags, hackrub-
hers and treated mineral or salt 
blocks Livestock owners should 
read the manufacturer's recom-
mendations before using a par-
ticular product. 

Horn flies reproduce rapidly so 
herds must be checked regularly 
to determine the need for addition-
al insecticide application. The flies
