Tennis prodigy Jennifer 
Capriati may have been in poseession of marijuana only once—but 
that all it took. The Cleveland Indian pitchers Steve Olin and Tim 
Crews may have been drinking only once—but it could have been 
the reason they lost their lives.

on the court and Mike in the casino (or on the golf course.) The sad 
thing is, though, that teens do have to separate the admirable part 
of an athlete and the "real" human being.

Men Still Required To Register with 
Selective Service 

Responding to a recent decision by the President, the U. S. House 
of Representatives voted on May 23 to continue the requirement 
for all men to register with Selective Service upon reaching age 18. 
The members considered a proposed amendment to the Defense 
Authorization Bill, H. R. 4301, that would have ended registration. 
The amendment was rejected 125 to 273. 

Five days before the vote, President Clinton notified Congress 
that continuing draft registration and providing funding to operate 
the Selective Service System is "essential to our national 
security." In letters to the leadership of the House and Senate on 
May 18, the President based his decision on a recently completed 
review of the program by a National Security Council Working 
group. He concluded that the Selective Service System and 
peacetime registration must be retained as a prudent military 
preparedness measure in an uncertain world, as a link between 
American society and the volunteer military, and as a symbol of 
national resolve. 

Although there has been no need to draft men for military service 
during the past 21 years, the nation has maintained the capability 
to reinstate a draft in a major crisis. Since July 1980, draft 
regristration has been an obligation of virtually every man, ages 
18 through 25. Federal law requires that every man must register 
within 30 days of his 18th birthday. Each man completes a short 
form to provide Selective Service with his name, date of birth, 
address, phone number and Social Security number. Registration 
froms are available at any post office. Most men also receive a 
registration reminder in the mail a few months before reaching age 
18, and they may use it to register by return mail. The Selective 
Service System has a telephone line dedicated to answering ques-
tions about registration: (708) 688-6888. 

Men who don't register are in violation of Federal law. Non-
registrants can be prosecuted and they are ineligible for Federal 
student financial aid, most Federal jobs and job training. The law 
applies to male immigrant aliens, 18 through 25 years old, as well 
as male citizens.

Information On 
Marijuana Sought 

Taken from Texas Panhandle Star 
In July Father Domingo Cas-

tillo was assigned to the Catholic 
Church in Memphis. 

Having grown up in Quitaque 
and going to Clarendon College for 
a year Father Castillo said he felt 
like he was coming home. He re-
ceived the rest of his secondary 
education at the College of Santa 
Fe and trained at the Oblate School 
of Theology in San Antonio. 

Prior to this assignment Father 
Domingo Castillo was in Dumas for 
two and one half years. 

'The Memphis church ministers 
to about 40 area families. 

"I have so many plane and hopes 
that I don't really know where to 
start talking about them," Father 
Castillo said. "But the biggest 
endeavoristomake Catholicaproud 
to be Catholics and to know the his-
tory of their church. If I can do that 
they will know where they came 
from and where they are going as 
Catholics." 

According to the Father, his 
leadership in the Memphis church 
will not lead to a "big shakeup." But 
he does have some definite changes 
in mind. 

"My biggest problem is getting 
people to come back to the church," 
the Father said. "For whatever 
reasoffiany Catholics in this area 
have FS*ri away from their church, 
I want to discover the reason for 
this and convince them to comeback 
to the church." 

He knows this will not happen 
overnight. 

"I'm figuring on a five-year plan 
of getting Catholics to come back. 
And it is important for them to know 
that it is 'their' church. Priests  

come and go, but the people will 
always be here. The people are the 
church." 

Father Castillo is proud of his 
Mexican, Italian and American In-
dian heritage and is interested in 
Indian art. Native American art 
objects from his collection decorate 
his home adjacent to the church in 
Memphis. Father Castillo is the son 
of Domingo Castillo who still re-
sides in Quitaque.

With marijuana use and con-
cealed growing operations on the 
rise, the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety Narcotics Service has 
established rewards for those pro-
viding information leading to the 
seizure of growing marijuana. 

A new toll free number will allow 
the public to call the authorities 
when operation of an indoor or out-
door growing site is suspected. 
Callers who identify themselves and 
the situation can receive a cash 
reward. 

Murray listed several things that 
may indicate an indoor growing 
operation: covered or blacked out 
windows; loud humming sounds 
(from fans or ballasts); a strong 
musty odor; large amounts of pot-
ting soil, containers, fertilizer, hoses, 
halide light system, and ballasts; 
use of guard dogs; or security sys-
tems. 

Many times marijuana is grown 
outdoors on public land. Indicators 
may be: large purchases of fertil-
izer, garden hoses, PVC pipe, and 
camouflage netting; 'No Trespass-
ing' or 'Keep Out' signs; guard dogs; 
unusual structures or items in 
remote forested areas (buckets, 
garden tools, fertilizer bags). 

"Marijuana growers can be dan-
gerous; investigations should be 
left to the law enforcem ent officers," 
Murray said. 

When a caller notifies the au-
thori ties, the exactlocation, address, 
landmarks, and whether persons or 
vehicles are in the area will assist 
the officers in their investigation.

The organization -SAPE" (formerly "The Soviet-American Penfriend 

Exchange" in New York) is looking for 100,000 Americans between the 
ages of 10 and 40 who would like to strike up a penpal friendship with 
someone in the former Soviet Union. Since its inception in 1989, SAPE has 

linked up more than 20,000 pairs of penpals. News of that success has 
spread via word-of-mouth all across the former Soviet republics. This has 

resulted in an avalanche of mail- more than 100,000 letters-which has 
completely overwhelmed the small group of volunteers who operate SAPE. 

Penpals are matched up on the basis of age, gender, choice of male or 
female penpal and, in the case of the small percentage who do not know 

English, common language. Because of the wide variety of mail, SAPE is 
usually able to fulfill rquests for penpals from a specific geographic are. 
Letters have arrived from every major city in the former USSR, as well as 
from remote Siberian villages.

"More than 100,000 Texas high 
school and junior high school stu-

dents statewide will pray around 

their schools' flagpoles September 

21 during the fifth annual See You 
at the Pole, said Chuck Flowers, 

youth associate in the Texas Bap-

tist Evangelism Division. 
"See You at the Pole is the 

world's largest simultaneous prayer
