From 1880 To 1929 

Over 4,000 orphaned, abandoned, 
homeless children were brought to 
Texas from New York City and 
Boston Orphanages from the mid-
1800s until as late as 1929. Reun-
ions of these children, now 70 and 
80 years old, are planned on Nov. 
28, 1990 at Odessa and Dec. 1 in 
Austin. 

These children were brought to 
Texas in groups accompanied by two 
adults and placed with new fami-
lies. Since the children came on 
trains, this era of Texas history is 
called the "Orphan Trains Era." 
During the 75 years of this mass 
movement of children in America at 
least 150,000 children were relo-
cated.
