To comply with the Worker 
Protection Standard (WPS), all 
ag workers and pesticide han-
dlers must be trained in pesti-
cide safety. The training must 
follow WPS guidelines and be 
conducted by a certified or li-
censed private applicator. A card 
will be issued to the employees 
to verify that they have been 
trained. The card is valid for 
five (5) years. 

Ag worker is anyone employed 
for any type of compensation and 
performs tasks related to the 
production of agricultural 
plants. This includes harvest-
ing, weeding, and watering.

Pesticide Training Set 
March 15 At Flomot 

Warned Of Nitrate 
To Protect Infants 

The Texas Natural Resource Commission has tested Turkey 
water samples, and found that Nitrate/Nitrite is 13.40 mg. This is 
a high enough level to cause concern among parents of very young 
infants. 

The Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission (TNRCC) 
sets drinking water standards and has determined that nitrate 
poses an acute health concern at certain levels of exposure. 
Nitrate is used in fertilizer and is found in sewage and wastes from 
human and/or farm animals and generally get into drinking water 
from those activities. Excessive levels of nitrate in drinking 
water have caused serious illness and sometimes death in 
infants under six months of age. The serious illness in infants 
is caused because nitrate is converted to Nitrite in the body. 
Nitrite interferes with the oxygen carrying capacity of the child's 
blood. This is an acute disease in that symptoms can develop 
rapidly in infants. In most cases, health deteriorates over a period 
of days.

The race will take place from 2:00 p.m. to 
5 p.m. Saturday, March 11, and from 8:00 a.m. to approximately
