Tax Collector-Assessor Albert 
Lovell this week asked tax pay­
ers not to Include poll tax pay­
ments with their regular tax re­
mittances since there Is some 
doubt as to the requirement for 
payment as a requisite for vot­
ing next year.

It all hinges on the November 
9 constitutional amendment 
election at which time the peo­
ple of Texas will decide whether 
or not to keep the poll tax. If 
the people vote to keep the tax, 
It will be required and must be 
paid before January 31. If the 
people decide to do away with 
the poll tax as a voting re­
quirement, a 25 cent registration 
fee will be the only financial re­
quirement.

There can be no refund of poll 
tax payments in the case the 
issue Is voted down, Mr. Lovell 
reported.

He said that the total valua­
tion of the county this year was 
$13,429,062.14 as compared with 
$11,906,876.93 last year. The 
county tax rate Is 80 cents on 
the $100 valuation, which is one 
of the lowest In the state. There

are only six counties in Texas 
with a lower rate. The State tax 
rate is 42 cents and the Road 
District No. 1 rate is 40 cents.
