WTU May Give
Refunds Here

West Texas Utilities Co.
customers may receive
refunds as well as slightly
lower fuel rates as early as
next month.

A tentative agreement was
reached this past week in
meetings with the Public
Utility Commission staff in
Austin, and the matter is ex-
pected to go before the Com-
mission July 26 for a final
order hearing. That would be
just in time for the refunds to
go on the August bills for all
of WTU's retail customers.

The full amount to be
refunded now stands at $17.6
million. This is an increase
of $3.9 million over the
amount in WTU’s original
request, which included only
fuel costs savings achieved
from August 1984 through
May 1985.

* The new figure includes
savings made in June and an
additional $2.3 million
representing a lump refund
of fuel costs savings balance,

plus interest, realized before
last August. Refund of those
total savings had begun in
mid-November and were
scheduled to be completed in
November, 1985.

WTU estimates that the
total refund now will result
in a $41 credit to the average
residential customer’s bill.
The refund is made possible
by WTU being able to spend
less for power plant boiler
fuel than was anticipated
when fuel cost factors were
set by the PUC last fall.

Former customers will not
receive refunds. The reason-
ing is that if the former
customers had been under-
charged for fuel, they could
not be billed in the future to
make up the difference.

Any refunds will vary with
the amount of electricity a
customer used during the
period from August 1984
through June 1985. Interest
will be included.

County Commissioners Request Loan For Deficit

Eastland County Commis-
sioners held lengthy sessions
in the Commissioners Cour-
troom on Monday, July 22.
Present were Commis-
sioners Richard Robinson,
Pct. 1; L.T. Owen, Pct. 3;
and C.B. Dill, Pct. 4. County
Judge Scott Bailey presided.
Commissioners Jack
Blackwell of Pct. 2 was ab-
sent due to illness.

Members of the news
media, county officials and
various other citizens filled
the Courtroom during the
morning. A number of those
returned during the after-
noon.

Numerous items of
business occupied the day -
some routine and some far
from ordinary. The (liscus-
sions were climaxed in the
afternoon by a decision to
pay bills owed by the
Sheriff's Department, along
with others from the cour-
thouse offices.

In order to take care of the
budget overrun, which in-
cluded a figure quoted as
‘‘around $11,000"" from
Sheriff's Department, the
County Commissioners re-
quested that Judge Scotl
Bailey attempted to secure a
loan from a Depository
Bank. This 1s expected to be
for around $60,000, and will
cover the current deficit as
well as possible overdrafts in
the near fulure.

Discussions on these mat-
ters opened shortly after 10
a.m., when Shefiff Don
Underwood spoke to the
group about certain ex-
penses in his department.

He first stated his
displeasure at articles which
had appeared in newspapers
recently - one dealing with
expenditures by a writer
which said that ‘‘Jail food,
medical expenses and travel
expenses have risen sharply
since the Sheriff took office
Jan 1Y

He indicated that only the
travel expenses had risen
sharply, due to inflation. The
others were not rising at a
higher rate than they had
been previously he stated.

He asked Viola Payne
where she got this informa-
tion, and she replied that it
came from the County
Auditor's office, where such
matters were of public
record.

He then brought out sheafs
of bills, apparently from the
previous administration
through the present time,
calling out totals and items
to show that his administra-
tion should not be singled out
for expenditures above the
previous administration.

One of his problems, he
said, was that his Fiscal
year began last Oct. 1, not
Jan. 1, and a lot of his budget
had been used before he took
office.

He went over various food

items, telling how
economical certain things
actually were. On the

seedless grapes and nec-
tarines - he said that he was
required to feed a certain
amount of fruit in order to
meel jail standards. Upon
questioning, he said that he
knew of no law against buy-

ing tobacco or “‘items which
the men should need" in the
jail.

“The auditor could have
called on this,”” he said.
“One phone call would have
straightened things out.”

He mentioned that such
items as sugar substitutes
and white pepper were fed
upon recommendation of a
doctor. Some of the inmates
are on special diets, and
there are several pregnant
women in jail.

