It served as 
headquarters for the collection and rendition of taxes for the Cisco 
Public Schools and Cisco Junior College for some 60 years. 

Cisco school and college tax collection work was taken over July 1 by 
the Eastland County Appraisal Office on the second floor of the cour-
thouse in Eastland, and henceforth Cisco taxpayers will be obliged to go 
there when they have business with the collector of local school taxes. 

Records of the tax office were moved last weekend to Eastland under 
the supervision of Director Steve Thomas of the Appraisal office. Mrs. 
Betty Wiggins, who had served as local school tax collector for some 
three years, became unemployed. 

Old-timers recalled that it was in the mid-1920s that the school system 
obtained the building as their downtown office and tax center. Tax col-
lectors serving there over the years included the late Frank Walker, the 
late Clyde Karkalits, the late Stanley Webb and Jammie Fry. 

Dr. Allen McGinness, president of the board of trustees of the Cisco 
Public Schools, said the savings to the schools would be substantial by 
closing the office and turning collections over to the county office. This 
plan, he added, will eventually be the same all over the state with the 
county office handling collections as well as renditions.

I would like to take this op-
portunity, with "tongue in 
cheek" and in capsule form, 
to give you an idea of some of 
the more ununsual aspects of 
the 69th Legislative Session 
as they affect you.

"Teacher tests called 

discriminatory" was a 
headline that caught my eye 
in Tuesday's (26) FORT 
WORTH 	STAR 
TELEGRAM. Sub-headed 
"Minorities must overcome 
such barriers, educators tell 
NAACP," the article was 
written by Lawrence E. 
Young and date-lined Dallas. 

My anger is directed 
toward those persons, black, 
white, or pea-green, who 
think "competency testing a 
form of racial discrimina-
tion." That quotes Asa 
Hilliard, a professor from 
Georgia State University. 

Strike out "racial," and I 
will plead for such 
discrimination on behalf of 
every child enrolled in 
school now-or ever. 

Remember this "no pass-
no play" ploy we've dealt 
with this past school year? 
What's wrong with applying 
that to teachers? 

Sure, some black teachers 
will get wiped out. So will a 
lot of white ones if we're go-
ing to play this game with 
color tiles. 

The efficient white, black, 
brown, yellow, and "other" 
teachers I have known won't 
be bothered by the tests any 
more than the students who 
use that muscle between 
their ears are bothered by 
"no pass-no play." 

I don't like the way this 
seems to take for granted the 
idea that minorities can't 
learn as well as majorities. 
They may not do it, but I 
don't believe it's just a guess 
that "will not" is the key to 
non-learning more often 
than "can not." 

It was stated by Barnette 
Joiner, dean of the school of 
ectucatin of Grambling State 
University in Louisiana, that 
"the ethnic composition of 
the national teaching force 
will drastically change 
unless minorities devise 
strategies to live with com-
petency testing." 

That blew it for me. 
What in blueblazes is 

wrong with studying? 
"Devise strategies" 

sounds like making copies of 
a swiped test to pass it 
around or getting the pro-
fessor stoned in order to app-
ly a little pressure. 

Judging from his wife of 
pronouns, Joiner is black. If 
he really believes "black 
people can do anything," 
why does he say, "...we must 
devise strategies to over-
come the discriminatory 
barriers?"

OCEANIC 	IN- 

DEPENDENCE operated 

service from Hong Kong, 
South Africa, and South 

America with limited suc-

cess. During 1975, she also 
assisted with the repatria- 
tion of Portuguese nationals 

from their former colonies of 

Angola and Mozambique. 
In 1979, the IN-

DEPENDENCE was ac-

quired by American Global 

Lines of New York, and on 

June 21, 1980, she was rein-
troduced to passenger cruis-

ing under the U.S. flag. 

She began operating week-

ly 7-day cruises by American 
Hawaii Cruises among the 

Hawaiian Islands from 

Honolulu. 

Her sister, the CONSTITU-

TION, joined her in the new 

Hawaiian service on June 6, 

1982, after having been com-

pletely redecorated and out-

fitted. 

The CONSTITUTION was 

re-christened by Her Serene 

Highness Princess Grace of 
Monaco on April 20, 1982. 

The CONSTITUTION is the 

first and only American flag 

vessel to ever receive royal 

sponsorship. 

The ship reportedly cost 

$25 million in '51, which 

could mean as much as $125 
million in today's dollars.

