WHEAT HOPES
LOST AS DUST
STORM HITS

PROPER SOIL
SEENASEND
OF BIG BLOW

WASHINGTON, April 10 — Ad-
vice on how to stop dust storms was
published recently in a Department
of Agriculture bulletin. The advice
was given by Dr. Charles E. Kellogg,
acting chief of the soil survey of
the Bureau of Chemistry and Soils,
who observed last summer’s disas-
trous dust storm.

Dr. Kellogg emphasized that
“some soils are far more subject to
blowing than others and sald “this
fact is the key to the problem”

The solution lies in devoting o
pasture and sod crops those soils
most subject to blowing, he explain-
ed, together with effective tillage
methods on the lands less vulner-
able to wind.

He recommended use of special”
type plows and cultivators, the
planting of shelter bels, more care-
fully planned crop rotation and het-~
ter control of grazing. )

“By taking advantage of known
facts,” the bulletin said, “the use
of land in the general region ordi-
narily subject to soil blowing can
be so arranged that those soils most;
likely to blow may be devoted to
pasture and sod = crops = without
greatly influencing the total per-
centage of the various crops.”

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Newspapers As Educators

My, Burton, president of the University of Chicago, once |
said that “newspapers and universities, in the true sense of |

the word, are both educational institutions.” He adds:

“Both are dealers in knowledge, the newspapers confin-
ing itzelf to current history, which te the university is only
a small fraction of the knowledge of one of its departments.”

1t must be that Dr. Burton didn’t read the papers very
cavefully, or he would hardly assign them so small a part in
the educational field.

News is very properly ealled “enrrent history;” but
where is the paper today that confines itself to news? The
news columns themselves extend to ever widening spheres of
life and knowledge, as men’s interests broaden. And there is
more space devoted in the average paper to features and de-
partments than to regularly classified news. A great deal of
this matter is genuinely educational.

Jt-is from the newspaper rather than the university that
the big majority of people nowadays get their education, and
the educational facilities thus offered them, for almost noth-
ing and in a form that they can assimilate quickly and easily,
are increasing all the time.

It might be that a young person reading half a
good newspapers regularly and thoroughly for four years
would have a more valuable stock of knowledge than the
average college graduate, even though he would miss some of
the specialized knowledge and mental discipline that the eol-
leg® man ig supposed to get.,

Hidden in Lumber Room

It was recently discovered among
rubbish in a lumber room of the
ancient Imperial Palace of Vienna.

Under a coat of grayish paint
the criginal resplendent colors were
found intact.

The altar represents a crucifixion
with more than a hundred figures
all most remarkable for their indi-
vidual charcterization.

The figure of Christ, in its atti-
‘ude of complete resignation be-
tween the writhing bodies of the two
thicves, is particularly striking.

Among the crowds, assembled
vnder the cross, a group of Phar-
iseans, the weeping holy women and
mercenaries, pulling faces at them,
are especially ful! of life.

The author of this master piece
‘s unknewn; but experts believe that
three lower-Austrian artists colla-
korated.

1ine is at least 300 years older than
Dir. Gulllotin, the French physician,
from whom the murderous machine
derived its name, it is revealed here
in an early Austrian painting, now
on exhibit.

The inventor of the modern guil-
lotine was not Guillotin, but anoth-
¢r French physician named Dr.
Iouis. From 1789 to 1793 the ma-
chine was popularly called “Louiset-
te” after! its inventor, Thereafter
it assumed the name of “zulllotine"
beeause upon the suggestion of
Guilletin the National Assembly had
abelished ax and sword as Instru-
ments of beheading.

Beheading Machine

As far back as the 15th Century
o keheading machine was in use in
Scuthern Germany. This is shown
by an ancient painting, which is
cne of the flnest specimens of an
cxhibltion of early Austrian Gothic
paintinge, organized in March by
the Vienna Art Museum.

The painting, by the “master of
the Ambach monastery,” who died
about 1490, represents a beheading
