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HISTORY OF CALLAHAN C O lim
Ah C ompiled l<rom The Records bv 8. E. Settle

ARTK’ LK II

First Record Himk*
Aa already mentioned in the first 

article, the initial meet.ng of the Com­
missioners Court was held July .HOth, 
1877, at Callahan City and its second 
4e««ion was convened at Belle Plaint 
.August 13lh and Nth, among the rou­
tine of business transacted, appears 
*he following order*

“ Ordered 1st,—Ordered by the Court 
'hat J. R. Brown and Jno. Mercnant, | 
be authonievl, (to) order Books and 
SUlionery and Blanks for Callahan 
County and make purchases of same I 
This (?*minitte* •■iniM'sed of the! 
County Judge and Preecinct Com­
missioner, purcha.*ted the necessary 
record books, stationery, etc, from Van 
Beek, Barnard A Tisdale, of St. Ix>uis;! 
and apparently a 'I’lme Warrant w*as * 
ssued for payment of the account, **r 
it may have run as an open account, 
for about a year later, this Company 
was allowed the sum of $‘105.55 and 
interest, which no doubt was to set­
tle vs’ith it for the books purchased 
by the Committee.

Among the various items of County 
Records provided at the beginning, 
some are rather unique, and in order 
to mention the latter, will give the 
list: I

DsmmI Recortls, Volume A, B, and C. 
Fnm the manner of transcription.-1 
of instruments, and the varied styles | 
>f penmanship, one would infer that 1 
these three Record Books were laaeo 
to the Counties of Eastland, Palo Pin­
to, etc, and the Clerks transcribed in­
to them such instruments as affected 
the titles in Callahan c’ouiuy. Uiiier 
books are: File Registers; Bills ot 
Sale Record Minutes ofCommissioners 
i ’̂ r t ;  Civil Minutes Book; Criminal 
Minutes Books; Execution Dockets; 
Chattel Mortgage Record; Real Es­
tate Mortgage Lien Records; Civil 
and Criminal Dockets; Estray Record; 
Mark and Brands Records; Survey­
or’s Records; Asseaaor’a Books; She­
riff and Tax Collector’s Records, and 
Marriage Record; Inspector’s and 
Lands' Records. All of these records 
were beautifully bound in leather, 
though they are minature in size as 
compared to the present day similar 
records, and now after nearly fifty 
years of service are in a splendid state 
of preservation.

However, prior to the above pur­
chase of records, certain books neces­
sary to starting o ff the administra­
tion offices were purchased by the 
officers individually, as perhaps ap­
pears from this order: "December
10” , 1877, Ordered 4th, By the Court 
that R. Alien A Sons, be allowed the 
sum of Eleven iKillars and eighty- 
five cents for stationery”. There is 
no way of ascertaining just what may 
nave been included in the above ac­
count, but very likely it was pay­
ment for the first books, etc.

Now for the * unique records, and 
CUee.": The first records book used 
as Commissioners’ Minutes is a small 
marble-colored paste board bound vol­
ume, 8 by 12 inches, containing 300 
pages, and costing about $1.60, and 
the first Real Estate or Mortgage Re­
cord is labeled ’’Book No. B-1, Mort­
gages Contracts” , of the same type, 
but being a little smaller, contining 
only 200 pages, and bearing a cost 
mark ” 1.00” . i his being used for re­
cording Civil L:en involved in law­
suits, and other classes of martgug*.' 
liens. And the register of Physicians 
License was even smaller than the 
latter.

But among the original Archives 
of the County R*.>c*>rds, are two files, 
n*)W cunsulered us “ relics” ,—two ci­
gar boxes, U8c<i for filing papers, and 
documents in County Court cases.; 
They are 3x6*4 by 11 V» inches, on*?̂  
being labele*!: “Civil County Court, 
Nos. 7-8-0” ; the other, “Criminal 
County Court, Nos. 21, 24, 25, 2G, '27. 
These box-files were used no doubt 
Tempoiury Court Houses **nd then 
Baird when the County Seat was 
moved here in 1883, and stored in the 
temporary court house and then 
moved into each of the succeeding two 
Court Houses, in 1885, and 1900, and 
to the present building in 1929. And 
still another unique feature is that 
they contain the documents origina­
lly placed in them for safe keeping, 
perhaps fifty  years ago. In the Clerk’s ' 
office is the Hide and Animal Inspe;-' 
tor’s Seal, perhaps the only one ever, 
fufrehaser, and if so it is a "souve- j 
Air” bearing a history of more than 
lialf a century. Much more could be 
written about other things, but let  ̂
us pass to a contract or agreement, 
relating to locating the first County 
Seat.

