AUSTIN — The V eterans 
A dm inistra tion’s disclosure 
th a t it will close two reg ional 
offices and one hospital in 
Texas, com es as a shock to 
The A m erican Legion, accord­
ing to D epartm ent C om m and­
er Lewis W. E m erich  of Hous­
ton.

U nder the p lan  the VA of­
fices in Lubbock and San An­
tonio and the M cKinney Hos­
p ita l will be closed, effective 
June 30.

At its S tate Convention in 
San Antonio la st yea r, the 
Legion adopted a resolution 
asking for additional beds in 
the M cKnney Hospital due to 
the long w aiting lists. M ore 
beds are needed, not less. 
These patients cannot be 
tran sfe rred  to the Dallas VA 
Hospital, for they are  already  
ex trem ely  overcrow ded w ith 
a long w aiting list. Closing 
of M cKinney will cost the 
no rth  Texas a rea  312 sorely 
needed beds, and will f ru th e r 
tax  the facilities a t Dallas 

The A m erican  Legion fails 
to see how m oney can be 
saved in consolidating the San 
Antonio VA Office w ith Hous­
ton and  the Lubbock office 
w ith Waco, E m erich  added. 
“ Does the VA realize how fa r  
it is from  A m arillo o r E l 
Paso to  Waco? The ex tra  
costs to  the governm ent in 
trav e l and per d iem  would off- I 
se t any sav ings realized by 
pu tting  em ployees out of 
w ork.”

The closing of these facili­
ties w ill elim inate jobs for 
about 600 trained  p e o p l e .  
These will be throw n into the 
labor m arket, thus increasing 
unem ploym ent.
