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Farmers Eligible For
Disability Protection

Beginning in October 1959,
farmers will have soclal secur-
ity disabllity protection for the
first timie. That date can be an
important one for any farmer
who becomes severely disabled
in October or later months.

Although many severely dis-
abled people in the Abllene area
are now recelving disability in-
surance benefits under soclal
security, farmers have not been
able to qualify up until this time
according to R. R. Tuley Jr,
manager of the Abilene soclal
security office.

A disabled person has to have
soclal security credit for 5 years
in the 10 years immediately be-
fore he became disabled. Because
farmers were not covered under
the law until January, 1955, they
could not meet this test before
October 1959, unless they had

Joclal Security Act In earller
years. By now, however, most
farmers will have earned 5 years
or 20 quarters of coverage under
social security beginning with
the month of October. ’
This does not mean that far-
{ mers can be pald disability ben-
efits for the month of October
because the law still requires
[that a person be disabled for
|6 months or more before pay-
ments can be made. But it does
mean that the farmer who be-

ter can meet the work require-
ments of the law and become
eligible for benefits after the 6
months waiting period.

Marine Fish Stocked
In Lake Kemp

A total of 1,382 redfish and 184
speckled trout have been trans-
planted from coastal waters to
Lake Kemp, according to the
director of Inland fisherles,
Game and Fish Commission.

“These fish were placed in the
lake on an experimental basls.
It is possible that if these ma-
rine fish survive, they could ald
greatly in the control of rough
fish because of their predaclous
nature,” sald the director.

“They would improve the qual-
ity of sport fishing and become a
new and much welcomed sport
specles.”

The results of these unusual
stockings have not been deter-
mined. Attempts have been made
to recover some of the fish in
nets; however, none was taken,
Reports from fishermen indicate
that the fish have survived.

Texas Motor Boat
Registration Begins

The starter button on the
state’s new motor boat reglstra-
tlon law was pressed today as
the Texas Highway Department
issued the first dealer's license,
TX1000AA, to Bill Gaston Boats
and Motors In Austin,

State Highway Engineer D. C.
Greer urged the estimated 1,700
boat dealers in Texas to apply
for the $25 license right away,
in order to get ready for the in-
dividual boat-owner registration
which will begin about Novem-
ber 1. Both Individual and dealer
licenses will be good until March
31, 1063.

“By applying for the dealer’s
license now, Texans in the boat-
selling business will have ample
time to get thelr facsimile card-
board tags printed. Dealers
should apply to the Motor Vehi-
cle Division, Texas Highway De-
partment, Austin, for a Certifi-
cate of Number, which is the
boat dealer’s license number, The
Double A suffix to the license
signifies that it is a dealer’s -
cense. He can use this number
on all his boats, printing a card-
board facsimile of the number
which will be good for ten days
after the boat is purchased. The
individual boat owner applles
for registration during this ten-
day perlod.

“We are using the same pro-
cess we have used for car regls-
tration. When an Individual pur-
chases a boat after November 1,
he can get a registration blank
from the dealer, The owner then
mails the application, along with
proof of ownership and certified
check or money order, direct to
the Motor Vehicle Division, Tex-
as Highway Department, Austin.
He will then recelve his own
specific license number to paint
on or attach to his boat. There
will be no actual license plate is-
sued. The owrer Is responsible
for seeing that his boat carries
the license number on both sides
of the bow. On all boats under
26 feet in length, each digit and

Their leayes will con-
tain from 3 to 25 times more
acld than leaves of plants in the
boot stage. Also, upper younger
leaves will contaln more acld
than lower leaves,

Dr. C. M. Patterson, Extenslon
Veterinarian, cautlons against
grazing Johnson grass or sorg-
hum before it is completely dry.
If Johnson grass or sorghum is
ready to cut for hay before a
frost, it may be cut the first day
after the frost, if care is taken
to see that it is completely cured
before baling,

Turkeys, pork and cranberries
head the list of plentiful foods
for November as reported by the
Texas Agriculture Extension Ser-
vice. Other plentifuls in Texas
are brollers and fryers, lard, ap-
ples, potatoes, sweet potatoes,
onlons, almonds, filberts, rice,
lamb and dried beans.

| Give You Texas

Cotulla in 1920 was a small,
quiet town, with a row of busi-
ness bulldings two blocks long
facing the rallroad track; on be-
yond, on an elevation, the old
courthouse; and, loftiest feature

of the scene, a standpipe,
The Travelers' Hotel (then

new - torn down back in the

1940's or thereabouts) stood on
“the other side” of the rallroad.
The hotel was owned by a mid-
dle-aged couple named Widener
and had been constructed by two
sons, one of whom was named
Owen. He had done carpentry
work in the Ranger oll boom and
told me of the high wages, high
prices and lawlessness there.

The first Sunday afternoon (I
had come to Cotulla to rest)
while sitting in the lobby, I was
startled by a volley of pistol
shots and thought a gunfight
had broken out but it proved to
be a ‘fire alarm.’

