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Ventilation
Warm weather requires opening 

the houses more. Don’t allow the 
houses to get too hot, especially at 
night when the chekens are on the 
roost. Open windows and doortj 
and if necessary cut additional 
openings, because the birds’ cona- 
fort means much. I ’ se wire screena 
over all windows, shutter and door 
openings. It is a good idea to 
have the<^ ventilating opening” on 
all four sides of the house. In 
very hot weather move roosts out 
into -he center of the house, to 
provide plenty of air circulation, 
or in some cases it may even be 
better to move n -.its out in front 
if the houses, right out in the 
open.

Care of Four-Week Pullets
The buying and selling of four*

W h en  I (ir.st heard from him he was li\in>' in New Haven, Conn. T w o  
weeks later, when I had occasion to com m unicate  w'ith him he had 
moved to Washington. I). C.

It's five years since Ed has run an elevator, and be still remembeis 
It as one of the most monotonous jobs he ever had. It was just tbs 
same old trip, from morning to nighL The same old buzzer ringing 
and the same people getting on and off in the same old building In 
Hartford. Only once did anything out of the ordinary occur— but Ed 
admits that that occurrence relieved the Job of all of Ita monotony 
for a few minutes.
It ha|)|a*ncd atxiut 7 o’chwk on a June ♦•vcnlng In Ifi’Jfi. Nearly all the 

tenant** were out of the building. The Huperlnt»*ndent came up from the base­
ment and stMri«‘d looking over the elevator. He said there might In* something 
wrong with it tiecaii.se lie liud lieurd a rasping sound In the shaft that shouldn’t 
have to*«*n ihiTe.

Elevator Man Goes Up on Top of His Car.
One look at the top tobl tlie story. Some workmen liad l>»*<‘n doing a Jot 

nil the Inside of the sfiaft. Ttu'.v had strung a wire to furnish them wltli light, 
ami had left It lM‘liiml when ftiey finished. That wire tangled with the main 
cable, way up at the top, Ju.st where the calile came out of the hi'iivy grate 
that siipiMirted tlie motor. The sui>er asked Kd If he’d ride up on the top of 
the elevator to the top of the shaft and unfasten that maverick wire.

Ed was just a high school kid then. He was lean and active, and 
the job didn’t look any great shakes to him. He consented readily. 
After all, it was something to break the monotony of that everlasting 
up and down trip. The super get Into the car and dropped It down 
below the door level. Ed climbed on top, and up they went to the top 
of the shaft. Just above the twelfth etory.
The BUiier ran the car slowly as they neared the top. When It got close 

enough so that K<l could reach the Jangling wire he yelled, nnd the sui)er 
stopped the car.

The 8U|H*rlntendent o|»ene<l the car d<e>r and ftepi)«*d out onto the twelfth 
floor. "Hey, K*l," he calleil. ’Tiu going down the hall for a acrew driver. I’ll 
be right hack."

Ed yelled, "All right,” and went on with hie work. The wire was 
fattened a little higher than he’d thought He grabbed the grating un­
der the motor and lifted himself up.
His toes were barely tituching the top of the car and he was straining hla 

•ee arm to reach the end of the wire when be heard someone enter the elevator

below him. Thinking It was the superintendent he paid no attention. He made 
another lunge toward the wire— caught IL

Elevator Descends; Ed Is Left Dangling at Top of Shaft.
And then, to his con.sternatlon, the imitor l>egan to whine and the car 

dropped away from under him, leaving Kd in a panic, clinging to the Iron 
grating witti both hands.

By the time Ed’s presence of mind came back to him the elevator 
was halfway down the shaft. He started to yell, but he was so close to 
the motor that he couldn’t be heard above its noise. The elevator went 
clear to the bottom and stopped. The door clanged open and eomeone 
walked ouL Then everything waa quiet except for Ed’e cries. What 
had happened? Could it be possible that the euperlntendent had for- 
gotten all about him? Ed yelled again. The sound echoed hollowly In 
the long shaft. Then ellence— the dead, eerie silence of an empty build­
ing. And Ed hanging by his fingers 12 stories above the ground.
"Th** 8**<**)n(l.s," h»* says, "s****m**(l like y**ars. Try as I might I conlJn’t g^t 

my mind to working It was racing like mad trying to flgiire a way out, but It 
n*»Tcr found *me. 'I'hcrt* Just wasn’t any.

“The grating was greasy and 1 could feel my fingers slipping—slipping. 
Suddenly I h«*ard step.s In the hall nnd yelled again. It was the su|>erlntendent 
coming Itnck with the tools. He must have guessed what had hap|>ened when 
he heard me and saw the elevator door waa closeil. He yelled something to me 
hot I was HO sciir**d 1 couldn’t make out what he was .saying. My fingers sllpivej 
a little more. Then I henni him racing down tlie stairs.’’

Superintendent and Elevator to the Rescue!
Again Kd’s flng*>rs sliiiped. He tried to hang on with one hand while he 

got a fresh hold with the other—and almost lost his grip jltogethec. It 8«M*med 
like years -seeined as though lie was holding on with nothing hut his finger­
nails. when tliially he heard the elevator start upward and knew that If he 
could bang on Just a nioment longer he'd he sate.

"There were tears In my eyea,’’ he says, "aa that car came shoot­
ing up toward me. My body was covered with sweat, and I can’t cay 
If it was cold sweat or hot. My hands slipped again as ths car came on.
“1 dliln t have Hie courage to lo*»k down—«ll«ln’t know how close the ele­

vator WHS wh**n at last, niy clawing fingers h>st their hold on the grat**. I shut 
my eyes as I started falling. A prayer ran through my mind and—.’’

And then Kd came to a stop with a thud—safe on the top of the car, 
about six feet from wfiere lie had started.

When Ed got off the top of that elevator cab he was limp as a rag.
It wasn’t until next day that he found a solution to the mystery of the 
moving elevator. A doctor on the twelfth floor came out In a hurry and, 
teeing the cab without an operator, ran It down himself.
He had h**ard Kd yell, fie said, hut paid no attention to ft. “And If yon 

could f*‘el *>ne tiuii(lr**dth of the horror I felt as I hung In that dark shaft," 
says K*l, "you’d r«*aliz.«* why I shiver JiiHt a little bit, even now, when somebody 
mentions that dtM-tor’s nauie."
