Tests Tell Whether 
Drunk or Sick
Many things can make a man 

appear intoxicated, according 
to the Texas Safety Association, 
but only alcohol will register in 
a test for Intoxication.

Thanks ) o several scientific 
devices and methods used today 
by many police, the truth comes 
out.

So instead of sitting in a pol­
ice drunk tank overnight, a sick 
person can be rushed to a doc­
tor for much-needed treatment 
of illness or accident-caused in­
juries and shock.

This type of incident occurs 
many times a year. In a report 
to TSA headquarters, Austin, 
Donald C. Lhotka. secretary of 
the National Safety Council’s 
Committee on Tests for Intoxi­
cation, says:

"Chemical tests of blood, urine 
or breath." he said, "not only 
save many drivers the embar­
rassment of arrest, but also save 
lives.

“The tests provide police with 
Information that can enable 
them to detect when a suspected 
drunk driver is not under the 
Influence of alcohol. That na­
turally leads them to suspect an 
injury, or that the arrested per­
son actually is ill.”

The tests for intoxication, he 
pointed out, are not compulsory. 
Thirty states now have chemi­
cal test laws.

Chemical tests for intoxica­
tion arc one of the most effec­
tive means of coping with the 
problem of drinking and driv­
ing. The tests certainly are fair 
when administered properly.

"Chemical tests in themselves 
do not tell how many drinks a 
man has had. They merely in­
dicate the amount of alcohol in 
his blood. The level at which a 
man is presumed to be under 
the influence of alcohol is pre­
scribed by law.

"Information on the blood al­
cohol content, coupled with the 
physical signs of the driver’s 
condition, helps determine if he 
is unfit to drive a car."

William Jennings Bryan, in

cent’s wort hof merchandlce in 
our sister Republic across the
Rio Grande.”

The observer said that he 
knew that silver dollar well, be­
cause, a few years before, he 
had seen McKinley produce it 
or one just like it, during a 
speech on the courthouse steps 
In Circleville. At that time, the 
speaker was running for gover­
nor and his declaration was 
"The opposition will tell you 
that the silver dollar that I  am 
holding in my hand is worth on­
ly fifty-three cents. But I  chal­
lenge any of my InteUigent aud­
ience to walk into any s to ^ k i 
the city and convince h lr i^R  
that this silver dollar will pur­
chase one cent less than 100 
cents worth of goods.”

McKinley’s switch was even 
more amusingly brought out in 
a story in Louis Brownlow’s "A 
Passion for Politics" (University 
of Chicago Press). The author, 
himself a Democrat, had a cou­
sin, Walter Brownlow, who was 
named as Tennessee’s repre­
sentative on the Republican 
National Committee in 1894. 
Someone protested to Mark 
Hanna, McKinley's campai. 
manager, that Brownlow w; 
not for the gold standard but 
on the contrary, had won the 
Republican Congresslnal nomi­
nation that very year on a free 
silver platform, and therefore 
should be removed from the na­
tional committee.

Hanna wrote Brownlow, V R  
quirlng about the matter. Here 
Is his reply In lialect which 
would have done iV d it  to the 
pen of Artemus Ward or Petro­
leum V. Nasby:

"Dear Mr. Hanna. I  done got 
your letter. It is so that I  made 
some speeches only this here 
last spring when I was a-runnin* 
for the Republican nomination 
for Congress. I hadn’t never run 
for no office before and I  hadn’t  
never made no speech. I  knowed 
I  didn't have sence enough to 
git me up a speech so I  just 
though I ’d git a speech some 
other feller had made and git it  
by heart and just say it.

" I happened to pick up a 
speech made by a feller by the 
name of McKinley to the 8tark 
County, Ohio, Farmers' Alliance 
a couple of years or so back.

“ I aim t be mighty busy in 
this here campaign, but if Me 
flops agin just wire me. Yours 
truly, Walter Brownlow.”

And while the toll of persons 
Injured In fishing accidents Is 
unknown, the Council reports 
that a "large number of persons 
are Injured each year from 
careless handling of fishing 
tackle.”

From Ralph Kuhll, the Coun­
cil’s director o f public safety, 
come these tips for fishermen:

On the danger of hooks:
1. Try not to carry fishing 

lines with hooks attached.
2. Don’t fish too near other 

anglers.
3. Bs careful casting your 

line.
4. Handle with special care 

bait-casting plugs that contain 
clusters of double or triple 
hooks.

5. I f  a hook gets Imbedded In 
you or one of your fishing com­
panions, see a physician, unless 
you’re sure the wound Is extre­
mely minor.

