Vetch
will improve the soil and crop
yields from succeeding crops will
be increased through the use of
vetch and rye in a system of crop
rotation.

Most solls throughout this sec-
tion that have been tested have
been found low in phosphorus
For this reason phosphate ferti-
lizer should be used at the time
of planting.

Vetch and rye on heavy and
mixed solls should be planted in
normal width rows. Six to eight
pounds of rye and three to four
pounds of vetch per acre should
be sufficlent seed.

When seeded on deep sandy
solls, vetch and rye should be
drilled at the rate of twenty
pounds of rye and ten pounds of
vetch per acre.

Legume seed such as vetch,
winter peas, and others should
be innoculated before planting.

In preparation for the December conference, Chamber
staff experts have begun exploratory studies into all phases
of the complex highway problem

Under present policy, the Chamber advocates the limiting
of Federal highway to roads used primarily for traffic in
interstate commerce or those which are vital to our na-
tional security. :

Government highway policy will come up for study in
Congress next year when the Federal aid to highways pro-
gram is rewritten. For this reason, the studies now being
made and the highway conference to be held in December
assume even greater importance.

Beneficial rains generally oc-
curred in small localities in most
areas but good rains fell in sev-
eral counties in the northeast
and northwest areas.

Cotton leafworm infestations
continue to be general but light
with occasional succulent fields
in need of control measures in
most areas of the State.

Diet Curb Hits
Texas Deer Herd

Some losses to Central Texas
deer herds have been traced to
lack of nourishment because of
the record drought, according
to the Director of Wildlife Res-
toration for the Game and Fish
Commission.

He sald the fatalities have been
limited to areas missed by scat-
tered showers which have re-
vived many ranges during the
last six weeks.

The Director said recent studies
had centered around a ranch
near Austin where upwards of
twenty deer carcasses were
found. One stricken buck, a five
pointer in the velvet, was taken
to Texas A & M where Dr. R. D.
Turk, member of the veterinarian
staff, observed the animal before
it died and then conducted an
autopsy.

The Director said the examina-
tion showed conclusively that the
deer suffered from malnutrition,
brought on in part because the
ranges have been reduced by the
drought.

“We find that the deer get
their stomachs full but there
simply is not the required nour.
ishment to sustain them,” he ex-
plained. “This particular deer’s
stomach contained semi-dried
oak leaves, cedar needles, a little
dry grass, a few wild grapes and
some native bean seed.”

The director said the drought'’s
effects seemed to be particularly

noticeable among younger deer
such as fawns and yearlings.
