Some of our citizens perhaps, are not familiar with the operations of the Municipal Light and Power Plant and the value of same to the City of Baird, and a background sketch may be of interest

» a.lln 1940 when the plant was placed in operation it started with two diesel fuel engines with generators capable of developing 300KW each or a total capacity of 600KW. These engines and
generators, including switchboards and other necessary equipment, cost approximately $45,000.00 each. later in 1948 an additional engine, generator, etc., was purchased (out of the net earnings
from this plant) the contract price not installed, was approximately $34,000.00. The City did the installation which added approximately $6,000.00 to the cost of same, making the cost of the third

engine approximately $40,000.00

HOW IS THE MONEY FROM THIS BOND ISSUE TO BE SPENT?

The $200,000.00 will be used as follows :
(1) $61,000.00 will be used to refund the presently outstanding Elzctric Light and Power Systen Revenue Bonds. ' . .
(2) An estimated $122,000.00 will be used to purchase a new dual fuel 900KW engine, generator, switchboard etc. and pay the freight and installation expense. This engine will equal the capa-

of the three engines now in use, thereby doubling the capacity of the present plant.
(3) $17,000.00 will be used for extention of present building and otner needed improvements,

WILL THIS INCREASE TAXES? IF NOT WHY NOT?

Absolutely, NO. Because these bonds are strictly REVENUE BONDS and taxes can never be levied to pay this obli%ation. REVENUE BONDS are special obligations of the City, payable as to both
principal and interest solely from and secured by a first lien on and pledge of the revenues of the City's Electric Light and Power System, after deduction of reasonable operation and maintenance
expenses as said expenses are defined by statute. Each bond issued shall contain this clause:

“The holder hereof shall never have the right to demand payment of this obllgtlon out of any funds raised or to be raised by taxation".

As a property owner, you are not paying, and have never been required to pay on bonds previously issued against the Light and Power System of the City of Baird, because they were Re-
venue Bonds, and you will not have to pay on these Revenue Bonds.

The City can never levy a tax for these bonds that would be a lien against your property.

WHAT ARE WE PAYING PER MONTH ON THE OLD OUTSTANDING $61,000.00 OF BONDS?

We are now paying $650.00 per month on the presently outstanding Bonds.

HOW MUCH WILL WE HAVE TO PAY PER MONTH ON THE $200,000.00 OF BONDS?

We will have to pay an average of $1,150.00 per month over the life of the bonds.

HOW MUCH WILL THE CITY SAVE IF THEY BUY THE NEW DUAL FUEL ENGINE?

Engineers tell us that we can save approximately $1,000.00 per month on fuel costs alone by using a dual fuel engine. In other words, we will not be required to pay the $650.00 per month which
we are now paying and, in addition thereto, we will save approximately $1,000.00 a month on the costs. Since we will only have to pay an average of $1,150.00 per month, we will actually be sav-
ing $500.00 per month. The City can double the capacity of the present plant at a cost of $5600.00 per month less than we now pay.

OVER WHAT PERIOD OF TIME WILL THE NEW BONDS MATURE AND WILL THEY HAVE AN OPTION?

!

The new bonds will mature over a 25 year period and they will hav> a 15 year option in them. In other words, the City can call them inand pay them off in 1968.
DO WE NEED A NEW ENGINE?

Yes, we need a new engine. Our energy load is increasing and the most important thing is that, if we get a new dual fuel engine, we will make considerable savings on our fuel oil. Since
the new dual engine will use natural gas. A constant rise in the use of electricity has increased the load of the City plant from 1,505,300KW generated in 1951 to 3,512,400 in 1952. The increase in
the use of electricity does not apply to the City Plant alone, but as well as to the power companies and Municipal Plants all over the country. All have had like increases in loads during the same
period and are adding additional generating units as rapidly as possible. The follo is a list of some of the cities who have during the past few years added additional power, or are in the

process of adding additional power: Weatherford, Brady, Teague, Farmersville, Tulia, Vernon, Denton, Crosbyton, Floydada, Browntield, Sonora, Coleman and Greenville.

WHY A DUAL FUEL ENGINE?

Thirteen years ago when the present plant was built diesel engines were bought because they were at that time, the most economical type of liquid fuel engines on the market. Diesel oil was
more or less a petroleum by-product of very little demand. From time to time it became more gencrally recognized as an economical fuel and railroads and steamship lines switched from coal
to diesel fuel, oil drilling rigs, trucks, eic., began using it and by the normal process of supply and demand the price was advanced considerably. In 1940 our fuel cost 3'2c per gallon, the present
market value is approximately three times that amount. While the Municipal Power Plan made good profit every year it has operated, for several years it could have made several thousand
dollars more profit were it not for the increased price in fuel. At this time converting to natural gas for tuer will save approximately $1,000.00 per month on fuel alone and as a dual fuel engine

will run on gas or diesel fuel and should ever the gas supply fail, f tos ;

HOW MUCH MONEY HAS OUR ELECTRIC LIGHT PLANT BEEN MAKING?

The plant has made a reasonable profit every year from the time it was put into operation. While it is customary for cities to have annual audits, bonding companies require annual audits by
outside Certified Public Accountants and the City has always met these requirements and figures furnished herein on the profits of the plant are those of Eenmed Public Accountants and not
figures furnished by city officials or employees. For the past few years the City has employed the firm of Ben M. Davis and Company, of Abilene, Texas, to make the annual audit. This is a
reliable and well known accounting firm serving the West Texas area. Their report shows Electric Light and Power surplus for the last three years at over $17,000.00 per year.

For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1953, our income from the electric light plant operations was $68,116.50. Our operation and maintenance expense was $48,528.44, which includes the
cost of fuel in the amount of $23.369.76. This left us with net earnings of $19,588.06. Out of this net revenue we paid $7.500.00 as principal and interest on the outstanding bonds and we also
spent $1,245.09 for line extensions, leaving a net profit of $10,542.97

However since $5,477.97 was paid retiring the bonds (or paying on our Light and Power System) and $1,245.09 was also addition to our system our actual surplus for the year was $17,266.03.
