News From Your 
County Agent

By TRAVIS ALLEN

Four Callahan County farm­
ers have demonstrated plots of 
the Starr peanuts. The farmers 
and their location are Evan! 
Watkins, Cross Plains; Sterling 
Odom, Cross Plains; Jess Jenn­
ings, Clyde and Hal Broadfoot, 
Clyde. The plots were planted 
beside their other peanuts so a| 
good comparison could be seen 
and all the peanuts have been 
treated the same. The plots will 
be threshed and weighed separ­
ately so an accurate record can 
be kept of how they actually 
compare. Any of these farmers 
will be glad to show their plots 
and the information on the pro­
duction of the plots will be made 
available to anyone Interested.

These peanuts, as well as 
many others In the county, suf­
fered from the heavy rains at 
planting time. Some stands are 
not as good as would be desired 
due to the heavy rain. The pro­
duction may not be exceptional 
on these plots, but a fair com­
parison can be obtained by 
Judging the check plots, which 
are in the same condition.

The Starr peanut shows pro­
mise of being a heavy producer 
for local growers, as the kernels 
are larger and the plants seem 
to be heavier, with a good dark 
green growing color. In the plots 
at present, the Starr peanuts 
seem to be loading as heavy as 
the check plots and In some ca­
ses, loading heavier. This, add­
ed to the additional size of Atie 
peanut, should make it compare 
favorably with the peanuts In 
the check plots when threshing 
time comes.

These demonstration plots 
were started through the Coun­
ty Agent’s office, In cooperation 
with the above mentioned far­
mers and the Texas Experiment 
Stations.

About Your Health .
Between now and mid-Decem­

ber Is the critical period for tak­
ing Immunizing shots against 
Influenza, particularly for peo­
ple In "high risk groups.”

Health and medical authori­
ties are In unanimous agreement 
as to the probability of an up­
swing in influenza this fall. Es­
pecially vulnerable, say the ex­
perts, are people with heart dis­
ease, pulm^.iary disease, dia­
betes and other chronic Illness­
es, persons over 65, and preg­
nant women.

Recommended vacclnat Io n s  
procedures, drawn up by the na­
tional advisory committee on 
Influenza, have been mailed 
from the State Department of 
Health to all local health o ffi­
cials throughout the state.

Most of the 86.000 flu-trigger­
ed deaths between September 
1957 and March 1960. were 
among people In these categor­
ies, the record shows.

Some Aslan flu outbreaks are 
expected, since they come in two 
to three year cycles. Also Texas 
Is due for Tybe B flu outbreaks, 
which usually come In four to 
six year cycles.

Asian Influenza has been dor­
mant In Texas since March 1960. 
and it has been more than six 
years since Type B has caused 
much of a flurry.

State Health Department o f­
ficials say susceptible persons 
should be vaccinated early for 
maximum protection. Oenerally 
the most troblesome time for flu 
in Texas Is toward the latter 
part of December.

To reduce the hazards to per­
sons In high risk categories. It 
la recommended they be im­
munized with a multiple-virus 
vaccine - a product which will 
protect against more than one 
form of the disease - well before 
the beginning of the flu season.

Protective antibodies usually 
develop within two weeks after 
Inoculation, so it Is important 
that the vaccine be administered 
before epidemics occur.

A second dose Is recommend­
ed approximately two months 
after the first. Persons previous­
ly Immunized should be re-ln- 
oculated with a single booster 
dose each year.
