has always been held by the 
mayor, but Mayor Berry stated 
he had rather be relieved of 
this duty, when the commiss­
ioners proceeded to elect a re­
corder other than the mayor, 
who has held this office as ex- 
officio recorder.

No refer 
ence was made to the old com 
missioners in this. The article 
mentioned something about the 
reported shortage of more than 
a million dollars, and the writer 
of the article said he “ could not 
believe that any one man got 
away with all that money.”  It 
referred to whoever might be 
guilty in having apart in bring­
ing about this reported shortage- 
We suggested to our irate vis­
itor that if he felt that that shoe 
fit to go ahead and wear it, and 
we offer the same suggestion to 
anyone else if they feel that way 
about it.
