Producers who participate in
the 1962 Feed Grain Program
ore entitled to payments for di-
verting acreage from production
of corn and grain sorghum, ac-

mittee. Up to half of the esti-
mated payment to be earned
may be pald In advance when
the producer signs up under the
program.

season. Signup for the program
| runs from February 5 through
| March 30.

| The program offers payments
| to producers for diversion of
| feed grain cropland to approved
soll conserving uses. The pro
gram is voluntary, but farmers
who cooperate must divert a
minimum acreage In order to be
eligible for price support on the
normal production of their 1962
crop corn and grain sorghum
acreage.

Farm payment rates will vary
according to the farm's produc-
tivity in relation to the county
acreage productivity and the
number of acres diverted.

The minimum acreage for di-
version from corn or grain sor-
ghum will be figured from the
“farm base” which is determin-
ed from the average acreage on
the farm used in producing the
crop in 1959-60. The minimum
reduction is 20 per cent of the
base.
