WASHINGTON, Sept. 8.—A Unit-
ed States cotton crop of 12,414,000
bales in 1933 was indicated by the
cotton crop reports of the depart-
ment of agriculture today on con-
ditions of September 1.

The department said acreage re-
moved through the activities of the
agricultural adjustment administra-
tion amounted to 10,396,000 acres,
which is 92,000 acres more than was
anticipated on August 1, and which
went far to reduce this year's crop
under the 13,002,000 bales produced
last year.

The census bureau reported 1,394,-
220 running bales of cotton had
been ginned from the 1933 crop
prior to September 1 compared with
865,160 for the corresponding date
in 1932.

Texas' estimated 1933 production
was 3,815,000 bales as compared with
4,500,000 last year.

ONLY $13,066,441
OF CITY BONDS
ARE APPROVED

AUSTIN, Sept. 8 — Despite the
authorization of a $20,000,000 relief
bond issue by the Texas electorate
last August, the voter has decidedly
turned “thumbs down” on the crea-
tion of bonded or other indebtedness
in municipal financing.

Bonds issued by municipalities
during the fiscal year ended last
August 31 amounted to less than
one-half of the total approved for
the pervious fiscal year. The attor-
ney general approved legality of only
$13,066,441 of bonds last year, com-
pared with $35,102,448 for the year
ending August 31, 1932,

Municipal bond issues reached
their peak for the last five years in
the 12 months ended August 31, 1930
when $88,229,002 of bonds were ap-
proved, according to the charts of
Antoinnete Kuehne, editor of the
University of Texas' semi-weekly
Bond Buyer's Bulletin.

CISCO SCHOOLS.

The Cisco public schools will open next Monday to pros-
pects of a larger attendance than last year and a 1'11;11'1(6?(11_\'
successful season. Last year’s maximum enrollment of 1,175
students, exclusive of colored pupils enrolled, from a scholas-
tic census of 1,294 promises to be considerably exceeded on
the basis of a census total of 1,406 for the present year.
This census indicates that there has been a quiet immigra-
tion into the district during the past year. A further fact
to reflect optimism is that where not so long ago it was easy
to obtain a residence, it is now difficult to secure any but
the least desirable. While these factors are yet to be felt
in increased business and spending power, they do give rea-
son for belief that there has been a substantial turn in the
conditions of which for the past three years we have been
complaining.

The schools also report that the transfers into the Cisco
district from outside districts are this year almost double
what they were last year.

To handle the prospective increase in enrollment the
gchools have a faculty of 34 members, as compared with 48
members three years ago when the enrollment was only he-
tween 150 and 200 above what it was last year. This means
that, although some of the activities have been eliminated,
the load per teacher has been heavily increased. Supt. Cluck
estimates that the 34 teachers are doing now fully 90 per cent
of the work that the 48 teachers did three years ago. The
loyalty of the faculty of the local schools during the trying
period of the past three years, a loyalty that was given at
the expense of salary cuts, slow pay and extra work, has
been a principal factor in putting the schools in the excellent
civeumstances in which they now find themselves in com-
parison with other schools. The other has been the compe-
tent and conscientious work of the school board and. Supt.
Cluck. Financially the schools are in good condition, taking
into consideration the fund impounded in the Cisco Banking
company. Bond interest and payments have been met and
galary deficits are being gradually wiped out. At the end
of the year, assisted by the $16 per capita appropriation
from state maintenance funds and the willingness of citizens
to pay their taxes, the situation should be even more im-
proved.

But under the conditions as they are now dictated by
economy, particularly the heavy per teacher load that is re-
guired, the cooperation of the patrons and the tax-payers is
vital if the schools are to maintain the high standard that
has been set in more prosperous years. The schools are com-
petently and earnestly directed and taught, and they should

e patronized as considerately. 1

RAIL REVEN[TES INCREASE.
The condition of American railroads has shown much

improvement since mid-summer of 193¢ Operating reve-
nues, a recent report reveals, increased 420 per cent over
July a year ago. This comparison, however, is not as remark-
able as it seems when it is considered that the revenues for
the earlier period were the lowest that they have been at
any time since the beginning of the twentieth century, it is
pointed out. In other words, there is room for a great deal
of improvement without yet putting the carriers in the en-
viable position of being able to earn net revenues after all de-
ductions for interest and maintenance charges, et cetera. But
the comparison is cheering, because it points to the logical
conclusion that the low point of the depression era was reach-
ed a year ago and that progress since then and over the im-
mediate future has been and will continue to be inclined in
the right direction. Railroad receipts are a barometer of
business and as-long as the barometer is rising, no matter
how exasperatingly slow, there is room for optimism.

The recent wreck of the Golden State Limited at Tu-
cumecari, N. M., as well as several other serious wrecks of
late dates, has been used by the Dallas News to argue the
importance of permitting the railroads to earn profitable
revenues. The News asserts that the wrecks, with their loss
of life and injuries to many, are not an evidence that rail-
road travel is unsafe or that the railroads were careless in
the operation of their trains. Quite to the contrary, rail
travel is perhaps the safest of all. But the fault to which
most of these accidents may be traced, as the News explains
it, is a stringent economy enforced by shrinking revenues
which does not permit the railroads to maintain their proper-
ties as they should be maintained for a maximum of efficien-
cy and safety. In order to keep up their properties the rail-
roads must have revenues.
