TEXAS COTTON 
CROP DECLINES 
MILLION BALES

AUSTIN. Oct. 10.—Texas estimat­
ed cotton crop of 4,063,000 bales is 
more than a million bales less than 
last yew’s crop, the state depart­
ment of agriculture pointed out to­
day.

Early freezes may cut the output 
in the northwestern district, but on 
the basis of present conditions pro­
duction in that area will equal last 
year's 1,152,000 bales.

In the western district production 
will be less than the five-year aver­
age of 100,000 bales. The depart­
ment forecast the West Central Dis­
trict is expected to produce less than 
last year’s 335,000 bales. Central 
distnet prospects are lower than for 
any year since 1925 with about 855,- 
000 bales forecast.

In its weekly review of business 
and financial conditions the Wall 
Street Journal says: During the
middle of the past week, heavy sell­
ing brought about sharp declines in 
leading issues. After one day of 
convalescence on Thursday, when 
the stcek market showed only mod­
est recuperative powers, the list 
sagged off again under renewed 
pressure.

The break in stocks wai precipi­
tated by an abrupt decline in wheat 
prices. Wall Street, looking for a 
stimulus to push stocks out of the 
narrow' trading rut on the upside, 
had seized on the possibility of 
higher prices for wheat, and there 
had been numerous reports hi the 
wheat was ready for a rise, despite 
the distinctly unfavorable5 statisti­
cal position of the commodity. When 
wheat broke sharply on Wednesday, 
stocks crumbled.

Some signs of a flattening out in 
tile business pick-up also served to 
dampen enthusiasm for the long 
side of the market. While steel 
operations for the week ended Mon­
day. according to the Dow-Jones 
compilation, were up slightly, the 
gain was not as large as had' been 
hoped for.

Loading of individual railroads for 
the .week ended October 1, gener­
ally showed wider declines from the 
like 1931 week than had previous 
weeks. While traffic generally was 
ahead of the previous week, the fact 
that the comparison with the simi- 
ar week cf 1931 turned less favor­
able served to bring selling into the 
rail shares. During the period when 
the market was swinging in a nar­
row range, the rails were extremely 
sluggish. They gave ground easily 
at the start of the decline.

Chain and mail order store sales 
for September, which appeared dur­
ing the week, gave proof of the im­
portant gains in business scored hi 
September over August. In a num­
ber of cases the gains over August, 
cn a percentage basis, were the 
largest in the past five years.

Figures on electric output for the 
latest week were mildly better than 
those for the previous week, and the 
decline from the like 1931 week was 
smaller. So far, however, there has 
been no important jiick-up in util­
ity company earnings.

Steel operations maintained the 
17 1-2 per cent rate of the proceed­
ing week, with independent com­
panies lesing a little ground during 
the week and United States Steei 
Ccrp. making a slight gain.

The first week in October wit­
nessed a continuation of the up­
ward trend of September, but with a 
slackening in the rate o f gain.

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YES, AIRMAIL IS SOARING.
An editorial from the St. Louis Globe-Democrat carries 

the news that “special delivery letters are declining and air 
mail soaring.” Also, that the activities of postal speed com­
petitors are in line with the post office department’ŝ  newly 
inaugurated move to widen the use of air mail and further 
increase its efficiency. Special delivery was instituted many 
years ago. It is admitted that it served well and prospered 
through many seasons, being the only method by which a 
sales message could be passed on from one person fo another 
faster than ordinary delivery could "leap the gap.” "But-air 
mail came as the competitor,” declares the St. Louis newspa­
per. "It  speeded up delivery of regular air mail between 
sending and receiving offices, something a special delivery 
stamp could not do. It could gain many hours and even days 
from writer to reader. Special delivery lost its advantage 
except as advantage may be gained in short distance and the 
chance of arrival after regular delivery of mail had closed for 
the day.” Now the postoffice department says that the aver­
age number of special delivery letters handled by the depart­
ment each fiscal year from 1924 through 1929 was about 95,- 
000,000, with the highest peak in 1930, when more than 100,- 
000,000 such letters were mailed. In 1931, however, the total 
dropped below the period average of 95,000 and during the 
1,931-32 fiscal year it fell 5,000,000,000 below the preceding- 
year. Regardless of economic conditions, this is the verdict, 
"the fact remains, however, special delivery letters are de­
clining and air m ailis soaring” just-as the ox cart faded 
away when it came in competition with the iron horse of the 
rail. This is a reminder we are living in a fast moving age 
with its new civilization and that old methods and old sys­
tems are fast fading out of the picture.

