So many questions have been 
asked regarding the reason for the 
peculiar odor which affected Cisco 
water last week that Dr. W. P. Lee, 
city health officer, handed the fol­
lowing extract from a work on pre­
ventive medicine and hygiene by 
Milton J. Nosenan, of Harvard uni­
versity to the Daily News for pub­
lication. It will help to explain the 
causes of the odor to inquirers, he 
said.
Stagnation of Water in Impounding 

Reservoirs and Lakes.
When a reservoir or lake is more 

than twenty to forty feet deep, the 
upper part of the water is usually 
in circulation under the influence 
of the wind, and the lower part re­
mains stagnant. There is little or 
no mixing between the surface wa­
ter and the bottom water, except for 
the two short periods each year, one 
in the spring and one in the fall. 
These periods of circulation to the 
bottom are known to water works 
men as the spring turnover and t‘he 
fall turnover.

“During the summer weather a 
blanket of warm water and, hence, 
light water remains at the surface. 
This layer may be twenty feet in 
small reservoirs and forty feet in 
great lakes. The temperature of 
the surface layer may reach seven­
ty five or eighty degrees or more 
in mid summer. The wind stirs it 
up to a certain depth, depending 
upon the depth of the reservoir and 
the force, direction, etc., of the 
wind.

“The bottom layer is cool and 
quiet. As the air temperature falls 
with the approach of winter the 
surface water cools, until it ap­
proaches that of the bottom water. 
When the difference in temperature 
between the surface and bottom 
layers is less, the wind action ex­
tends deeper, until, all at orice, of­
ten when the wind is blowing, ver­
tical currents arise so that all the 
water in the reservoir turns over 
and mixes from top to bottom. The 
mixing continues for a few weeks, 
until the temperature of the sur­
face water falls below the point of 
maximum density: namely four e- 
grees C. Then the colder water

commences to accumulate at the 
top. The top often freezes and en­
tirely shuts out the wind action, so 
that the period of water stagnation 
is even more quiet than the summer 
period. The spring turnover is 
called by a reversal of the con­
dition causing the fall turnover; 
surface water is warm until it reach­
es the temperature of the bottom 
water, when the upward and down­
ward currents take place.

“ It can readily be seen that this 
phenomenon has much to do with 
the quality of the water. Thus the 
organic matter upon the bottom of 
almost all reservoirs decomposes, 
and in tire absence of oxygen pro­
duces the vile odors and nasty taste 
of putrefaction. These odors and 
taste accumulate in the bottom wa­
ter until the fall turnover and then 
become mixed with all the water in 
the reservoir. If the water.is drawn 

. from near the top, as it usually is 
j  there will be a great change in the 
j quality of the water on the day of 
I the fall turnover. The surface wa- 
1 ter is well charged with oxygen, and, 
j as this falls to the bottom it oxi- 
! dizes and neutralizes some of these 
I products of decomposition.
| “Tastes and odors due to this 
j  cause may be removed by aeriating 
I the water, by fountains, cascades 
| and chemicals.

“The purest water is absolutely 
Ivoid of taste and odor, but is also 
Insipid. If such water is aeriated 

: by agitation or by Alteration 
| through a porous air containing 
j  substance, it becomes sparkling and 
| agreeable. Odors in water are ob- 
! jectionable, rather than detrimental 
j to health. As a rule the most ob- 
: jectionable odors develop in surface 
\ water and are caused by the growth 
of algae, protoza and other micro­
scopic beings.” I

Texans, to their 
credit be it said, have been building highways and they have 
been giving support to the cause of education.

Hammer this in the ears of the bollyhooers that 90 per 
cent of the cost of government is due to increases in yearly 
expenditures for highways and education, and only 10 per 
cent of the increase is divided among the various other gov­
ernmental functions.

Texas has a population over the 6,000,000 mark, and 
Texas, or Texans, are not going to take the back track. They 
should demand responsible government. They should demand 
honest and efficient government. They should demand an 
economical expenditure of public money and the way to 
continue down the broad open highway is to kick advocates of 
proxy government in the ribs and out of the picture or pri­
mary election day.

GREAT BRITAIN AND FRANCE SIGN A PACT.

According to the prime minister of France, under the 
new Franco-British .accord, Great Britain has no right to 
negotiate a new war debt settlement with the United States 
without first consulting the French government. This new 
instrument is a complement to the gentleman’s agreement 
signed at Lausanne. This agreement bound the debtors of 
the United States not to ratify the Lausanne'treaty settling 
German reparations until each of them had obtained a sat­
isfactory settlement of its own debts.

TREND UPWARD 

DURING WEEK
In it? weekly review of business 

and financial conditions The Wali 
Street Journal says:

Several constructive developments 
during the past week, including a 
more favorable trend in banking 
iand higher prices for basic commo- 
dities, coupled with the prospect oi 
an early adjournment of congress, 
were instrumental in effecting a 
better price situation in markets 
generally.
