“Fish in these waters as a rule 
do not actually start the major 
spawning season until around 
March 15. But the spawning in­
stinct begins about Feb. 11. Crap- 
pie, in particular, and bass, to a 
great extent, start toward spawn­
ing waters in the middle of Feb­
ruary. This results in all creeks, 
bayous, rivers and other inlets be­
ing crowded with game fish in an 
effort to find suitable spawning 
beds upstream.

“Concentration creates food 
scarcity; the mating instinct is i 
paramount. As a result, many,n 
millions of fish are caught during 
these two weeks. Millions of eggs 
are killed.

Is Broken by

SHANGHAI, Feb. 15 (IP) — A 
Japanese army of 60,000 men, but­
tressed by hundreds of tanks and 
planes, has surged down across 
the plains of north China and is 
threatening to bottle up 400,000 
Chinese on the central front.

In modern war style the Japan­
ese were emulating the 13th cen­
tury conquest by the Mongol em­
peror, Kubla Khan.

The spearhead of this swiftly 
mobile column was less than 20 
miles, including the broad Yellow 
river, between it and Kaifeng, Ho­
nan provincial capital near the 
western end of China’s vital cen­
tral front corridor.

Capture of Kaifeng would choke 
off the vital Lunghai railway, 
practically the only means of exit 
for the legions of Generalissimo 
Chiang Kai-Shek.

ABILENE, Feb. 15 (Spc.)— Pre­
mature spring was banished from 
central west Texas last night by 
rains and showers which at some 
points were as heavy as two inch­
es.

Centers of the moisture belt 
was Aspermont, in Stonewall 
county, and Roby and Rotan, in 
Fisher county. Precipitation at all 
three approached two inches at 
midnight,and there still were light 
downpours.

The rainfall brought summery 
temperatures rushing down to the 
low 40s. Cloudy skies gave prom­
ise of additional moisture and 
other points looked hopefully 
aloft.

Moisture in Stonewall county, 
the best in that vicinity since last 
spring, extended well to the north 
of Aspermont. It was accompanied 
by a mild electrical storm which 
did no damage.

Rain was heaviest just after 
nightfall at Roby, where the 
downpour was slackening at mid­
night. Rotan guaged slightly less 
moisture. Both had received lit­
tle moisture of consequence since 
early January.

The rainstorm’s path apparent­
ly was crescent shaped, extending 
from Throckmorton, to the north 
of Abilene, around to Colorado on 
the southwest.

Measurements in other localities 
were Throckmorton, three-quar­
ters inch; Stamford, nearly one- 
half, with some lightning; Haskell, 
one-half; Snyder and most of 
Scurry county, more than half an 
i n c h ;  Sweetwater, intermittent 
showers which had yielded about 
one-half by midnight; and Colo­
rado, nearly an inch and three- 
quarters.

The commission has ordered the 
Lone Star Gas company to reduce 
its wholesale, or gate, rates, and 
the company, after losing in the 
state’s highest courts, has appealed 
to the U. S. supreme court.

Thompson estimated gas consu­
mers in Laredo would enjoy a sav­
ing of $23,000 a year as a result 
of the decision and would receive 
a refund of about that amount for 
six years, or $138,000.

He said the issues and princi­
ples in the Laredo case and cases 
involving reductions at Fort 
Worth, Wichita Falls, Waco, Sher­
man and other towns were identi­
cal.

McCraw noted two important 
points in the ruling, the upholding 
of the retroactive phase of the or­
der and the decision the commis­
sion had power to reduce rates 
when it found operating costs jus­
tified reductions.

IYEATH of O. O. McIntyre writes finis to 

the career of the second of two newspa­
permen to whom is due most of the credit 
for developing a form of newspaper writing 
which keeps alive in the anonymity of mod­
ern day metropolitan journalism the vital 
personal element. First of the two foremost 
pioneers in this field was Arthur Brisbane. 
Methods and subject matter of the two were 
entirely different but thd two men were 
alike in that they, as individuals, accepted the 
responsibility for what they wrote and were 
themselves the institutions to which their 
readers looked rather than to the newspa­
pers in which their writing appeared.

TPHE newspaper is a bigger thing than the 
individuals whose collective labors pro­

duce it. It is made so by its service of cer­
tain ideals and responsibilities that are in­
exorable in their demands. But the contri­
butions of McIntyre and Brisbane and of the 
host of their emulators have infused a hu­
manizing element into the formal pattern 
and given it the sparkle of personality.

