MARRIAGE LAW AMENDMENT
Opposition has developed to Senator Capper’s pro­

posed amendment to the constitution permitting the enact­
ment of a federal marriage and divorce act.

Some critics object on general principles to the pres­
ent tendency to amend the constitution for all soils of pur­
poses. Others object that the marriage and divorce prob­
lem is one that the states should take care o f themselves.

Both of these criticisms deserve serious consideration. 
Bui they should not be allowed to obscure the main fact, 
which is the great need in this country of uniformity in the 
marriage and divorce laws. Everybody seems to be agreed 
about that, but nobody so far has done anything effective 
to remedy a situation which enables people to obtain di­
vorces on grounds as varied as human nature, and to re­
marry ten minutes after a divorce, and to be married in dn« 
state, and at the same time unmarried in another, and for 
all anyone knows, in different marital situations in any 
number o f other states.

It may be that the ideal remedy is a uniform divorce 
law enacted by the states. But it is harder to obtain that 
than to gain the same end bv federal action.

AMERICANS MUST COME FIRST
There is a renewed agitation for a relaxation of our 

immigration laws, so as to permit the entry o f a greater 
number of emigrants from Europe.

Too many people have the idea that entry into this 
country is a right when it is a privilege, and a privilege 
that may be withdrawn at any time by the people who live 
here and who propose to run the country in their own way.

Most Americans are beginning to get the right idea. 
If we are to keep this country free as the founders intend­
ed it to be, citizenship must be directed by and made up 
for the most part of native born Americans, who grew up 
in the country and have imbibed its ideals and principles.

America belongs to Americans, and not to Europeans. 
It is for Americans to say who may enter and who may 
not. Nobody else under the shining sun has anything to do 
with it.

When trouble comes to a family, one neighbor will 
call to express sympathy, while seven others 'will call 
merely to get the details.

STABILIZING PRICE OF WHEAT
A bill introduced in the United States senate provides 

for the. creation of a government corporation with $300,- 
000,000 capital to boost the price o f wheat to about $1.75 
a bushel and keep it stabilized there. That would mean 
a jump of half a dollar a bushel or more from present 
prices.

Similar action was taken by the government during 
the war, guaranteeing to the farmer a profitable price in 
order to stimulate production. Then there was the justifi­
cation that wheat was a war necessity. Now the justifi­
cation is that the farmer is not getting as much as he de­
serves for his wheat.

Nobody will begrudge the American farmer any help; 
that the govemmnt can give him legitimately. He has 
had the worst o f it in recent years, with the things he has to 
sell deflated far more than the things he has to buy. But 
those against the proposal ask where such a policy, once 
started in peace time, will stop. Must other agricultural 
commodities, too, be stabilized upward artificially by the 
government? And if the policy grows in scope, there may 
come eventually a howl from the consumer for the govern­
ment to stabilize downward the necessaries he has to buy.

The real remedy for the farmer’s trouble is to stabilize 
conditions abroad so that foreign countries can buy our 
farm products. But that is a large job, and is not likely to 
be handled successfully by the- men now in control of na­
tional legislation.

J. T. Stamps is Creating 
Model Farm and Has Taken 
Up Rural Life in Earnest

W H A T  A CO W  CAN DO
J. Harolu Shatiklin, living in Can­

yon and a tudent of the West Texas 
State Normal college, is making good 
money on a Jersey cow wh ch he 
bought on credit at the beginning 
of ihe fall school quarter.

In October he sold at 40 cents a 
allot). $34 worth of milk, the cow 
iving about three gallons a day. 
hat month feed' cost him about $9, 

so he cleared about $25.
In November he cleared about $23 

since feed went up. In December 
he cleared about $30.

This goes to prove what any boy 
can do. A school boy could keep two 
.r three c>>ws and earn his way 

-hrough school easily and have a good 
time, since it would take only about 
two hours per day to do the neces­
sary work. If he were making as 
much money as this boy, on three 
cows, he would make $3 per day for 
two h.urs’ work, hat would be a dol­
lar and a half an hour. Everyone is 
willing to buy fresh, clean milk.

About six months ago J. T. Stamps 
bought n farm o f 160 acres one and 
i half miles east of Cisco, on the 
paved highway to Eastland. When 
asked what he proposed to do with 
this desirable land, Mr. Stamps said 
he intended to make a home of it, 
where he can raise pure-bred Here­
ford cattle.

Mr. Stamps has already built a 
new house ar.d barns and has sur­
rounded himself with 147 head of 
cattle, two pure-bred Hereford males, 
100 White Leghorn hens, registered 
Duroc hogs and teams.

