- Seeds. cuttings, bulbs roots,
scious and plaats will be permitted
in the parcels post mails under re-
gulations as to size and weight ap-
plicaﬁh to other parcels post pacl-
ages, but at the rate of postage of
1 cent for éach two ounces or frac-
tions theréof, regardiess of distance
Al matter sow classified as third-
class matter will not be permitted
in the parcels post mails.

Parm and factory products will
be admitted to the parcels post mail
uynder certain regulations fto be
fouud in the parceis po&utdc

Distinctive parcels post stamps
must be used on all fourth class
satter. includlng that weighing
four ounces and less, beginning Jan .
1. 1913. Such matter bearing or-
dinary postage stamps will be treat-
ed as held for postage.

A parcel not more than three feet |

six inchesin length may measure as
much as two feet six inchesin girth
¢r around its thichest part. A
shorter parcel may be thicker.
thus. if it measures no more than
three feetin length, 1t may measure
xs much as three feet in girth, or
sround its thickest part. Measure,
ment will be made by means ot a
3ix foot tape line turnished by the
postmaster by the department. So
much of the tape as iz not used in
weasuring the length is the measure
of the maximum girth permissible.
Parcels will be mailable only " at
postoffices, branch post offices,
lettered and local stations and such
mamed stations as may be designat-
ed by the postmaster or presented
toa sural or other carrier duly
authorized to receiye such matter.
All parcels must bear the return
card of the sender, otherwise they
will not be accepted for mailing