“I will feed the way the
Jail Commission tells me
to," he said.

During the next part of the
agenda Mrs. Emma Morris,
County Auditor, arrived.
Bob Cashon, carrying a
briefcase, also came up to
the table, requesting time on
the Agenda.

He introduced himself as
“self-employed, a co-owner
of the I-20 Pawn Shop.” He
presented the Commis-
sioners with a copy of the
Budget, and questioned
them on a number of things.
Some concerned the labor on
road maintenance in rural
areas of the county, and
various technical matters on
the handling of county funds.
He said he had been check-
Ing county records.

He questioned the matter
of a Cat Loader out-of-
service to the county - equip-
ment last seen in Pct. 2. A
repair bill on this was also
involved.

The Commissioners
assured him that they were
very much aware of the pro-
blem, and had been attemp-

ing to solve it. Sheriff Don
Underwood had attempted to
locate the piece of
machinery.

Bob Cashon then began a
discussion with Emma Mor-
ris on the manner in which
county officials were paid.
He indicated that Sheriff
Don Underwood had been
cut short on his check for
January.

“The Sheriff's Administra-
tion is going to run out of
money before the year
ends,"” he said. ““There will
be a $564.40 deficit.

“If that's all, we'll be
downright lucky,” one Com-
missioner was heard to say.

The meeting then adjourn-
ed, to reconvene at 1:15 p.m.

In the afternoon meeting
the Sheriff told the Commis-
sioners that there were no
more funds for travel - that
he had alreay turned down
one Bench Warrant because
of lack of money.

“The little bit extra allow-
ed for groceries is all there
is,"" he said.

The Commissioners looked

down at the bills and
answered: ‘“It's not just
these we're worried about -
but asked where will three
more months take us.

A public hearing to raise
taxes was discussed.

“I like you, Don,"" Richard
Robinson aid, “‘and the peo-
ple want good law enforce-
ment. But I am not going to
sit up here and vote for a tax
increase for one depart-
ment."’

A discussion of borrowing
ensued, with the Commis-
sioners stated that some
cost-effective plan for law
enforcement (under current
guidelines) needed to be
worked out. After current
bills were approved, the plan
to seek a loan was finalized.
Extra money will be used
temporarily from salary
funds.

The meeting adjourned,
but Commissioners were re-
quested to be present at
another called meeting on
Thursday, Julu 24, at 10 a.m.
Further discussion is ex-
pected to center around

Texas Housing Agency Offers

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tudents Make Remarks On Recent Trip To Europe

- Editor’s Note: Fifteen

students and two chaperons
recently went to Europe.
They were asked to write in
their own words about the
trip.

On the morning of June 12,
1985, thirteen students from
Cisco and two students from
Littlefield embarked on the
most educational experience
of a lifetime - a twenty three
day tour of Europe. This trip
thrust us into history for a
first hand look at life and
cultures dating from the
days of the vast Roman Em-
pire to the present.

Our group landed at Lon-
don’s Gatwyk Airport about
8:00 a.m. and we were then
escorted to our hotel. After a
two night stay and seeing
everything from Buck-
ingham Palace to the World
famous Harrod’s Depart-
ment Store we were then off
to Canterbury to see the im-
posing cathedral which of-
fers new meaning to
Chaucer’s ‘‘Canterbury
Tales’’. We then crossed the
English Channel leaving the
White Cliffs of Dover behind
us.

From Calais, France, our
coach was waiting to take us
to Paris where our expert
guide introduced us to its
many wonders, including the
Eiffel Tower and the Louvre
Museum where we saw
I.eonardo Da Vinci’s famous
“Mona Lisa.” After a two
nights we headed through
the rolling French coun-
tryside to Burssels for a
brief visit to a lace factory
and a demostration of hand-
made crafts.

The next morning we
crossed the Dutch into 700
year old Amsterdam.
Aboard a glass topped canal
boat, we took a tour of the ci-
ty of bridges and then drove
to a quaint little village to
see one of the last remaining
operating windmills and a
craftsman making the fam-
ed wooden shoes which are
still used on the Dutch
farms.