Today's passengers can still 

feel this historical mystique 
that remains from the ;hips' 

Trans-Atlantic days. 
Due to decreasing 

numbers of passengers 
crossing the Atlantic by ship, 

with the airplane taking 

over, American Export 

Isbrandtsen Lines ended 

regular Trans-Atlantic ser-

vice in 1967. The firm at-

tempted Caribbean Cruises 
under the management of 

Diner's Club International 

with special low rates aimed 

at economically-minded 

passengers. To start this 

new service, the IN-

DEPENDENCE was re-

painted (in 1968) yellow with 

a large orange sunburst on 

the sides to make her 

"noticeable" and look "with 

it!" Diner's Club offered 

three restaurants, each with 

different menus and price 

ranges with a "Pay As You 

Eat" policy. 

The former Tourist and 

Cabin Class restrictions 

were no longer used as the 

ship was now open class.

A little geography might 
be in order. It helped us 

understand Hawaii better. 

The eight islands in the Mid-

Pacific make up the State of 
Hawaii which achieved 

statehood in 1959. 

The better-known points 
( Waikiki, Pearl Harbor, 

etc.) are on the island of 

Oahu, where Honolulu is the 

state capital. Most tours and 
first-time tourists come first 

to Oahu, where they either 

spend the entire time or 

brach off to the other islands 

which are reached by air, ex-

cept for the cruise system 
which we were on. 

Seven of these are in-
habited; the eighth, 

Kahoolawe, is used by the 

navy for bombing and gun-
nery practice. 

Maui is the second largest 

island. It contains some of 

the state's most magnificent 

beaches, a variety of resort 

areas, a refurbished whaling 

port, and the vast, colorful 

crater of dormant 

Haleakala. 
West and northwest of 

Maui, the islands of Lanai 

and Molokai are quiet and 
still 	comparatively 

undeveloped. Much of Lanai 

is planted to pineapple: 

Molokai is largely ranch 

land. 
Westernmost of the main 

islands are Kauai and 

Niihau. Kauai is a mixture of 

sugarcane fields, resort 

areas, home and ranches. 

Lush vegetation blankets its 

mountains. Tiny Niihau is 
privately owned and can be 

visited only by invitation. 
Stretching beyond Niihau 

he a series of tiny islets and 

atolls officially named the 

Northwestern Hawaiian 

Islands. Military installa-

tions on Midway and Kure 

and small wildlife facilities 

are the only marks of habita-
tion. 

• Molokai — the friendly isle, 

26 miles from Honolulu and a 

popular weekend destina-

tions for residents there. 

Fifth largest, Molokai is 
shoe-shaped, 37 miles long 

and 10 miles wide.

' This American "Club-like" 

a atmosphere gave the ships 

their uncommon feeling of 

modern comfort at sea. This 

smart appearance must 

have been bold for 1951 when 

compared to European ships 

then sailing! They were suc-

cessful and popular, offering 

an American alternative 

sailing to Europe on the 

"Sune Lane" route. The 

traveling public was pleased 

with having a choice to "sail 

American" on their own 

ships. It is difficult to im-

agine how modern these 

ships were for 1951, as we 

are now used to such conve-

niences on all ships. The IN-

DEPENDENCE and CON- 
STITUTION were the 

world's first passenger 

liners to be fully air- 

conditioned. Even into the 
60's many ships still only of- 

fer air conditioning in their 

public rooms. Three classes 

of serve offered passengers 

sailed around this island 

Sunday. 

Lanai—sixth in size, 17 
miles long and 13 miles wide. 

Population, 2,100; some 445 

work for the pineapple com-
pany which has more than 

12,000 acres in production —

with 78,000 additional acres 

of wide-open space. The 

island has only one hotel, an 

11-room. We were told that 

they are trying to maintain 

the original (before 

statehood, etc.) way of life 

here. 

(Safety Note: On sailing 

Sunday, among other things, 
the ship had a fire and 

lifeboat drill, which included 

everything up to doning 

lifeVests and lowering of 

lifeboats, but not actually 

getting into them. American 

Hawaii Cruises stresses 

safety.) 

Monday found us docked 

at Kahului, Maui, and Capt. 

Harry T.Y. Wu's daily 

newspaper quote of the day: 

"A friend is a present you 

give yourself". 

Maui, the second largest, 

has a land area of 728 miles 

and like Oahu was formed 

from two shield volcanoes 

and a connecting plateau. 