In the “ Mortgages Contracts. Bi>ok 
B-1” , above me*'ri®*'® »̂ *̂ * **
.recorded an agreement or proposal 
offered to the County of Callahan, ns 
an Inducement to the cHiteiia to cast  ̂
their votes as choice of Belle Plain 
for the Permanent County Seat, andj 
M it contains an expreesion of inter­
est on behalf of Merchant, McCoy 
4 Co., merehantc of that city, it is

given in full as follows:
’The State of Texas,
County of Callahan. Know all men 

by these presents, that wa John D. 
Meirhant, C. W. Merchant and Jas­
per .McCoy hereinafter to be styled 
Merchant McCoy and (!u. of the Town 
of Belle Plafn County and State a f­
oresaid in view of the approaching 
election to be held Oct. L’lth, 1877, to 
locate the County Site of said County, 
the said firm as aforesaid being de- 
sirious to locate said seat upon their

First Record Hooks
A » already mentioned in the first 

article, the initial meet.ng of the ('om-

it may have run as an open account, 
for about a year later, this Company 
was allowed the sum of $.303.,S6 and 
interest, which no doubt was to set­
tle with it for the books purchased 
by the Committee.

Among the various items of County 
Records provided at the beginning, 
some are rather unique, and in order 
to mention the latter, will give the 
list:

Deed Records. Volume A, B, and C. 
Fr»m the manner of transcription 
of instruments, and the varied style- ■ 
it  penmanship, one would infer that 
these three Record Books were laken 
to the Counties of Eastland, Fain Fin- ̂ 
to, etc, and the Clerks transcribed in- ■ 
to them such instruments as affected 
the titles in ■ allahan Couiuy. Oiiier 
books are: File Registers; Bills ot | 
Sale Record Minutes ofCommissioners 
i!ourt; Civil Minutes Book; Criminal’ 
Minutes Books; KxMUtion Dockets; 
Chattel Mortgage Record; Real Es­
tate .Mortgage Lien Records; Civil 
and Criminal Dockets; Flstray Record; 
Mark and Brands Records; Survey­
or’s Records; Assessor’s Books; She­
riff and Tax Collector’s Records, and 
Marriage Record; Inspector’s and 
Lands’ Records. All of these records 
were beautifully bound in leather, 
though they are minature in sixe as 
compared to the present day similar 
records, and now after nearly fifty 
years of service are in a splendid state 
of preservation.

However, prior to the above pur­
chase of r-curds, certain books neces­
sary to starting o ff the administra­
tion offlce^ were purchased by the 
officers individually, as perhaps ap­
pears from this order: “ December
10’’, 1877, Ordered 4th, By the Court 
that K. Allen ft Sons, he allowed the 
sum of Eleven Dollars and eighty- 
five cents for stationery’’. There is 
no way of ascertaining just what may 
nave been included in the above ac­
count, but very likely it was pay­
ment for the first books, etc.

Now for the * unique records, and 
files.’’ : The first records book used 
as Commissioners’ Minutes is a small 
marble-colored paste board bound vol­
ume, 8 by IJ inches, containing 300 
pages, and costing about $1.30, and 
the first Real Estate or Mortgage Re­
cord IS labeled “ Book No. B-1, Mort­
gages Contracts’’, of the same type, 
but being a little smaller, contining 
only 200 pages, and bearing a cost 
mark ” 1.00’’. 1 his being u.sed for re­
cording Civil L;en involved in law­
suits. and other classes of martgage 
liens. And the register of Fhysiciann 
License was even smaller than the 
latter.