I had difficulty in sleeping
at first. “All right,” I sald to
myself, “if T don't sleep now, I'll
sleep tomorrow -- after all, I'm
not golng anywhere.” This re-
flection was relaxing -- and soon
I was able to sleep soundly at
night,

I had studled Spanish in high
school (not many years past)
and, obtaining a conversation
book, brushed up., Then I would
try my vocabulary out at the
dining table, no doubt to the
amusement (of which I was ob-
livious) of the others. Walting
on the table was a little Mexi-
can girl and one day when she
passed the biscuits, Instead of
saying “Graclas,” I used an ex-
pression from the book, “million
de graclas” -. “a million thanks"
probably suitable if someone had
Just saved your life. I was known
as “milllon de graclas” for some-
time after that.

Then there was a barber who
was a very good domino player
-- I used to beat him. Not that
I was good -- quite the contrary.

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It irritated him to lose to one
whom he knew to be an inferior
player and this very felling of
irritation caused him to lose,

Occasionally, a traveling man
who had been on a deer hunt
would bring in some venison and
there would be a special treat
for a chosen few (of which I
was one) after the other guests
had had supper.

Once in a while, too, the fay-
ored group would be asked to
walt -- and then we feasted on
oysters, by no means so easily
obtainable in inland towng then.

I ran the hotel for three days.
The celebration of Washington's
birthday is a great occasion in
Laredo and Nuevo Laredo and
the entire Widener family want-
ed to go, so I volunteered to
operate the establishment.

My chief duty of course was to
register the guests and to assign
them to rooms. Another duty
was to stand at the dining room
door and collect the money af-
ter their dinner as the train
passengers were leaving. (The
train each way stopped in Co-
tulla for the noon meal.) As\ the
charge was $1, this was easy. I
do recall that on one occasion
a passenger took a nickel cigar
and, to have counted 95 cents in
change would have delayed the
line of customers, so I sald “The
cigar is on the house.”

There was only one untoward
incident. A guest had left his
hat in the lobby when he came
in for supper and, upon return-
ing to the lobby, his hat was

gone and an old one was in its

place, I pointed out that I hag
falled to turn on the lights in
the lobby and that someone
might have taken the wrong hat
by mistake.

But he was angry and insisted
that it had been stolen; further-
more, the hotel was going to
pay for the hat. I indicated a
slign on the wall that sald the
hotel management was not res-
ponsible for articles unless they
were placed in the hotel safe.
Even the absurdity of putting a
hat in a safe did not lessen his
anger,

About then, a man came in
and ths complaining guest said,
“That’s my hat!" The other re-
moved it and replied, “I guess
50 -- anyway, it isn't mine; I
wanted to go to the drug store
before it closed and picked up
the wrong one.”

He was a traveling salesman
who stopped at the hotel several
times a month and was well re-
spected. Also he was bigger than
the complaining individual, who
now looked as though he regret-
ted having been quite so vehe-
ment.

The Wideners returned and I
retired as a hotel man — but
the experience gave me a differ-
ent outlook on the business.

It was in April of 1921 that I
decided to return to Memphis to
visit my mother and then seek
a newspaper job in West Texas.
I was regretful at leaving Cotul-
la and the Wideners seemed
sorry to see me go.

Texas Testin
Program Underway

Under the Texas Testing Pro-
gram, the Baird school is ad-
ministering tests to" puplls in
grades seven, ten and twelve,

The seventh grade has taken
two tests; one was a test of edu-
cational abllity and the other
was a test of achlevement, cov-
ering the courses of reading,
arithmetic and other courses
taught In the elementary grades.

The tenth grade test is classi-
fled as an aptitude test. It
should know the strength and
weaknesses of puplls In a voca-
tional field. It does not test the
pupil's abllity, but will help him
discover what he Is best fitted
to do in life. When a puplil's best
fleld of endeavor is dlscovered,
he can select high school cour-
ses which will better fit him for
college or a job after he finishes
high school.

The senlors were glven an
achlevement test, which should
show thelr weak and strong
points In a scholastic way. Col-
leges attach importance to these

It will likely be after Christ-
mas before schools will get the
results of the testing program.
Properly diagnosed, these tests
should be vary valuable to the
teachers, pupils and parents,
They will give puplls a clear cut
plcture of their possibilities,
Teachers will be in a position to
help where ald is neceded. Par-
ents may be informed of pupll's
progress and possibilities,

The testing program has
grown out of several years plan-
ning over the nation to improve
our schools.

Mr. Austin also stated that
everyone should check his soclal
security record at least once
every three or four years. In
most Instances the Soclal Secur-
ity records become fimal and not
open to adjustment after three
years, three months and fifteen
days from the end of the tax-
able year for which the earnings
were reported. There is another
point to be considered too - - the
sooner an error is found, the
easler it can be corrccted. This
applies to everyone whether he
is working in his own business
or for someone else as an em-
ployee.

Mr, Austin says that the man-
ner of checking a particular re-
cord is simple. Just ask your so-
clal security office for postcard
form 7004, fill in the blanks and
drop it in a mall box. The form
is a self-addressed postcard. In