6. Never try to back a hook 
out of a wound. It's best to push 
the point through the skin.

On wading:
1. Test each step in advance. 

Many streams and pools have 
underwater shelves or other 
dropoffs.

2. Remember that flat, under­
water rocks usually are slippery.

On boat safety:
1. Check your boat for leaks or 

other defects before leaving 
shore.

2. Take along life preservers, 
an extra oar or paddle and a 
bailing can.

3. Don’t overload the boat.
4. Never stand In a boat or sit 

or stand on the bow or stern.
5. Be cautious about changing

I f  the grasshoppers are still 
eating your cotton crops, try 
spraying with 2 quarts toxa- 
phene per acre, it should get 
them. You might make a bait, 
using a quart of, toxaphene to 
25 lbs. wheat bran, with some 
feeding molasses to attract the 
hoppers, and some motor oil to 
keep It fresh. Use enough water 
to moisten the bran slightly. 
Remember though, toxaphene Is 
a poison and should be treated 
as such.

IT'S TH E LAW *
In Texas . . .

HOW TO BE A GOOD WITNESS
By far the most vital people In 

our system of Justice are wit­
nesses. Everyone else In a trial 
exists to hear what they have to 
say.

Chances are you worry about 
stepping up, taking an oath, 
and telling your story in court. 
Actually, almost anyone can be 
an effective witness If he merely 
follows a few simple rules.

1. Don’t memorize your story 
word for word. That ls the surest 
way to make your testimony 
sound “ phony". Rather, think 
over what you saw and heard 
so you have a clear mental pic­
ture- o f  w h a t  y o u  o b s e rv e d .

2. Listen'to the questions you 
are asked with care and answer 
thoughtfully.

3. Olve a simple, direct answer 
In your own words. Don’t bo 
rushed.

4. I f  you err - - and people of­
ten do - - correct yourself at 
once. I f you can’t remember 
some detail, sav so. Don’t bluff!

5. Tell the truth. Don’t figure 
which side you may help. Don’t 
Identify yourself with either 
side.

6 Stop when the judge or an 
attorney breaks In, and don’t 
try to sneak an answer in be­
fore he can stop you. What you 
mleht say could end In a "mis­
trial".

7. I f  they ask you: Certainly, 
you have talked to other peo­
ple about the case - - the law­
yer, for example; and yes, you 
are receiving the lawful witness 
fee to make up In part for the 
time lost from your Job.

Ordinarily, no one has a de­
sire to be a witness In a law­
suit, but the day may come 
when your testimony may be ab­
solutely necessary - for a just 
verdict In some case.

Remember, unless witness's 
give understandable and truth­
ful testimony our law will fall 
to do Justice. I f  you are called, 
be a “ good” witness.

Both wildlife and domestic 
animal rabies showed a slight 
decline In May, according to 
Texas State Health Department 
animal disease figures.

State Health Department vet-

«arians attribute the decline 
i seasonal drop and the ef- 
s of local rabies control pro­

grams now active in several 
Texas areas.

Forty examined heads prov­
ed positive during May compar­
ed to 88 positive heads examined 
In March and 48 In April.

The number of heads submit­
ted for examination is also de­
clining. In May 409 heads were 
prepared for examination — a 
decrease from 591 heads pre­
pared In March.

Whole heads are sent to the 
State Health Department lab­

o ra to ry  In Austin where the 
Ffoalns are carefully prepared 

for microscopic examination for 
presence of "Negri bodies,” in­
dicating rabies infection.

A breakdown of positive ani­
mal heads examined for May

«ows 10 dogs and three cats. 
*o there were nine foxes, 15 
tanks and three bats. 
Statistics show that domestic 

pet rabies is running only one- 
third as high as the five-year 
median while bovine rabies is 
Just as much as the five-year 
median figure.

At the same time, wildlife ra­
bies Is running ahead of the us­
ual Incidence level.

The high rate of wildlife ra­
bies makes control measures

among domestic animals more 
important than ever, public 
health authorities say. They 
warn against possible outbreaks 
at any time or place.

An unprotected domestic ani­
mal population — especially 
dogs — could mean exposure to 
humans during an unexpected 
outbreak before emergency con­
trols could be enacted.

Heads submitted for examina­
tion to the State Health Depart- 
men laboratory include almost 
every species of wildlife — rab­
bits, rats, squirrels, flying squir­
rels, mice, raccoons, gophers 
and hamsters.

Laboratory technicians ask 
that heads sent for examination 
he packed in ice, but separated 
from ice in a smaller container.

Whole heads should be sub­
mitted Instead of Just brains to 
avoid accidental infection dur­
ing removal of the brain by un­
trained persons.