Slst Bg Coat&ncd)
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Two Amendments Aimed at Relief of
Citizens Whose Taxes Are Delinquent

By GORDON K. SHEARER 
United Press Staff Corespondent 
AUSTIN. Oct. 10. — Two amend­

ments-of particular interest to those 
who have become delinquent in pay­
ment c f  taxes are to be voted upon 
at the November election.

One proposes to give up claims to 
taxes that have gone delinquent for 
ten years. The other proposes to 
make. it easier for a person whose 
property has been sold for taxes, to 
recover it.

No one knows definitely how- 
much back taxes the state will 
abandon if the ten year limitation 
amendment is adopted.

Presuming the 1933 legislature 
would follow adoption of the 
amendment by prompt qnabling leg­
islation. the taxes due from 1923 
back would be released. A report 
from 1885 to 1923 shows a total of 
$30,041,026.71 state advalorem, state 
school, state pension and state poil 
taxes bedame delinquent. The 
amount of delinquent,tax paid by 
years also was compiled. It varies 
1 rom ton per cent of the amount 
that became delinquent hi the same 
year to instances of payment of de­
linquent taxes offsetting half the

new tax that became delinquent in 
the same year.

A report prepared in 1927 put the 
net delinquencydue the state at 
$24626,135- County figures were not 
compiled. It is estimated only about 
cne tenth cf the delinquent taxes 
collected in one year are paid on 
taxes delinquent for more than one 
year.

Has No Power
At present the state legislature 

has no power to release any indebt­
edness, liability cr obligation.to the 
state, any county cr any municipal­
ity. The amendment will change 
the viribiage of section 55. article 
III of the constitution making this 
provision and add: “except delin­
quent taxes which have been due 
for a period cf at least 10 years."

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change in section 13 of article VIII 
of the constitution which said the 
redeeming owner' shall have two 
years from the date of the tax sale 
deed to redeem his land Upon pay­
ment of double the amount of 
money paid for the land at the tax 
sale.

The new- provision which voters 
are asked to adopt reads:

“Provision shall be made by 
the- first legislature for the 
speedy sale, without the neces­
sity of suit in court,, of a suffi­
cient portion of all lands and 
ether property for the taxes due 
thereon, and ever year thereaf­
ter for the sale , in like manner 
of all lands and other property 
upon which the taxes have not 
been paid and the deed of con­
veyance to the purchaser for all 
lands a|nd other property thus 
sold shall be held to vest a good 
and perfect title in the purchas­
er thereof subject to be. impeach­
ed only for actual fraud; pro­
vided that the former owner 
shall within two years from the 
date of the filing for record of 
the purchasers deed have the 
right to redeem the land on the 
following basis:
“ (1) Within the first year of 
the redemption period upon the 
payment of the amount cf 
money paid for the land includ­
ing $1 tax deed recording fee 
and costs paid plus not exceed­
ing1 25 per cent cf the aggregate 
total. '

“ (2) Within the last year of 
the redemption period upon 
payment o f the amount as in <1) 
plus not exceeding 50 per cent of 
the aggregate total."
Both amendments are distinct 

from the tax penalty and interest 
remission statute of the recent spe­
cial relief session of the legislature. 
That statute merely applies to taxes 
upon which dehnquences are paid 
before Dec. 31, 1932.

The , constitutional amendments 
are to declare'a permanent policy.

'“The Province of Texas will be ihe richest State in our Union without exception.'’ 

This prophecy was made by the author of the American Declaration of Independ­

ence (Thomas Jefferson) before Americans had begun to colonize Texas. It was found 

in a letter dated May 14th, 1820, which Jefferson had written to President Monrpe.

The year Jefferson wrote that letter to Monroe, Stephen F. Austin began the colo­

nization of Texas. "M y  object is to build up for the present as well as for future gen­

erations,” wrote Austin. "I  think I derived more satisfaction from the view of flour­

ishing farms springing up in this wilderness than military or political chieftains do 

from the retrospect of .their victorious campaigns.”

Texas was founded by builders. Under Austin’s leadership they laid the foundations 

in the wilderness, and under the leadership of Sam Houston they won their inde­

pendence, in order that they might build in freedom.

A  century of building has 

made the Texas of today. But Jefferson’s prediction has not yet been fulfilled. W e  

have inherited this great undertaking from our forefathers. Let us rededicate our­

selves to the task of carrying it forward by observing the Centennial of Texas inde­

pendence in a manner worthy of our traditions.