TO7HILE the news columns reflected New 
"  York as a city, McIntyre wrote of it as 

people in terms which people elsewhere 
coui ’ understand. Neither he nor his meth­
ods will lack imitators and some of his dis­
ciples may even exceed him in the art, but 
to him belongs most of the credit for devel­
oping a medium for keeping an essential 
human personality active in journalism.

What the revised law does is to 
shove the government deeper into 
the mortgage insurance business.

It already has lost six 
odd millions of dollars in this field, 
a little more than 1 per cent of 
its “ investment.” That’s because 
\s terms are liberal. But Uncle 
Sam is willing to take a compara­
tively small rap on the chin in 
hope that the bill will encourage 
building and thereby get heavy in­
dustries going.

Now turn to the Supreme 
Court’s January decision uphold­
ing the constitutional right of the 
federal government to lend, or 
give, money to cities for power 
plants, public buildings, sewer 
systems and the like.

The real meaning of that is 
that Uncle Sam can’t be both­
ered about the survival or 
death of a private enter­
prise, so long as he is giving 
the public a legitimate serv­
ice.
Couple with that decision, the 

lower court ruling that approved 
the Tennessee Valley Authority— 
one cf ’he biggest real estate de­
velopments launched anywhere.

That decision okeyed the whole 
scheme, including the right of the 
government to produce and sell 
water power in the valley.

The meaning of the lower court 
decision is substantially the same 
as that of the Supreme Court, 
although, because it approved the 
whole Tennessee project, it is 
much broader.

This does not imply that the 
government is going to supply all 
the electric current in the nation 
any time soon, if ever, The gov­
ernment i/hly controls ,15 pericent 
of potential water power sites any­
way. fc

A Governmental Trend
Nevertheless the enlarging 

powers of the government to go 
into business other than such 
fundamental activities as national 
defense, the courts, and law-mak­
ing, is a cleat reflection on the 
trend of the times. This is the way 
the Hoover committee on social 
trends put |t, back in 1933:

“ It is conceivable that’ without’ 
any surrender of our belief in the 
merits of private property, indi­
vidual enterprise, and self-help, 
the American people will press 
toward a larger measure of public 
control to promote the common 
welfare. One possibility is the 
further extension of the list of 
public utilities . . .”

That committee also saw an 
advantage in the democratic 
form of government to carry 
out social aims, “ with less lag 
between social change and 
governmental adaption.”
The government’s action in re­

gard to mortgage insurance and 
public utilities demonstrates a 
trend toward the course seen by 
that committee. And that is the 
only trend disclosed by Congress 
or the courts since the special ses­
sion of congress began last No­
vember 15.

Such quotas would 
be dependent on a two-thirds vote 
of farmers taking part in special 
referenda.

Senator McNary, (R-Ore.) said 
the bill provided no new benefits 
to the farmers, except an exten­
sion of loans upon the 1937 cotton 
crop. This, he said, involved an 
immense expense to the govern­
ment in insurance and storage 
costs. The bill as a whole, he add­
ed, makes the farmers “ vassals” 
of the secretary of agriculture.

“ It was the parity the farmers 
were seeking, not compulsion, 
parity— it is not provided for in 
this bill nor one cent of addition­
al benefits,” McNary said.

(Parity prices are those which 
would give a unit of farm products 
the same purchasing power it had 
in pre-war years.)

Senator Barkley, the Democratic 
leader, said:

“This is the best farm bill that 
has ever been enacted by the con­
gress to deal with a great prob­
lem of American life,” he said.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15 (JP) — 
Secretary Morgenthau announced 
Monday partial abandonment of 
the treasury’s gold sterilization 
program.

The treasury head announced a 
plan under which up to $400,000,- 
000 worth of gold which may come 
into the United States in any year 
will be permitted to flow into the 
nation’s credit base and relieve the 
treasury of the trouble and ex­
pense of borrowing money to pay 
for the gold and keep it inactive.

The plan was made retroactive 
to January 1 pnd approximately

$30,000,000 of gold acquired by the 
treasury since then will be depos­
ited with the federal reserve sys­
tem at once.

The action will freeze at least 
temporarily, the $1,223,000,000 now 
in the treasury’s inactive gold 
fund.

The action was taken by Mor­
genthau with approval of the fed­
eral reserve board.

Neither Morgenthau nor Chair­
man Marriner S. Eccles of the 
federal reserve board gave any 
opinion as to the effect of the 
new policy on business credit, or 
other matters. A  high administra­
tion official asserted, however, 
that the action was “ not defla­
tionary,” He would not say, on 
the other hand, that it was infla-