His farm is fenced wolf proof and 
he expects to raise quite a bunch of 
Angora goats. He is also planning 
quite a number of trees for an or­
chard.

A deep well furnishes an abun­
dance o f water, which is pumped 
to his house and barn by a gaso­
line engine. With this abundance of I 
water and means of pumping he will 
be able to irrigate a small acreage 
which will pay many fold.

Twelve hundred acres of grass 
land have been leased, on which his 
cattle will be grazed.

Each year men are tuning their 
faces toward the small suburban 
home, where they can get close to 
nature and produce something with 
their own hands and get away, as 
much as possible, from so much arti­
ficial life.

ELECTION NOTICE
THE STATE OF TEXAS.
COUNTY OF EASTLAND.

Whereas the undersigned citizens 
of Cisco have been appointed by the 
County Chairman of the Democratic 
party for Eastland county, Texas, as 
members of the Democratic execu­
tive committee of the city of Cisco;

And whereas this committee has 
been presented with a request con­
curred in by two of the candidates 
for mayor that the committee exer­
cise the authority conferred upon it 
by law to order a primary election 
or elections to determine the nomin­
ees of the Democratic party for the 
general city election to be held on 
April 3, 1923.

And whereas it is deemed by this 
committee after having given de­
liberate consideration of the matter 
so presented for decision, that it is 
for the best interest of the city and 
that it is just and proper that the 
nominees elected to the various o f­
fices should be selected by majority 
vote, and it appearing that the Ihws 
of the state of Texas provide no 
other means for the attainment of 
this end;

Now, therefore, it is hereby or­
dered by the executive committee of 
the Democratic party for the city of 
Cisco, a* follows:

(1) That the Democratic party 
hold a primary election for the se­
lection of nominees for all the city 
offices to be filled in the city elec­
tion of April 3, 1923, it being pro­
vided that the selection of such 
nominees shall be determined by the 
rule of the majority vote;

(2) That ihe first primary be 
held on the third day of March, A. 
D. 1923, same being the first Satur­
day in March, 1923; that in cast j 
any one of the candidates for any | 
one office shall receive a majority 
of all the votes cast, such candidate 
shall be declared the nominee, but 
in case no candidate for such o f­
fice shall receive a majority of all 
the votes cast, the two candidates 
receiving the highest number of 
votes shall enter a second primary 
to be held on the 22nd day of March, 
1923, at which primary the candidate] 
having the majority shall be declared 
the nominee.

(3) That one nominee shall be 
selected for each o f the two places 
to be filled April 3 on the city com­
mission; that, for the purpose of 
the primary or primaries, the places 
to be filled on the city commission 
shall be designated “ Commissioner 
No. 1”  and “ Commissioner No. 2 "; 
that in submitting their names as 
candidates for commissioners in the 
primaries, candidates shall indicate 
whether they will seek the nomina­
tion for “ Commissioner No. 1”  or 
for “ Commissioner No. 2". For the 
purposes of the primary or primar­
ies said offices shall be separate and 
distinct, and the selection of the 
nominee of each of said offices 
(said offices existing for the purpose 
of said nomination! shall be accord 
ing to the same method as is speci­
fied in the other paragraphs of this 
order.

(4) That all candidates and each 
candidate desiring to submit their 
names to said primary or primaries 
and desiring to have their names 
placed on the ballot shall make 
written application to have their 
names printed on said ballot as can­
didates for nomination for the of­
fice sought by them, and shall file 
the same with Owen D. Barker, 
chairman of this committee on or 
before February 26, 1923.

(51 That in order to bear the 
expense of such primary or primar­
ies each candidate for mayor is 
hereby assessed the sum of $15.00 
and each candidate for commission­
er the sum of $5.00: said money to 
be paid to Owen D. Barker, chair­
man < f this committee on or before 
February 26, 1923.

( 6 ) That the primary or primar­
ies for the voting precinct known as 
East Cisco, including that part of 
the city of Cisco, heretofore known 
as East Cisco for voting purposes, l 
shall be held in the building and 
hall known as ” K. P. Hall”  on Ave­
nue D, in the city of Cisco.

(7) That said primary or pri­
maries for the voting precinct 
known as West Cisco shall be held 
in the Eddleman building, form erly; 
occupied by the Western Union Tele- j 
graph company, and being immediate­
ly behind the building in which th*- i 
Southwestern Bell Telephone com­
pany is located.