The nexi day found us
crossing the Swiss border in-
to indescribable Lucern
where we saw the historic
[.ion monument and took an
excursion to the top of mount
Rigl. -

Switzerland’s magestic
Alpine beauty surrounded us
as we drove to tiny
Liechtenstein and then on to
Innsbruck, Austria, which 1s
famous for its crystal.

The next morning we were
off to Venice where we took a
gondola ride up one of the
many romantic canals. Then
we took a tour of St. Mark's
cathedral and the Doge's
Palace. We then continued to
drive through vineyards and
olive groves for our three
night stay in the Eternal Ci-
ty, Rome.

Once in Rome, our
sightseeing included the
Roaman Forum, the Col-
loseum, and of course, the
Vatican and St. Peter’s
Cathedral. Some of the
group took an optional ex-
cursion to see the splendor of
Pompeii. Then we were off to
Florence to visit a leather
factory and to see
Michelangelo’s' ‘‘David’’ in
the gallery of fine arts.

The next day began with a
climb to the top of the Lean-
ing Tower of Pisa, then on to
Gensa, one of Italy’s busiest
ports and birthplace of Col-
umbus.

The following day afforded
leisure time on the French
Riviera and Nice and
Monaco. Later we crossed
the Spanish border into
Barcelona where we saw the
Magestic Barcelona Spires
and then we were off to
Valencia for an overnight
stay before continuing into
Madrid.

Once in Madrid, our
sightseeing included a visit
to the Royal Palace and the
Prado Museum and then a
stroll along the crowded
streets to visit the many
shops.

The next morning after
saying our many goodbyes to
friends with whom we
shared this unforgettable ex-
perience, we drove to the air-
port for our return flight
home.

Red Cross Helps
In Beirut Crisis

The American Red Cross
participated in the release of
the hostages through the In-
ternational Committee of the
Red Cross (ICRC). One of
the ICRC delegates par-
ticipating in the role stated
“I want to make it clear that
the ICRC has never been in-
volved in negotiations con-
cerning liberations of
hostages before this inci-
dent. Our interest were out
of pursuing humanitarian
and transportation to Syria,
we played a technical role
only. Our role is to relieve
suffering. We are happy that
in this situation we were able
to relieve the suffering of in-
nocent people.”

During the night of 25-26,
the 37 hotages were visited in
Beirut by a doctor and a
delegate of the ICRC. The
three crew members of the
TWA Jetliner were also
visited in their aircraft. The
captors did not witness the
visits, and the hostages were
able to speak freely. These
visits were made in accor-
dance with the traditional

role of the International

Committee of the Red Cross,
which is to materially assist
detainees and by its
presence provide moral sup-
port.

The captors released one
of the hostages for medical
reasons as a direct result of
the ICRC’s visit. Messages
were written by the hostages
and relayed to the National
Headquarters of the
American Red Cross in
Washington, D.C. for
transmission to the families
of the hostages.

At the American Red
Cross National Head-
quarters an emergency task
force swung into action upon
the ICRC’s request that the
American Red Cross serve
as a conduit for messages
between the hostages and
the families. During the ex-
change all of the families of
the hostages were contacted
by the arc at least once.

Throughout the nation this
summer, Americans will
come in contact with the
American Red Cross
because of disasters or due
to personal problems. You
are encouraged to contribute
to the American Red Cross
so the obligations, as so
clearly are outlined by the
Act of Congress, will be
fulfilled on the same basis as
the service to the hostages -

" on a humanitarian basis. If

Kauai North Coast Is Much-Filmed Senic Paradise
e

On our last day on the out-
ter island of Kauai we ex-
perienced the two tourist
stops which are probably
most closely associated with
the Hawaiian Islands - the
Fern Grotto and the Hanalei
Coast of “South Pacific”
fame,

It was an all-day tour from
the ship and our guide, a
longtime narrator of
Hawaiian lore, gave us,
perhaps as we are doing,
more than we might really
want. Or, as Capt. Wu said
on that day: ‘‘Destiny is not
a matter of chance, it's a
matter of choice.”