Lava flows from the two 

volcanoes met to form the 

islandd's isthumus. Popula-

tion is...eoliCentrated at 
Kahului and Wailuku. Tours 

offered on Maui include: lao 

Valley--Lahania--

Kaanapalo; Hana Drive; 

Iahaina—Kaanapali Shuttle; 

Haleakala 	Crater; 
helicopter to Molokai;; 

Parasailing; horseback 

and/or _bicycle rides. 

We opted for the Lahania 

shuttle which took us to the L, 

historic town, once the 

capital of old Hawaii and the 

center of its whaling activi-

ty. We rode up to see the 

Royal Lahanina Hotel and 

the magnificent Kaanapali 

Beach where luxury resort 

hotels abound. We declined 

the Sugar Cane Train ride, 

but did a lot of souvenir shop-

ping in the most unique 

waterfront shopping centers, 

and witnessed the weigh-in 

of a 150 pound marlin on the 

docks where an antique 

whaling vessel was also 
museumed. 

A day on Maui prompted 
us to think that if, maybe we 

were ever to come back to 

Hawaii and could only 

choose one island: this might 
be it. Many visitors do just 
that.

July 15 is the final planting 
date for insured fall 
southwest spanish peanuts in 
Eastland County, Texas, ac-
cording to Ardell Kalmbach, 
District Representative for 
the Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (FCIC). 

Insured peanuts planted 
by July 15 must be reported 
by July 31 in order to receive 
full crop insurance 
coverage. The acreage 
report reflects the actual 
acreage planted and 
reported by the farmer. 

In order to provide some 
flexibility on planting dates, 
a late planting option may be 
exercised by farmers who 
find themselves unable to 
plant their crops on time due 
to adverse weather. The late 
planting option provides in-
surance coverage for the 
late planted crop, but at a 
lower guarantee. 

For insured farmers, 
"Entering into the late plan-
ting option is not 
automatic," Kalmbach said. 
"Farmers wishing to use the 
late planting option must 
sign an agreement prior to 
the final planting date in 
order to have coverage 
under the late planting op-
tion." 

"Increasingly, our insured 
producers are discovering 
that with yield guarantees 
which reflect production 
capability, crop insurance 
establishes a farm income 
floor. Thus, cash flow and 
the ability to repay a loan 
can be more accurately pro- 
jected," 	explained 
Kalmbach. 

Farmers wishing to 
discuss local conditions that 
may reflect planting should 
contact their local, authoriz-
ed crop insurance agent. 

COLLEGE STATION--
Because of a record peanut 
crop last year that pushed 
stocks to huge levels, U.S. 
farmers likely will keep 1985 
plantings within their 
allocated quotas. 

Peanuts are the only crop 
grown under government 
quotas, which are designed 
mainly to control production 
and maintain price, points 
out Johnny Feagan, 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M 
University System. Quota 
peanuts are supported by a 
government loan rate, which 
is $559 a ton for 1985 basis 
grade peanuts, up $9 from 
last year. 

Farmers may plant addi-
tional acres of peanuts, but 
these are supported by a 
government loan rate of only 
$148 per ton to discourage 
production. That rate was 
$185 per ton last year. Addi-
tional peanuts designated for 
edible use in the export 
market only are supported 
by a loan rate of $425 per ton, 
the same as in 1984, notes 
Feagan. 

Peanut shellers, crushers 
and processors are showing 
little interest in contracting 
for additional peanuts this 
year, the economist points 
out, so farmers need to look 
closely at the risk of planting 
non-quota peanuts. Feagan 
expects this situation to 
result in an overall decrease 
in U.S. peanut acreage. 

Texas farmers will likely 
plant from 220,000 to 240,000 
acres of peanuts this year, 
about 90 percent of their 
allocated quota. Other 
peanut-producing states also 
will average about 90 per-
cent of their quota. 

With rising production 
costs and declining loan 
rates for additional peanuts, 
farmers need to have a con-

Back to 
our worms. Color can be im-
portant even in night fishing. 
At present blue and white, 
black and green, purple, and 
red are producing some ac-
tion on Leon. When working 
these baits, slow is the key. 
Make only short hops or 
simply slowly reel your 
worm along bottom. 

Another popular bait in the 
dark is the copper bladed 
spinner bait. These spinners 
will create maximum vibra-
tions in the water which will 
enable Mr. Bass to better 
zero in on its prey.