But among the original Archives 
of the County Rwords, are two file.s, 
now con.-iuiered a.s “ relics",- -two ci­
gar boxes, used fur filing papers, and 
documents in County Court cases. 
They are 3x3** by 11 A* inche.s, one 
being labeloil; “Civil County Court, 
Nos. 7-8-y” ; the other, “Criminal' 
County Court, Nos. 21, 24, 25, 20, *27. 
These box-files were used no doubt 
Temporary Court lluustv and then 
Baird when the County Seat was 
moved hert* in 1883, and stored in the 
temporary court house and then 
moved into each of the succeeding tw.i 
Court Houses, in 1886, and 1900, and 
to the present building in 1929. And 
still another unique feature is that 
they opntain the documents origina­
lly placed in them for safe keeping. I 
perhaps fifty years ago. In the Clerk’s * 
office is the Hide and Animal Inapcc-' 
tor’a Seal, perhaps the only one ever, 
lufrehaser, and if so it is a “ souve- j 
Jdr*' bearing a history of more than} 
lialf a century.

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.\pril production of the Chevrolet 
Motor Company was 106,096 cars and 
truclis. more than 20,000 units above 
the original schedule for the month 
and within a few thousand units of 
the output in May, 1930, the biggest 
production month of last year, W. S. 
Knudsen, president and general man­
ager, announced today.

The April output fall only 4,000 
units below the comparable figure for 
.\pril, 1930, which was one of the two 
biggest months of 1930, and compares 
with 79,603 cars and trucks built in 
March this year, Mr. Knudsen said.

The output for the month just end­
ed was the first in eleven months that 
crossed the 100,000 mark. Repeated 
increases in schedules had to be made 
during April to keep production in 
step with the demands of the sales 
department, as dealer commitments 
wen* in» rea«e<l to meet the opening up 
of retail outlets.

While no schedule for May was an­
nounced for May was announced. It 
is understood that the company ex­
pects to maintain the present high 
rate of output for at least the current 
month, with prospects excellent for 
running ahead of last year’s produc­
tion during the later spring and sum­
mer months.

A*, a result of the schedule increase;- 
during April, a full six day week( in­
cluding Saturday afternoons, had to 
he maintained at certain assembly 
points. .Ml plants of the company are 
now I'perating on a norman average 
f five and one-half days a week. Em­
ployment increased 1,300 men in the 
month, bringing the current pa)rrolU 
to aliove 33,000 men. working on the 
average week of fifty hours.

The |K)rch is more than an entrance 

to the house. It should be a pleasant 
room in which to enjoy spare hours 
of the summer.

Htfaring on a motion for n«w trial 
for Jerry Kent held in 42nd diatrict 
court had aftermath in the filing of 
l>«rjury chargee against two witnea- 
sea, J. P. Hill and E. T. Hudnall, who! 
reside near Rising Star. Judge M. S. 
Long denied the motion of Kent, 19, | 
Cross Plains youth, convicted on Ap-1 
ril 17 of the murder of his great un­
cle, Bob Enaor, and given a 40-year 
penitentiary term.

Enaor, Cross Plains fanner, was 
shot from ambuscade early Saturday 
night, March 21, after leaving his 
automobile to open a field gate lead­
ing to his home.

Kent’s motion for a new trial wa.s 
heard at 4:80 p. m. last Friday, after 
the court had waited arrival of the| 
Rising Star witnesses since 10:3oj 
a. m.

Both Hill and Hudnall testified to 
seeing the defendant in Rising Star 
the afternoon on which Ensor was 
slain.

Hill, testifying first, said he saw 
Kent about 5 or 6:30 p. m., riding 
alone in a model T Ford touring car, 
withoat curtains. He said the defend­
ant was traveling south. Hill testi­
fied to^laaving Rising Star with Hud­
nall lata in the afternoon to go to his 
buroc a few miles away.

Hadnall's testimony was that he 
and Rill did not leave Rising Stsu- to­
gether. He testified to seeing Kent 
about 4:80 p. m. on the day of the 
k’Uing driving south on a street of 
Rising Star in a 1926 Ford coupe, 
aecompaaied by a girl.

Witnesses at Kent’s trial testified 
th seeing the defendant in the vicinity 
ot the killing at the approximate 
loora named by Hill and Hudnall on 
the day that Ensor was slain. The 
'i'.jtance between Cross Plaina and 
Hiring Btar is about twenty miles.

Perjury charges against Hill and 
Hjdnall were preferred hy I.» B. Lew­
is, Callahan county attorney, immed­
iately after hearing on the Kent mo­
tion was concluded.

Kent was remanded to the Callahan 
county Jail, where he has been held 

rce his arrest in Brown county on 
March 24. Ills attorney, J. l.*ee Cear- 
wv. of Cisco, gave notice of appeal.