( 8 ) That a copy of this order be 
delivered to each of the Cisco papers 
for publication, same to be publish-, 
ed as the official notice of said first 
primary once each week in said pa-

I pers until the date of said first pri-

Uncle Sams Spending Spree Over

For the first time in seven years 
the nation’s income and outgo prob­
ably will balance at the end of the , 
fiscal year on June 30. Such is the 
refreshing substance of President 
Harding’s message to the department 
heads and bureau chtefs who go ‘ u 
make up the government’s business 
organization. It comes, says one ob­
server, as a pleasing surprise to the 
country, which had been looking for­
ward to a deficit o f half a billion dol­
lars >>.• more. To the Republican New 
Yorl Tribune it means that “ M:. 
Harding’s dream of bringing taxation 
at.d expenditure back within normal 
limits has come true.”  But the presi­
dent goes even further. ‘ ‘ It is a pleas­
ure to, state,”  says his message, 
“ that the estimates of appropriations, 
for the fiscal year 1921 are $120,- 
000,000 less than the estimated re­
ceipts for that year, and $196,000,00 
less than the appropriations for the 
current year."

Two years ago the government wa* 
spending about $5,000,000,000 a 
year; now. it appears, the budget is 
to be stabilized at about $3,000,000,- 
000. As late as last July the treas­
ury faced a deficit for the fiscal year 
1923 of $093,000,000, “ but skilful 
financial management and constant 
saving on appropriations already vot­
ed reduced the deficit to $273,000,- 
000 by December,”  we are told by 
the Tribune. ‘St’li greater retrcncl - 
nn-nt reduced it to $92,000,000 in 
two months, and in the remaining 
five months the president hopes to 
wipe it out entirely.

“ Very significant and encouraging 
is the cooperation and collaboration 
between congre«« and the executive 
in connection with the estimates for 
appropriation,”  says the president’s 
message. We read on :

“ The first meeting of the business 
organization of the government was 
held June 29, 1921, less than one 
month after the enactment of the 
budget and accounting act. We faced 
then the problem of inaugurating the 
budget system, and growing out of j 
this the further problem of reforming 
the uncoordinated routine business 
of the government.

“ Probably there never was a time 
in our country’s h’story when a re­
vision of its financial procedures was 
so urgent and necessary. The habit 
of large expenditures, of almost un­
limited obligation of the public cre­
dit, acquired during the world war, 
seemed difficult to restrain, while 
the continuing demand upon the 
treasury gave little Indication o f 
abatement.

“ The campaign, then begoi. with 
such high hopes and courageous defi­
ance o f the obstacles to be over­
come, is continuing today, and with
no little pride and satisfaction we 
point to a continuing policy o f eco­
nomy with efficiency evidenced by 
the progressive and material reduc­
tions made in expenditures.. This has 
been accomplished not only without 
Impairment of the effective opera­
tion of the government’s departments 
and establishments, but with an in­
crease o f efficiency resulting from 
a closer study of methods and cost 
of operation.”

At last, thinks the independent 
Philadelphia Public Ledger, “ thanks 
to the budget bureau, to the coop­
eration of congress, and the stern 
insistence o f the president, the gov­
ernment has sobered up from its 
money-spending drunk, which began 
in 1917. In a world of unbalanced 
budgets and rising national debts, 
America has trimmed her financial 
ship and is again sailing in a normal 
course.” A number of things have 
helped to reduce the deficit to its 
present proportions. There has been 
a reduction of some $322,000,000 in 
IPo pr gram ef expenditure. “ The

budget system did this,” maintains 
the Republican New York Herald, 
“ und there is no excuse for going 
back to the archaic system that pre­
vailed before the advent of General 
Dawes.”  “ The reduction of charges 

.incident to the early calling of Vic­
tory notes has contributed,”  avers the 
Baltimore American (Ind. Rep.). The 
sale of army supplies netted the gov­
ernment $36,000,000 and shipping 
b'-ard sales turned $13,000,000 into 
the treasury, observes the Washing­
ton correspondent of the New York 
Sun. The new tariff law has yield­
ed $200,000,000 where it was expect­
ed to yield only $100,000,000, says 
the same authority, and vigorous 
methods o f collecting taxes account 
for $100,000,000 or more. Interest 
which great Britain has paid on her 
war debt accounts for still another 
$100,000,000. Athough no other na­
tion has yet begun to pay even inter­
est on its war obligations to the Uni­
ted States, the national debt has been 
reduced a billion dollars in the past 
year, recalls the Manchester Union 

| I Ind. Rep.). In fact, says the inde­
pendent Washington Star:

“ The position of the United States 
treasury is much better even than 
that represented by the president in 

! his message to the budget officials.
: The treasury is paying interest on 
about $10,000,000,000 which it bor­
rowed from the American people and 
loaned to other governments. Taking 

i the interest on these foreign loans 
J into account the government’s income 
| now actually exceeds its outgo, and a 
| surplus is being created.”