For those planning to go,
we would join those who had
been and told us about
Hawaii: ‘‘It's more than
you've ever imagined,” but
maybe wouldn’t go quite as
far as the natives there who
put much legend in the crea-
tion of their beautiful state -

“In the beginning, God
created the world, and when
the waters receded from the
face of the earth, and the
land masses, the continents,
the subcontinents, the polar
caps the islands all emerg-
ed...

“THERE WAS NO
HAWAII.

“But He built into the
earth, tremendous internal
forces which thousands of
years after creation, and
millions of years ago, ex-
ploded through the ocean
floor to build a sprawling
undersea mountainrange.
Some of these volcano-
spewed masses were S0
towering, they exceeded the
13,000 foot depth of the ocean
and reached above the only
wind-curved waves of the
Pacific, and continued to
climb towards the skies and
sun...latitude 22 north,
longitude 158 west, where
nothing had been, there
came to be an archipelago. A
curving necklace of islands
that, upon the quieting of
their volcanic furies, grew
rich green mantles to cloak
their majestic, sharply-
etched spires — and then
there were Niihau, Kauai,
Oahu, Molokai, Lanai, Maui
and Hawaii — the Hawaiian
Islands.”

Today some four million
visitors fall under the spell of
Hawaii each year. The
mystique has spread far nur-
tured by images of brilliant
sunsets and grass-skirted
maidens. Historians have
not pinpointed the exact date
when the first sea voyagers
rode in with the surf and
decided to settle the islands.
Most agree, that the earliest
Hawaiians originated from
the Marquesas. Here,
Polynesian navigators sailed
across the vast Pacific
Ocean using as charts only
the star-flecked skies, the
ocean currents and the
movements of the birds and
clouds. They belonged to a
sea-going race with origins
in the Indo-Mayasian Straits
of Southeast Asia. These peo-
ple are found across the ex-
panse of the Pacific as far as

‘&

Easter Island, and westward
to Madagascar on the
eastern coast of Africa.
Their story is still being piec-
ed together through the com-
mon languages, ar-
chaeological findings,
legends and songs.

It is through such surviv-
ing stories that Hawaiians
trace their closest ancestors
— the people of Tahiti. Why
the Tahitians left their lush
home land to find a new land
is a subject of much specula-
tion, but it is certain that
they plied sturdy double-
hulled canoes between the
two archipelagos, carrying
with them coconuts, taro,
medicianal plants and
animals until Hawaii
became hospitable enough to
sustain life.

Our morning excursion
proved that the modern
Hawaiian is hospitable - and
well-versed in dealing with
the influx of visitors, down
this year by some ten per-
cent because of the United
airlines strike. At the Wailua
River we were among about
a dozen who boarded a river-
boat built to haul 50, and
chugged up-river to the Fern
Grotto. This bit of Hawaii is
so well known that it hardly
needs describing. Suffice it
to say, you walk through a
manicured park up into an
open cave in a cliff edge
which is literally grown-over
with rich ferns and vegeta-
tion, water dripping from
springs high above. Once
under the canopy of the
ledge, the visitors are
seranaded by the enter-
tainers with the traditional
Hawaiian song — ‘‘This is the
Moment...”” And then on the
boat ride back, the guides
sing and dance and play
their ukes, all in perfect har-
mony with keeping the
tourists happy and busy.

The tour took us through
the coconut grove area to the
Opaekaa Falls and then back
to the quaint town of
Nawiliwili (where our ship
was docked) and on toward
the Hanalei Coast.

Lunch was at an exclusive
golf resort on the coast, with
beautiful views of the moun-
tains and our afternoon tour
took us to the Hanalei Valley
Lookout with spectacular
views of the beach area that
has been the setting for
many television shows
(Fantasy Island) and
movies, inc'uding the fabel-
ed film, “South Pacific”,
based on Michener’s book
with words and music by
Rodgers and Hammerstein.
You might guess that I'd
picked the wrong peak as be-
ing the one they'd used for
the beautiful Bali Hai se-
quence. We saw the ruins of
what was once the Planta-
tion Hotel, which was also
settings for many of the
scenes in the movie.