A few editors, on the other hand,
! remain skeptical despite the rosy 
outlook picturd by the president. Al­
ready the “ rivers and harbors bloc”

I in the house has overridden the presi- 
I dent’s advice that $27,000,000 would 
be enough to spend on rivers and 
harbors,”  notes the New York Times.

I If the army apportionment bill is 
swollen by $56,000,000 in this way, 
as the house is said to contemplate, 
“ Mr. Harding’s dream of a surplus 
will be shattered,”  believes the Times. 
As for the president’s message, “ it 
fell far short of being an analysis,” 
we are reminded by the Newark 
News, which is inclined to wait for 
a revised estimate. And the Boston 
Transcript (Ind. Rep.) would have 
us remember that “ increased collec­
tions of internal revenue helped 
greatly to wipe out the deficit.”  On­
ly the Democratic Providence News 
disbelieves absolutely that we are on 
the road to normalcy. And this paper 
declares;

“ Neither Mr. Harding nor any of 
his bureau chiefs, nor the most dex­
terous advocate in congress will at­
tempt to show the taxpayers where 
this saving o f so many hundreds of 
millions of dollars has been made. 
They could not do it if the salva­
tion of the administration depended 
upon the job, nor could they by any 
juggling of figures show actual eco­
nomy in the federal service that 
amounts to one hundred million dol­
lars. The so-called economy is simply 
a work of art by the department 
bookkeepers.

“ The president confesses the frailty 
: o f his own ease when he admits that 
the country is spending nil the mon­
ey appropriated by the last congress 
ard still is threatened with a deficit 

. of $92,000,000, not to speak of one 
almost as great in the operations of 
the post-office department.

‘“ The naked truth is— and no well- 
informed Republican will deny it— 
that when we cut from the expendi­
tures every figure connected with the 
war, we are still spending for the 

j ordinary expenses of the federal ser­
vice half a billion a year or more 
than was the figure in the highest 

i  twelve months of the Wilson adminis­
tration.”

THE HIGH COST OF JUSTICE
No country in the world is more “ court ridden”  than the United 

States and no state in the union, population considered, has m^re of them 
than Texas. Dallas county had a population of 210,551 in 1920. It proba­
bly has an civess of 240,000 in 1923. It takes three district courts with 
jurisdiction confined to civil cases; two criminal district courts; two coun­
ty courts at law; one county court for probate work, and ten justice courts 
to transact the legal business originating in the county.

In addition there is a municipal court to try cases coming under the 
city ordinances; a state court of civil appeals and a federal district court. 
An effort will be made to secure at least one, if not two more district courts, 
as it is stated that the present courts have crowded dockets and are far be­
hind in their work.

Americans have a reputation for disregarding any law that does not 
meet with their approval, and yet Americans demand more laws than the peo­
ple o{ any other nation on earth and go to law more often than any other 
nationality. Going to law seems to be one of our most expensive national di­
versions. Demanding new laws has become a national habit. Every organiza­
tion, civic, professional, political, educational, religious, or other associa­
tions too numerous to mention, annually demand new laws under the guise 
of protecting the public health, or to bring about some reform some associa­
tion of fanatics has cooked up in the desire to regulate something or some­
body. In a large percentage o f cases there iB a bug under the chip— some 
selfish desire or some class legislation. Year by year we add to our list of 
regulatory laws and year by year the number of cases docketed increases. 
Then comes a demand for more courts.

With all our boasted progress, we are trailing other civilized nations in 
the administration of justice. Cases are allowed to drag through the courts 
for years. Continuances are granted on the least pretext of an excuse; wit­
nesses are spirited away; new trials granted on trivial and technical grounds; 
appeals made from court to court just as long as the parties to the suit have 
any money to spend and by the time the last technical point has been de- 

rcided, the witnesses have died or moved away and the case is dismissed for 
want of prosecution or the lack o f evidence.

We seem to have a government of lawyers, by lawyers ard for lawyers, 
for if such was not the case, there would be immediate' reform in our court 
procedure. Our ideas of laws were inherited from England. Our law was ori­
ginally based on the English common law. Our practice is an American devel­
opment, for in England no case is allowed to clog the courts for a longer pe­
riod than ninety days. How long will it be before taxpayer* take -  “  
to their own hands and demand reform?— Farm