“The Thorn Birds'" was
also filmed in this area.

This was a highlight.

Some of us had grumbled
to our tourguide about her
lack of descriptive informa-
tion and too much personal

background, and she at-
tempted to close out the day
with some up-close observa-
tions. She took us by her
home which is about a block
from the beach and showed
us where her children had
grown up playing in the surf,
protected by a natural reef
of corral.

From one lookout point,
we saw the unusual sight of
taro fields, which are grown
much like rice in flooded
fields. The entire north
(windward) side of the
island is spotted with
beautiful beaches, but is not
recommended for swimming
because of the treacherous
currents.

It was a fitting close to the
Garden Isle.

One number is 6,984.

That's how many more
cases of child abuse in Texas
that were reported in 1984
than in 1983.

Those figures are from the
Texas Department of
Human Resources.

Eastland County is in
Region 04 of the Texas DHR,
and 2,247 of those confirmed
instances of child neglect
and abuse happened in
Region 04 which is compris-
ed of 43 counties.

Only 138 of the reported
problems can be discredited
to Eastland County.

“Only 138" does not mean
our county record is all that
bright and shining. Given
human nature with man'’s
tendency to explore mind-
altering substances, some
child abuse, self abuse and
parent abuse come under
“Inevitable.”

curate. How many potential
cases were unreported? Of
the 43 counties in Region 04,
sixteen of them have no child
welfare board. That’s over a
third of the counties not in-
cluded in that 2,247 figure.
Eastland County’s six per
cent is higher for a true
figure.

Figures are impersonal,
and as you can see, often
misleading. I give you a 6%
and almost at once tell you
it's wrong.

Unless you are a CPA at
heart, you are going to have
to translate those 138
Eastland County youngsters
into blondes, red-heads, and
brunettes. You're going to
have to visualize big blue,
melting brown, and misty
gray eyes. That 138
represents cuddly fat babies,
inquisitive toddlers, and
energetic school-agers-all of
whom can just as easily be
malnourished, repressed

‘and no one wants to be

caught in it. Life would be
much simplier if choices
were clear cut on what is
deliberate harm and what is
accidental.

Parents are defensive
about children and the right
to do as they wish with their
own children. But
humanitarian rights trans-
cend those of the family. The
child often is the last one to
rely on for factual informa-
tion, so he can’t protect
himself.

When a child suspects
disapproval, he is likely to
deny that anything is wrong,
or he will agree that the leg
bruise he got from tripping
on a curb is from a belt. Most
children learn quickly that
life is more pleasant when
adults hear what they want
(expect) to hear. The child
obliges.

Neglect is as much abuse

complicates matters for
observers. The kid in cut-offs
wading in a mud puddle may
be better cared for than the
one In a swimsuit in a
private pool.

“Hugs and Kisses’ aren’t
just for closing a letter to
your sweetie-pie. They make
up for a lot of dollars and
cents while growing up.
They also make it difficult to
distinguish between actual
neglect and mere lack of
possessions.

Identifiable signs of child
abusé are shaking, beating,
burning and/or inadequate
food. Yelling, teasing and
name-calling are verbal
abuse. Unfortunately, this is
not often recognized as
abuse by people whon wanld

recoil in disgust at physical-
ly mistreating a child.

Emotional abuse is most
often found where the abuser
in “‘doing his duty.” Patent
leather slippers or cowboy
boots do not have the same
effect as hugs, Kkisses,
reading 'a book or play
“Fish.”

Sexual abuse probably
does the greatest immediate
and long-term harm. This
topic has been secretive so
long that increase in
numbers of cases reported
may not mean an actual rise
in incidents but only more of
such incidents reported.

This is a very sketchy
report, but it will be enlarg-
ed. Keep in touch.
